Bereavement and Healing
The errand of angels

Before becoming a funeral direc-
tor, I had never attended a service
where there were two register
books for guests to
sign. Now that I have
been a funeral direc-
tor for a number of
years, [ have found
that this situation,
although unusual to
me, is not uncom-
mon. Two register
books are generally
required when some
sort of family feud
remains unsettled.

The family I served this week
was one that I have served in the
past. Unlike the preceding deaths
in this family, this particular death
was shrouded by family discon-
tent and feuding. All through the
week leading up to funeral day, |
would receive calls from various
family members. These calls were
filled with expressions of displea-
sure over arrangement preferences
selected by the opposing side of the
decedent’s family.

As the days passed, I became
more and more worried over the
service plans for the decedent. Fam-
ily members would express their
concerns and assure me that he
would not want his family in such
turmoil.

Compounding this stressful situ-
ation, my client’s brother had died
just three days prior. In fact, my cli-
ent passed while preparing to attend
his deceased brother’s visitation. A
very sad announcement was made
at his brother’s visitation that he

would be unable to attend, due to
his untimely and unexpected death,
just minutes earlier.

Additionally, seven months prior,
I served this family in the loss of
sisters who died just three days
apart. The amount of stress this
family was suffering, caused by the
multiple deaths so closely timed,
only served to exacerbate the dif-
ficulties they were experiencing
amongst themselves. There was
also an issue with funding. Both
brothers passed at an earlier age
than is common, so neither had ad-
equately prepared for the financial
demands that come with death. In
addition to the unexpected loss of
their brothers, this family was faced
with a hefty financial crisis.

As the members of this family
lamented over payment for their
services, a benevolent soul came
forward and paid for their services
in full. This kind person did not
seek recognition for the generous
deed performed out of love and
charity. Indeed, he insisted that his
identity remain anonymous.

As I notified the members of the
decedent’s family that their expens-
es had been paid in full through the
generosity of a kind soul, my heart
was broken as I was unable to tell
them who had provided the pre-
cious funds on their behalf. There
was speculation and many ques-
tions directed toward identifying
this person of benevolence, but as
he had insisted, his identity was
protected from detection.

His actions of benevolence and
charity set Newton’s law of motion

into swift opposing reaction. Fami-
ly members who were but moments
ago hateful toward each other, were
so humbled by this person’s selfless
generosity, that they immediately
reversed their selfish and aggressive
behaviors. They now exercised
kindness and generosity toward
each other, as they had in the past.
As they arrived for my client’s
visitation, there was no longer any
need for two register books. This
one sincere and charitable act of
compassion brought harmony and
peace back into focus.

I believe this kind soul has
secured blessing from on high for
his selfless generosity on behalf
of this family and their deceased
brother. I do not know how he knew
of their need, but he came forward
at a desperate hour. His actions
not only relieved them of financial
crisis, it freed them from living out
the remainder of their days fight-
ing and hating each other. This man
performed the errand of an angel,

a miracle, and I am thankful that I
witnessed it.

The importance of the tongue

Greetings in the name
of our Lord Jesus Christ,

The tongue. It lays
hidden behind a wall
of teeth, coming out,
moving back and forth,
side to side, allowing us
to enunciate. It is with
the tongue that we are
able to make ourselves
be heard in the midst
of a crowded room or
to quietly whisper into
the ear of a child. The
tongue enables us to
take sustenance into our
bodies so that we might
be strengthened for what
lies ahead.

The tongue is a very
versatile part of our bod-
ies, but not one we often
think about. For instance,
when was the last time
you were getting dressed
to leave the house and
the last thing you looked
at was your tongue? |

can see you now stepping

to the mirror, looking
at your clothes, your
face, your hair, then just
as you step away from
the mirror you stick out
your tongue to see how
it looks. Doesn’t sound
like something you do?
[ won’t say it doesn’t
happen, but most of the
time, I can assure you it
doesn’t take place.
While we may not
place much importance

on how it looks, as soon
as we step into public,

it becomes one of the
most used parts of our
bodies. We talk with our
friends, people we meet
in businesses, clerks,
attendants, and of course
family. We use this part
of our bodies incessantly
throughout the day in our
dealings with others. We
often choose when we
will use it. Sometimes
we “nod” our greetings,
sometimes we simply
pass, while others we
speak a word of greeting.
Yet the tongue stands at
the ready whenever it
might be used.

James tells us the
tongue is a small part of
the body (3:5a). In com-
parison we would have
to agree with that state-
ment, but James goes
on to say that it boasts
of great things. He even
compares it to a great
forest that is set afire by
a small fire. In James
3:6-12, James does some
comparison of the tongue
even stating that no one
can tame the tongue and
that it is a restless evil
and full of deadly poison
(3:8). The tongue is an
instrument we have been
given by God. How we
use it is up to us.

With our tongue we

speak of men. Either
we speak ill of them or
well of them. Either we
pray for them or talk
about them. Either we
praise them or belittle
them. Unfortunately,
EACH OF US is guilty
of speaking ill of others.
It might be someone that
did something to us at
work, was rude while we
were in line at the store,
or hollered a “word of
greeting” as we made our
way through traffic. The
tongue is not intended to
tear away at the hearts of
people, but to build them
up. That leads to the fact
that ----

With it we can seek
to bless God. We can
recount the wonder-
ful ways that God has
blessed us. We can speak
of the ways that He
has poured His richest
blessings out upon us.
The Psalmist cried out in
Ps. 103:1-2 — “Bless the
Lord, O my soul; and all
that is within me, bless
His holy name. Bless
the Lord, O my soul,
and forget none of His
benefits.” (NASB) What
a call to use our tongues
as instruments of praise.
But you really need to go
on to read the last two
verses of Ps. 103. Listen
to this — “Bless the Lord,

all you His hosts, you
who serve Him, doing
His will. Bless the Lord,
all you works of Him, In
all places of His domin-
ion; Bless the Lord, O
my soul!” (NASB).

We have a choice to
make with our tongue
each moment. What we
say can bring glory to
God or harm to man. We
can either bless God or
curse men. If we find
ourselves cursing, we
might need to discern
whether we are in the
relationship with God
that He desires. After all,
you shouldn’t be get-
ting bitter water where
the “Living Water” is
supposed to be flowing.
Have you done a tongue
check recently? It might
not be pleasant, but it
truly important that it be
done. We should speak
blessings into the lives
that we meet and with
whom we live.

I’m going to do a
tongue check right now
and hopefully you notice
the difference the next
time I see you. How
about you?

JESUS, JESUS, JE-
SUS, there IS something
about that name!

has only a 10th-grade edu-
cation.

DAPA recipients, accord-
ing to Rector’s calcula-
tions, will receive $7.8
billion every year once
they get access to the
refundable earned income
tax credit and the refund-
able additional child tax
credit. Those EITC and
ACTC recipients will also
be allowed to claim credit
for three years of illegal
work, which will sock U.S.
taxpayers for another $23.5
billion.

This was confirmed
by IRS Commissioner
John Koskinen, who told
Congress on Feb. 11 that
immigrants who didn’t pay
any taxes or who used fake
Social Security numbers
will nevertheless be able to
claim back refunds under
EITC once they get new

Social Security numbers
under Obama’s amnesty.
Koskinen said that he
doesn’t know how much
these tax refunds will cost
and that the White House
never checked with him
before announcing the
amnesty.

The average DAPA-
eligible family already
receives about $6,600 a
year in means-tested wel-
fare benefits. That includes
food stamps, school lunch
(and breakfast), Medic-
aid, the State Children’s
Health Insurance Program
and the Special Supple-
mental Nutrition Program
for Women, Infants and
Children.

Many Americans labor
under the false assumption
that because most immi-
grants are hardworking,
they do not depend on wel-
fare assistance. In fact, as
Rector patiently explains,
most welfare benefits go to
households with children
headed by a low-income
employed adult.

Rector estimates that the
combined cost of means-
tested welfare benefits
the immigrants who came
here illegally now receive,
plus other goodies such
as EITC and ACTC cash,
will encourage increased
illegal immigration in
the future. The average
American, whose children
and grandchildren will
end up burdened with this
enormous debt, must ask
whether someone is trying
to destroy America.

The Government Ac-
countability Office has
already reported that even
the debate over legalizing
the presence of certain
immigrants was “a primary
cause” of last summer’s
surge of Central Ameri-
cans crashing our south-
ern border. Even if those
teenagers were not eligible
for asylum or legal status
when they arrived, they
knew that deportations
could take years, giving
them the chance to disap-
pear into the shadows.

Look at California for
a preview of our future
under Obama’s immigra-
tion plan. The Hispanic
population is now almost
equal to the white popula-
tion, and almost 50 percent
of babies born in Califor-
nia are Hispanic.

Nearly a third of “Eng-
lish learners” in U.S.
public schools are third-
generation Americans
who still are not speaking
English at home, and the
Hispanic illegitimacy rate
is 53 percent. The cheap
labor welcomed by em-
ployers is not only a huge
impediment for American
job seekers but also a big
expense to taxpayers, who
are hit with new costs of
schools, hospitals and
prisons.

The agency charged with
approving the applications
for Obama’s amnesty is
getting ready for more than
800,000 applications in
the first couple of months.
This agency is facing
the prospect of trying to

process at least 4 million
pieces of mail connected
with the new amnesty, and
all applications are sup-
posed to be opened in the
presence of two workers,
one with a “secret” secu-
rity clearance.

Obviously, we need a
new bureaucracy for this
awesome task, and U.S.
Citizenship and Immigra-
tion Services has already
started to hire several hun-
dred new employees and
train them. Luke Bellocchi,
a former deputy ombuds-
man for USCIS, told the
Senate Homeland Security
and Governmental Affairs
Committee in February,
“It’s going to be hard to
tell how much fraud there
1s.”

Kenneth Palinkas,
president of the National
Citizenship and Immigra-
tion Services Council,
said: “How you could have
proper adjudications this
way is beyond my scope of

reason. They want to cler-
ic-alize the job, and they’re
really not concerned about
whether the documents
entered are fraudulent or
not. They just want to push
the papers along.”

The two factors that
Americans are most con-
cerned about are jobs and
voter fraud. The United
States has accepted two
new immigrants for each
additional job created since
2000, according to federal
data, and expert witnesses
have testified that once the
amnestied immigrants are
given Social Security num-
bers and driver’s licenses,
there will be no way to
stop them from registering
to vote.

M Expectations not very high for Colorado Rockies heading into Opening Day.

Another offseason is gone and still the
Rockies don’t appear to have an answer
for the one problem that plagues them

for years and years:
pitching.

Yes, the atmosphere
in Denver is thinner
than the rest of the
country, making Coors
Field an obvious hitters
park.

Less than two weeks
before opening day,
the Rockies rotation
appears to be left-

handed pitcher Jorge De
La Rosa (who is questionable for the
home opener on April 10), newcomer
right-handed pitcher Kyle Kendricks
(74-42, 4.42 ERA on his career; also
Opening Day pitcher), right-handed
pitcher Jordan Lyles (21-33, 5.09 ERA
career), second-year left-handed pitcher
Tyler Matzek (6-11, 4.05 ERA career)
and right-handed pitcher Jon Gray, who
hasn’t taken the mound professionally
in a game that counts.

The Rockies also have right-handed

pitcher Eddie Butler (1-1, 6.75 ERA),
right-handed pitcher Christian Berg-
man (3-5, 5.93 ERA) and right-handed
pitcher David Hale (5-5, 3.02 ERA).

So on the mound I don’t have any
confidence in Colorado. I have never
been very fond of De La Rosa as an ace.
The Rockies named Kendricks Open-
ing Day pitcher because De La Rosa
struggles on the road.

An “ace” pitcher can perform pretty
much anywhere, unless your name is
Clayton Kershaw and you’re playing in
a playoff game.

The nice part is the Rockies will
look mostly the same on offense, when
everyone is 100 percent anyways.

Justin Morneau, Charlie Blackmon,
Carlos Gonzalez, Nolan Arenado and
the all-star, oft-trade rumored Troy
Tulowitzki.

So the season will probably start like
it always does. With the Rockies offense
firing on all cylinders and winning
games 17-7, 14-3, 10-2 or some other
score that looks more like a football
score.

Here’s the problem: The playoffs

aren’t won in April, May and June. Last
year by the All-Star Break, Tulowitzki
was pretty much about to be crowned
Most Valuable Player and the Rockies
were looking like they were making the
playofs.

Then injuries, as they always do, piled
up and the Rockies had to rely on pitch-
ers to keep scores low.

In most ball parks if you keep the
team below five runs, that is enough to
give even a modest offense a chance to
win it late. But at Coors Field, things
can escalate quickly and before you
know it you could be trailing 7-0. The
double-edged sword of a ball park often
stabs the Rockies rather than the travel-
ing team.

So I don’t have much faith heading
into the season. It looks like the Rockies
will tease me to start the season but then
decide to get injured, start losing games
and then watch the Fall Classic from
home.
