Local veteran served two 
tours, met wife in Germany

Jeff Orvel Brewer, 88, Pampa, received a 
quilt of valor from Gail Nabors, Sue Bishop and 
Marilyn Shelton on July 4 of this year. Quilts 
of valor are meant to honor and comfort those 
touched by war.

“It comes as a surprise to me. I don’t consider 
myself a hero,” Brewer said. “I never was shot 
at or shot at anyone. Most World War II vets are 
around 100 and I just barely got in at the end 
of the war. I was in the Army for three months 
when the war ended.”

The Pampa News was grateful to be able to 
sit down and visit with Brewer in his home 
Wednesday. Brewer shared his story with us. He 
lived with his family in Mobeetie before head-
ing into war.

Brewer was a high school dropout. The rea-
soning is much different than some of the rea-
sons kids these days drop out. Brewer said his 
father couldn’t find anyone to work his fields 
since they had all been drafted into the war. He 
helped his dad for six weeks but when he came 
back to school he just didn’t get any of the mate-
rial since he had missed so much. 

He then worked at a service station and got 
interested in basketball and football. He said it 
wasn’t too exciting since the coaches and nearly 
all men except the superintendent were drafted 
into the war. He did however attempt to go back 
to school again but became ineligible at the age 
of 18. (Back then you could no longer attend 
school when you turned 18). At that point is 
when Brewer said he decided to go enlist. He

State sales taxes drop, ending 62-month growth streak

Texas collected less state sales tax revenue 
in June than it did in the same month a year 
earlier, ending a remarkable 62-month streak 
of growth, Comptroller Glenn Hegar said 
Wednesday.

The state collected $2.2 billion in state sales 
taxes in June, down 1.4 percent compared with 
June 2014. The figure reflects monthly sales 
made in May by businesses that report taxes 

monthly.
“This slight decline was expected due to the 

slowdown in the oil and gas mining sector, and 
is in line with the biennial revenue estimate 
presented in January,” Hegar said in a state-
ment.

Texas rig counts recently concluded a six-
month nosedive as the industry has reeled 
from dropping oil prices. As of last Thursday, 
there were 363 oil and gas rigs across the state,

went for the Marines first 
but they required a color-
blind exam that he failed. He 
decided to try for the Navy 
since it was right across the 
hall and they had the same 
issue. 

“I thought to myself that 
I was going to be a 4F,” 
Brewer said. “That is a title 
given to someone that is 
considered unfit for the mili-
tary. But I found out it didn’t 
make a difference for the 
Army.”

Brewer said he decided to 
opt for immediate induction 
after he passed his physi-
cal. He enlisted in the Army 
just three short months after 
turning 18.

He headed to Fort Chaffee 
near Fort Smith, Ark. to pick 
up his uniform. After that, 
his company loaded up on 
a bus and headed to Joseph 
T Robinson Camp in Little 
Rock, Ark. They didn’t know 
where they were going until 
they got there. Brewer spent 
the next 17 weeks there for 
basic training. The war had 
already ended in Germany 
but was still ongoing in Ja-
pan.

“We were training for jun-
gle warfare,” Brewer said. 
“One day we were pulling 
targets for another company 
when they told us to pack up 
and head to the mess hall. 

Once we got there we found 
out the war had ended.”

Brewer said everyone was 
given a three day pass if they 
wanted it. He took one and 
stayed at the base but would 
go out in the daytime and 
catch a street car in Little 
Rock.

“We finished basic train-
ing but hung around for 
quite awhile before we got 
any orders,” Brewer said. 
“Our orders finally came and 
we got orders to go to Ger-
many. This was six months 
after the war had ended.”

Brewer said since there 
were no ports in Germany 
they unloaded in LaHare, 
France and from there head-
ed into Germany.

He was put in the engi-
neering corp and assigned 
to the motor corp. Brewer’s 
company was about 100 
people. He helped build 
roads, repaired things and 
drove military personnel 
around.

“I started out in a Jeep 
but there was no heat in the 
Jeep,” Brewer said. “I like 
to froze to death waiting 
on guys out in the cold so I 
got off the Jeep as soon as I 
could. I ended up driving al-
most every vehicle we had. I 
enjoyed that type of work.”

Brewer said he spent one 
year overseas that tour and 
it was kind of relaxed work.

“I started home in 1947. 
All the trips were across the 
Atlantic Ocean so I made 
four total trips across it by 
ship,” Brewer said. “On the 
way home there was a storm 
at sea and it made a seven-
day trip turn into 13 days as 
there were rough seas.”

Brewer said everytime 
he was coming home and 
saw the Statue of Liberty he 
knew he was almost home.

“We came back to Fort 
Dix, New Jersey (close to 
Trenton), and got discharged 
there,” Brewer said. “I had 
$300 and back then that was 
a lot of money. I gave a man 
$75 to fly me and some oth-
er Texans back to Dallas. It 
was a cargo plane and there 
was no heat. It was my first 
airplane ride and I almost 
froze to death. After getting 
to Dallas I took a bus back 
home.”

When Brewer came back 
he was a civilian for three 
years. He worked on the 
farm some but got tired of 
that. He helped with the 
cattle and eventually sold 
his cattle and bought a car. 
After buying the car, he had 
no money left. He went to 
Borger to work for Phillips.

“That was a dangerous 
job so I quit that and went 
to work at an oilfield sup-
ply store,” Brewer said. “I 
was a single guy and alone. 
Then the Korean War started

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Civil War-era soldier to be buried 
at national cemetery 

SAN DIEGO (AP) — A 
box containing the ashes 
of a Civil War-era Medal 
of Honor recipient found 
in an unmarked grave has 
been re-buried next to his 
comrades in arms at a na-
tional cemetery nearly a 
century after he died.

The Army gave a full 
gun salute to Army Sgt. 
Charles Schroeter on 
Thursday before his re-
mains were laid to rest at 
Miramar National Cem-
etery in San Diego.

Schroeter was found 
thanks to efforts to locate 
all those awarded the na-
tion's highest military 
award.

The German-born U.S. 
soldier was given the 
Medal of Honor in 1869 
for his gallantry during 
battles between settlers 
and Native Americans 
out West.

He died in 1921 and was 
put in a communal crypt 
for unclaimed remains at 
a nearby San Diego cem-
etery. He never had a fu-
neral until Thursday.

For nearly a century, 
an urn containing the 
ashes of a Civil War-era 
Medal of Honor recipi-
ent remained in an un-
marked grave with other 
unclaimed remains at a 
San Diego cemetery.

Thanks to efforts to 
locate all those awarded 
the nation's highest mili-
tary award, the cremated 
remains of Army Sgt. 
Charles Schroeter were 
found and will be re-bur-
ied Thursday at Miramar 
National Cemetery.

The German-born U.S. 
soldier was given the 
Medal of Honor in 1869 

for his gallantry during 
battles between settlers 
and Native Americans 
out West.

Researchers from the 
Medal of Honor His-
torical Society of the 
United States discovered 
Schroeter had been bur-
ied in 1921 at the private 
Greenwood Memorial 
Park in San Diego and 
sent a Medal of Honor 
plaque to the cemetery 
staff in 2013 to have it 
placed on his grave. That's 
when the cemetery's staff 
learned Schroeter — who 
never married and had no 
children — was buried in 
the grave space set aside 
for unclaimed cremated 
remains.

"I thought, 'Ugh,'" said 
Cathy Fiorelli, director 
of Greenwood Memorial 
Park who also serves on 
the board of the Mira-
mar cemetery's founda-
tion. "This guy should 
be buried at our national 
cemetery. It feels more 
befitting, proper and ap-
propriate as the final rest-
ing place for a war vet-
eran and Medal of Honor 
recipient."

Fiorelli submitted the 
necessary paperwork. 
Schroeter will be given 
full military honors at 
Thursday's ceremony at 
San Diego's newest na-
tional cemetery. He will 
be the first Medal of Hon-
or recipient to be bur-
ied there. A horse-drawn 
hearse accompanied by 
an Army band and an 
honor guard from Fort Ir-
win's 11th Armored Cav-
alry will transport the urn 
to the cemetery's Memo-
rial Circle.

A rifle squad will fire 
a salute, and a bugler 
will play taps. The honor 
guard will present the flag 
to the cemetery director, 
acting as next-of-kin be-
cause no one has located 
any descendants.

According to the Medal 
of Honor Historical So-
ciety, about 400 Medal 
of Honor recipients are 
listed as "lost to history" 
because their burial loca-
tion is unknown.

Historians try to track 
down every detail they 
can by scouring records.

Researchers say 
Schroeter was born on 
July 4, 1837, in Luneburg, 
Germany. He migrated 
to the United States as a 
young man. He spent the 
next three decades serv-
ing in the U.S. military, 
joining the 1st Volunteer 
Missouri Cavalry Regi-
ment in 1863 in which he 
fought against Confeder-
ate soldiers in Arkansas. 
After the Civil War, he 
joined the U.S. 8th Cav-
alry and headed out West.

Schroeter was awarded 
the Medal of Honor for 
his courage during the 
Battle of Rocky Mesa on 
Oct. 20, 1869, which was 
sparked by an Apache 
attack on a stagecoach 
that killed two civil-
ians and four troopers. 
He and his comrades 
tracked the Apaches into 
Arizona's Chiricahua 
Mountains, where they 
survived against rifle fire 
that killed two men and 
wounded another before 
darkness brought an end 
to the fighting.

"He devoted his life 
to his adopted country," 

said Bill Heard, spokes-
man for the Miramar Na-
tional Cemetery Support 
Foundation. "He suffered 
bullet wounds, sabre cuts 
and he was a little guy, 
about 5-foot-6 and 135 
pounds. He was tough as 
nails. He deserves to be 
buried among his com-
rades in arms."

Schroeter also served 
five years in the Marine 
Corps before retiring 
from the military and 
opening a candy and to-
bacco shop in Buffalo, 
New York.

He moved to San Di-
ego in 1918 and died Jan. 
27, 1921. No funeral was 
held.

His urn will be buried 
Thursday at the foot of 
a white marble grave-
stone marked in gold in-
scription with his name, 
service, birth and death 
dates, and with the Medal 
of Honor insignia.

'Ghostbusters'

cameraman working on 
the new "Ghostbusters" 
movie helped Boston 
authorities track down 
a suspect accused of 
shoving a woman to the 
ground, seriously injur-
ing her.

Authorities say the 
72-year-old victim was 
walking in the Chinatown 
section Wednesday when 
she bumped into 24-year-
old Tajanetta Downing. 
Authorities say Down-
ing pushed the woman, 
who hit her head on the 
pavement. She is in criti-
cal condition Thursday 

with a life-threatening  
head injury.

A spokesman for Suf-
folk County District 
Attorney Daniel Con-
ley says the cameraman 
gave police a description 
that helped officers find 
Downing.

Downing was arraigned 
Thursday on assault 
charges and ordered held 
on $75,000 cash bail.

Her attorney did not 
immediately return a call 
seeking comment.

down from 900 rigs back 
in November, according 
to Baker Hughes, which 
publishes weekly indus-
try data. 

The end of the state’s 
sales tax streak follows 
a loss of 25,400 jobs in 
March, ending a streak 
of 53 months of growth, 
according to state and 
federal data. Yet Texas 
turned around and added 
33,200 jobs in May. 

Spending on drill-
ing equipment has long 
served as a boon to sales 
tax coffers, so the recent 
drop in sales tax collec-
tion isn’t surprising, said 
John Kennedy, a senior 
analyst with the business-
backed Texas Taxpayers 
and Research Associa-
tion. Yet the recent re-
bound in job growth sug-
gests oil and gas won’t 
be too much of a drag on 
the state’s broader econ-

omy. He predicted that 
sales tax revenue growth 
would be close to flat in 
the coming months.

“If Austin and Dallas 
are any indication, we’re 
not seeing any dramatic 
slowdown in construc-
tion,” Kennedy said. “I 
do not see from the other 
economic indicators any 
significant slowdown 
ahead.” 

In a video released 
Wednesday, the Federal 
Reserve Bank of Dal-
las forecast the state’s 
job growth for the year 
at around 1 percent, or 
about 120,000 jobs. Re-
search director Mine Yü-
cel said job losses in the 
oil and gas industry were 
largely being offset by 
gains in the service sec-
tor, particularly in the lei-
sure and hospitality field.

“Texas may not out-
pace the nation in 2015, 
but even if we don’t, we 
will have positive job 
growth,” Yücel said in 
the video.

A funeral director’s most difficult call
A nursing home is by far the 

toughest place for me to pick up a 
decedent. The halls are not un-
commonly narrow, neither are the 

doorways. The physi-
cal aspects of accom-
plishing my job are 
not what make this 
call the most dreaded 
from those that I 
routinely receive. The 
difficulty of this call is 
the loneliness that is 
unconsciously written 
on the resident’s faces 
as I enter and exit the 

building.
As I pass groups of residents 

watching television or sitting in 
social groups, they will reach out 
to me. Their faces light up as they 
mistakenly identify me as someone 
they recognize and love. The disap-
pointment that replaces their elation 
as they realize I am not there to 
visit with them is excruciating and 
weighs heavy on my heart.

A number of weeks ago, I was 
called to a local nursing home where 
one of my clients had passed away. 
As usual, multiple residents mis-
takenly assumed that I was there 
to visit them. As always, my heart 
began to ache as I witnessed their 
disappointment. I saw their spirits 
spiral with anguish as they realized 
my purpose was not to visit them but 
to remove one of their own as death 
had claimed him.

My decedent’s wife visited the 
funeral home last week to collect 
her husband’s death certificates. We 
took a moment to visit, and I asked 
her how she and her daughters were 

recovering from their recent loss. 
She expressed her loneliness and 
the difficulties of establishing a new 
routine without the companionship 
of her dear husband. Then she said 
the most amazing thing to me.

She said that although it will be 
difficult, she would begin returning 
to the nursing home to visit the resi-
dents there. Her heart was broken at 
the loss of her dear husband, but she 
has realized a new purpose in life. 
She has witnessed the pain of loneli-
ness and will work to relieve the 
devastation it brings to one’s heart, 
mind, and soul. She will dedicate her 
spare time to visiting residents who 
have been prematurely abandoned 
by their family and friends at the 
nursing home.

This bereft widow will channel 
her experience of loss and loneli-
ness into helping others. She will 
endeavor to relieve their suffering 
while they await the arrival of death 
to relieve their painful sorrow of 
loneliness. I do not know why we 
abandon our loved ones once they 
have become residents within a 
nursing home. Although it is dif-
ficult to find the time to visit, and it 
sometimes has unusual odors within 
its walls, the pain of loneliness on a 
loved one’s face far outweighs the 
inconvenience or discomfort of be-
ing there.

Special groups visit nursing 
homes. I have seen a clown whose 
talent is making balloon characters 
visit and entertain residents. Han-
dlers and therapy dogs lovingly 
share moments of companionship. 
Barbershop quartets who sing songs 
of old and church groups who bring 

cookies at Christmas share momen-
tary cheer. These people and many 
others visit and serve the elderly 
as they sit day after day within the 
confines of the nursing home. With 
all of their service and good acts of 
kindness, they cannot deliver the one 
thing that the residents stand in need 
of most – familial love and affection.

If you have a loved one residing 
in a nursing home, please take a 
moment and restructure your busy 
schedule. Allot 15 minutes each 
month to visit your dear loved one. 
Squeeze in a weekly visit if you 
can. Your reward will be infinitely 
more advantageous than anything 
you could ever accomplish within 
those few minutes anywhere else. 
The love and appreciation of a dying 
loved one will comfort you through 
even the worst experiences in life.

I know this because I see it almost 
every day. I now this because I feel 
it in my heart every time I go into a 
nursing home. I know this because I 
collect the dead after loneliness and 
isolation no longer rip their hearts 
out and rob them of the thing they 
desired most while living – familial 
love and affection.

Democrats scurry from sanctuary ship
Democrats now will 

say anything to distance 
themselves from sanctuary 

city poli-
cies, even 
though they 
have sup-
ported these 
policies for 
years. In an 
exclusive 
CNN inter-
view Tues-
day, Hillary 
Rodham 

Clinton was asked about 
San Francisco’s refusal to 
hand over to Immigration 
and Customs Enforcement 
seven-time convicted felon 
and five-time deportee 
Juan Francisco Lopez-San-
chez. He stands accused 
in the fatal shooting of 
Kathryn Steinle as she took 
an evening stroll on Pier 
14 last week. (After telling 
a local TV station he shot 
Steinle by accident, Lopez-
Sanchez has pleaded not 
guilty to murder.) Clinton 
answered, “The city made 
a mistake not to deport 
someone that the federal 
government strongly felt 
should be deported. So I 
have absolutely no support 
for a city that ignores the 
strong evidence that should 
be acted on.”

In a 2007 Democratic 
presidential debate, the 
late Tim Russert asked 

Clinton if she would allow 
sanctuary cities to disobey 
federal law. “Well, I don’t 
think there is any choice,” 
she answered. Immigrants 
may not talk to police if 
“they think you’re also 
going to be enforcing 
the immigration laws.” 
She did not add a caveat 
that she wanted local law 
enforcement to work with 
immigration officials if the 
federal government had 
strong feelings that an indi-
vidual should be deported.

In 2008, Clinton voted 
against an amendment to 
yank some federal funds 
from sanctuary cities. 
California Democratic 
Sens. Dianne Feinstein 
and Barbara Boxer voted 
likewise — but it didn’t 
stop them from criticizing 
San Francisco for releasing 
a repeat offender.

“The 2008 budget 
amendment was a choice 
between sending a political 
message or funding Cali-
fornia law enforcement, 
and I chose to fund the po-
lice,” Feinstein explained 
in an email. “I continue 
to believe we can deport 
criminals who are undocu-
mented and still support 
law enforcement.”

Perhaps Feinstein and 
Clinton are living back 
in 1985, when Feinstein 
was mayor and signed San 

Francisco’s sanctuary city 
law.

It was supposed to help 
immigrants seeking asylum 
from war-torn El Salvador 
and Guatemala. Four years 
later, the law was expand-
ed to cover all immigrants. 
Then, in 2013, the Board 
of Supervisors passed an 
ordinance, signed by May-
or Ed Lee, that prohibits 
city law enforcement from 
releasing undocumented 
immigrants to ICE based 
on a detainer request alone. 
(There’s an exception for 
recent violent felons, but 
Lopez-Sanchez did not 
qualify.)

Sanctuary City support-
ers cannot say they were 
not warned. Recently, ICE 
Director Sarah Saldana 
told a House committee 
that reduced cooperation 
from state and local gov-
ernments “may increase 
the risk that dangerous 
criminals are returned to 
the streets, putting the 
public and our officers at 
greater risk.”

Rep. Mick Mulvaney, 
R-S.C., asked Saldana 
if it would help if Con-
gress made it mandatory 
for local governments to 
cooperate with ICE — the 
sort of bill already rejected 
by Clinton, Feinstein and 
Boxer. “Thank you. Amen. 
Yes,” Saldana answered.

Then came blowback 
from the anti-enforcement 
community. Saldana 
released a statement that 
said such a law would be 
counterproductive and 
“lead to more resistance.” 
You have to figure her re-
versal was on orders from 
the White House. Asked 
about Steinle’s killing at a 
press conference this week, 
White House spokesman 
Josh Earnest blamed Re-
publicans in Congress for 
blocking “common-sense 
immigration reform.”

Where is the common 
sense in shielding repeat 
felons and border jump-
ers from the consequences 
of their crimes? There is 
no need to look outside 
the city: San Francisco 
screwed up. Sheriff Ross 
Mirkarimi, the Board of 
Supervisors and the mayor 
were so busy crowing 
about their pro-immigrant 
credentials, and refusing 
to differentiate between 
legal and undocumented, 
that they forgot voters elect 
them to keep their city 
safe.

Hillary and 
her roped 

media herd
Hillary Clinton’s campaign again signaled its 

contempt for the press during a July 4 parade in New 
Hampshire. Aides brought out ropes to cordon off the 

media. It was the perfect metaphor for 
a “news” media so cowered by their 
candidate that they would allow such 
a humiliating action.

The images lit up Twitter on the 
holiday, but their reaction — or lack 
thereof — tells you all you need to 
know about their journalistic pride.

The Clinton campaign treated this 
as a joke. Spokesman Nick Merrill 
issued a statement: “While the GOP 
may want to spin a good yarn on this, 

let’s not get tied up in knots.”
Was he adding insult to injury? New York Times 

reporter Maggie Haberman was a notable complainer 
on Twitter, but the rope trick was buried in paragraph 
10 of her story on Hillary’s campaign stop. The 
Washington Post buried one mention in print. USA 
Today offered nothing. PBS had nothing. NPR had 
one sentence from Cokie Roberts. The AP had one 
throwaway line that the candidate was “separated by 
a long rope from the pack of journalists that fol-
lowed.”

Networks that noticed this insult thought the 
“optics” were bad, but they still led with their liberal 
empathy. Chuck Todd said he was “sympathetic” to 
her concerns about what he called the “media horde.” 
NBC’s Kelly O’Donnell explained “the rope made it 
easier for Clinton to be seen by voters and her sup-
porters.”

But on ABC, George Stephanopoulos was disin-
genuous — again. He suggested “right now I think 
the Clinton campaign sees the press, in some ways, 
as their major opponent.” Stephanopoulos is not a 
major opponent. He’s a major donor to the Clinton 
Foundation.

Since she entered the national limelight in 1992, 
Hillary has enjoyed the sort of fawning and extreme-
ly deferential treatment any politician would sell his 
mother to achieve. So why her hostility to the press? 
Either Hillary has an extreme sense of entitlement, a 
deep paranoia, or both.

Texas to spend $200k to review 
support programs for athletes 

AUSTIN (AP) — The 
University of Texas will 
pay about $200,000 to 
the consultant hired to 
review academic sup-
port services for athletes, 
a move ordered by the 
school president after 
the school had begun 
investigating allegations 
of misconduct within the 
men’s basketball pro-
gram.

Consultant Gene 
Marsh had already been 
hired to look into the bas-
ketball program when 
President Greg Fenves 
announced the larger in-
quiry into all student ser-

vices for athletes, includ-
ing admissions, advising 
and tutoring. 

The review began June 
15. Texas said the fi-
nances could change as 

Marsh develops a more 
detailed framework of 
his review. Fenves said 
he hopes to get a report 
from Marsh by the end 
of the year.
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She is Marie Antoinette. 
Saying she treats the press 
as entirely optional and 
mostly undesirable is put-
ting it mildly. She treats 
them like dirt.

Three summers ago, 
campaign reporters ran af-
ter Mitt Romney in Poland 
screaming, “What about 
your gaffes?” and “Do you 
feel your gaffes overshad-
owed your foreign trip?” 
What had gone so terribly 
wrong?

An aide snapped at 
the press to “show some 
respect” at Poland’s tomb 
of the unknown soldier and 
cursed. CNN reporter Jim 
Acosta was angry about 
the press’s prerogatives. 
“It’s really no surprise real-
ly, that the press tried their 
best to get a question to 

him today,” he argued, and 
“I think it should also be 
noted that this press aide, 
and what he said to us, 
was really inexcusable.” 
He concluded, “To have 
an event and to expect the 
media not to ask you ques-
tions is sort of unrealistic.”

Unless you’re Hillary 
Clinton.

Now the Clinton cam-
paign announced their can-
didate will consent to an 
interview with CNN cor-
respondent Brianna Keilar. 
Another image from Twit-
ter quickly made waves. 
Keilar and a bunch of other 
“objective” reporters trail-
ing the Clinton campaign 
were pictured partying at a 
wedding for Clinton aide 
Adam Parkhomenko and 
his new bride Kirby Hoag, 
a former staffer of the 
Ready for Hillary PAC.

There’s not even a hint 
of impropriety, according 
to the press. Journalists 

are allergic to wearing 
flag pins and refuse to say 
the Pledge of Allegiance 
because they prize their in-
dependence. So why would 
they compromise their 
independence this way? 
They might think celebrat-
ing with Clinton aides will 
give them greater access 
— and if so, it appears that 
Keilar’s gambit to attend 
this wedding was success-
ful.

When will the media 
relocate, if not their in-
dependence, at least their 
self-respect?

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Texas man fatally shoots 
intruder, then collapses, dies 
ARLINGTON (AP) — Police say a North Texas homeowner collapsed 

and died after fatally shooting an intruder he found in his garage.
Arlington police say the resident heard suspicious noises late Wednesday 

night and called 911.
Officers responding to a burglary-in-progress call arrived to find a wound-

ed 24-year-old man, who was transported to a hospital and died. The Tarrant 
County Medical Examiner’s Office on Thursday identified him as Destrey 
Tinner of Amarillo.

Authorities say the 54-year-old homeowner was speaking with officers 
when he collapsed. The homeowner was taken to a hospital, where he also 
died. A coroner identified him as David Stephenson of Arlington. No cause 
of death was immediately listed.

Arlington police didn’t immediately provide additional information 
Thursday.

Blue Bell to begin trial 
runs at Alabama plant

MONTGOMERY, Ala. (AP) — Blue 
Bell Creameries said Wednesday that 
it plans test production runs at its Ala-
bama plant as the company inches to-
ward putting its ice cream back on gro-
cery store shelves.

Blue Bell notified Alabama health 
officials and the U.S. Food and Drug 
Administration of its plans for its plant 
in Sylacauga, Ala. The company shut 
down production and issued a national 
recall after the company’s ice cream 
was linked to 10 listeria illnesses in four 
states, including three deaths in Kansas.

The Brenham, Texas-based company 
issued a statement saying the limited 
production runs will test the effective-
ness of new procedures, facility en-
hancements and employee training. 
After the trial period, the company will 
begin building inventory to resume 
commercial sales.

“We have been working diligently to 
prepare our facilities to resume test pro-
duction, and our focus throughout this 
process has been to ensure the public 
that when our products return to market, 
they are safe,” Greg Bridges, vice presi-
dent of operations for Blue Bell, said in 
a statement.

“We are very excited about taking 
these important first steps as part of the 
process of getting high-quality Blue 
Bell products back to consumers,” 
Bridges said.

The company said there is not a firm 
date for the test production runs to be-
gin or for the return of Blue Bell ice 
cream to the marketplace.

Listeria is a type of bacteria that can 
cause serious illness, particularly in 
older adults, pregnant women and those 
with weakened immune systems. The 
contaminated products have been found 
at the company’s Texas and Oklahoma 
plants.

Tests found listeria on a plant cat-
walk at the Alabama factory, but not in 
the ice cream samples produced there, 
Alabama State Health Officer Don Wil-
liamson said.

Blue Bell entered into a voluntary 
agreement with regulators on steps and 
changes to bring its ice cream back on 
the market.

Williamson said both state health of-
ficials and Blue Bell will test the ice 
cream produced during the trial produc-
tion runs.

New trial recommended for Texan 
imprisoned for wife’s death 

HOUSTON (AP) — A judge has 
recommended a new trial for a 
Houston-area man sentenced to 
life in prison for the 1999 slaying 
of his pregnant wife.

In a 19-page opinion filed 
Wednesday, state District Judge 
Larry Gist of Beaumont cited 
repeated misconduct by Harris 
County prosecutor Kelly Siegler 
as having tainted the fairness of 
David Mark Temple’s 2007 trial.

“The defendant has shown he 
was denied a fair trial because 
of the state’s failure to disclose 
or timely disclose favorable evi-
dence. And had that evidence 
been disclosed or disclosed time-
ly, the results of the trial would 
have been different,” Gist wrote.

The opinion brings the for-
mer high school football coach a 
step closer to a new trial in the 
Jan. 11, 1999, shotgun slaying of 
Katy High School teacher Belin-
da Lucas Temple, who was eight 
months’ pregnant at the time. It 
recommends that the Texas Court 
of Criminal Appeals, which up-
held Temple’s conviction in 2013, 
grant him a new trial.

Temple’s trial attorney, Dick 
DeGuerin, had argued Belinda 

Temple was killed when she inter-
rupted a burglary at the couple’s 
home suburban Houston home.

Prosecutors accused David 
Mark Temple of staging the crime 
and killing his wife because he 
was having an affair. Temple lat-
er married the woman he’d been 
seeing.

Gist noted that Siegler and 
DeGuerin “had a personal and con-
tentious relationship and a profes-
sional battle of the highest degree.” 
Also, Gist underscored a statement 
by Siegler at a December hearing 
on Temple’s plea for a new trial, 
“that apparently favorable evi-
dence did not need to be disclosed 
if the state did not believe it was 
true.”

“I feel gratified the judge made 
the findings that he did, with the 
terrible misconduct of the handling 
of evidence before and during the 
trial,” DeGuerin said. “I’ve always 
known that David Temple is inno-
cent and was railroaded.”

Siegler, who is now in private 
practice in Houston, did not return 
messages from The Associated 
Press seeking comment Wednes-
day. However, in the past, she has 
defended her handling of the case.

Woman accused of 
immigrants legal scam 

in Texas, Louisiana 
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — A Texas woman has been accused of scamming 

immigrants in federal detention centers by pretending to represent attorneys.
Jessica Alva of San Antonio remains in custody facing three counts of wire 

fraud and two counts of aggravated identity theft. A grand jury in San Antonio 
on Wednesday indicted Alva, who was arrested last week in Sulphur, Louisiana.

Alva visited the South Louisiana Correctional Center in Basile and the La-
Salle Detention Facility in Jena.

Investigators say Alva faxed forged letters to gain access to immigrants be-
lieved in the U.S. illegally. Prosecutors say Alva, who’s not a lawyer, used the 
names of two attorneys she formerly worked for, offered legal help and asked 
immigrants to deposit money into her account.

Authorities didn’t immediately provide information on a lawyer to speak for 
Alva.

in 1950 so I decided to en-
list again. I was recruited in 
Pampa.”

Brewer said since he had 
prior service that they prom-
ised him no basic training and 
that he could take his car up 
to Kansas. 

“I had a nice car, a 1946 
Plymouth Club Coupe. They 
messed up the orders and had 
me set to be on a bus. Eventu-
ally they re-cut the orders and 
I was able to take my car,” 
Brewer said. “We went to 
Fort Riley, Kansas (by Man-
hattan) and were training for 
Korea.”

He got a job with a train-
ing agency and was a supply 
clerk before that.

“I got the loudspeakers for 
outside classes, the ammo 
ready and anything else need-
ed for training,” Brewer said. 
“The first sergeants, company 
commanders and just about 
everyone was being snatched 
up for the war. I kept wait-
ing for my time to come but 
I never got called to Korea.”

Brewer said a bulletin came 
across his base saying the 28th 
Infantry Division (Pennsly-
vannia National Guard) was 
going overseas and didn’t 
have enough people. They 
would take volunteers as long 
as they were corporals.

“I was a corporal at the time 
and volunteered to go with 
them to Camp Atterbury (Ed-
inburgh, Indiana),” Brewer 
said. “We were there for three 
days before we left on a ship 
to go overseas. I only knew 
one person there.”

Brewer said they headed for 
Germany and when they got 
there they handed him an M1 
Rifle and they began training 
hard.

“We wallored in snow, ran 
hills and just were always go-
ing,” Brewer said. “I was 24 
years old now and much old-
er than many of those there. 
I was promoted to sergeant 
there but I was tired of all the 
heavy training. I met a PFC 
from the batallion.

“He asked me how it was 
going and I said ‘they are 
about to kill me.’ His reply 
was that he could get me out.”

Brewer said the 7th Army 
NCO Academy was needing 
a supply sergeant.

“I told him to do anything 
he could to get me out of 
there and he did,” Brewer 
said. “They wanted to make 
an instructor out of me. It was 
another relaxed type of job. 
The school was for first three 
graders only. My job was to 
give them clean sheets and 
blankets.”

He said there was time to 
play pool and mess around.

“Every week we took the 
laundry from Munich to 
Dachau for dry cleaning,” 

Brewer said. “I met a lady 
working there but she wasn’t 
interested in anyone because 
she had a boyfriend soldier.”

He said they took a bus trip 
on Sundays.

“July 4, 1952 I met a lady 
at a restaurant by the lake. 
She was with her sister on a 
bus trip as well. Her sister 
talked to me and asked if I 
would like to meet her sister,” 
Brewer said. “I met her and I 
was very impressed with her. 
She was beautiful. I ended up 
ditching my bus trip and rode 
back home with them.”

Brewer said he asked if he 
could see her again and she 
told him to come see her. 
“I gave her $2 which was a 
lot back then and told her to 
meet again at the train station 
in Munich the next Sunday,” 
Brewer said. “I almost didn’t 
go back thinking she wasn’t 
going to show up but I had 
some friends going so I de-
cided to go and just see if she 
would show up.”

Brewer said they were hav-
ing a drink and a beautiful 
lady in a black dress walked 
by.

“I said there she is! She 
showed up,” Brewer said. 
“We spent the afternoon on 
our first date at the Munich 
Zoo. 

“We dated for quite awhile 
after that. Most of the time it 
was taking her and her sister 
to the movies. Sometimes 
I bought them popcorn and 

they loved that.
“They watched and I slept. 

They were Germans watch-
ing an English movie so they 
didn’t understand a lot of it 
but they still liked to go.”

Brewer said that winter he 
bought an engagement ring to 
propose to Rosa (his wife of 
62 years come October). 

“One problem we had 
was the American Consulate 
didn’t want Americans mar-
rying Germans. She had to 
get checked out to make sure 
she wasn’t a Nazi and I had 
to fill out a lot of paperwork 
and spend a lot of money,” 
Brewer said. “The problem 
is they kept losing the stuff. 
The rule is that you must get 
married at least six months 
before your departure back to 
the states. That didn’t happen 
with all the paperwork going 
missing.”

August of 1953 is when he 
was slated to head home. He 
wanted to make the move 
back with her so they asked 
the Consulate what could be 
done. They told them that 
they couldn’t marry here but 
they could get her home on a 
quota.

Brewer ended up coming 
home and was at Fort Sill near 
Lawton, Okla., before being 
discharged on Aug. 6, 1953.

“My older sister and her 
brother-in-law sponsored her 
to get her over here. A week 
after she arrived we got mar-
ried in Mobeetie,” Brewer 

said. “She got back on Oct. 
24, 1953. We married on Oct. 
31, 1953.”

Rosa said she had no idea it 
was Halloween and Jeff just 
plain forgot about it so they 
married on Halloween. They 
will be married 62 years on 
Halloween this year. 

“I am a believer and try to 
live a Christian life and love 
my neighbor,” Brewer said. “I 
am just a guy that loved my 
country and my wife does, 
too.”

Rosa said she flies her 
American flag everyday in 
her yard because she is grate-
ful that God brought her over 
here. Rosa became an Ameri-
can citizen three years after 
moving to the states.

“It’s nice for them to do that 
(quilt of valor),” Brewer said. 
“I was friends with Sue’s dad. 
I think she thought of me as 
somewhat of a father figure as 
well. We were both deacons 
in the church.”

The couple had three chil-
dren together, one girl and two 
boys. Unfortunately in May 
2014 they lost their youngest 
at the age of 50 to a very ag-
gressive form of cancer. They 
have nine grandchildren and 
10 great-grandchildren. Rosa 
said it will be 11 in November 
as there is one on the way.

“We’ve been through a lot 
over the years together and 
especially the last few years,” 
the couple said.

The wives spoke to each 
of their husband’s and told 
them what it meant for them 
to serve our country, to fight 
for our country and to give us 
liberty and freedom. 

Memorabilia was on dis-
play from World War II which 
belonged to Jarrell Dean 
Crawford, a long time Pampa 
resident, World War II, U.S. 
Navy, deceased, Father of Sue 
Crawford Bishop. 

Orvel (Jeff) Brewer’s wife 
came from Germany where 
she met Orvel. Rosa stated 
they almost starved to death 
in Germany and that her dad 
was in Hitler’s concentration 
camp but they finally were 
able to get him home.

Dear Abby…

DEAR IN PAIN: A way 
for your children to 
heal some of the dam-
age your husband has 
caused would be for 
you to arrange for them 
to talk with a licensed 
family counselor. 

A way for you to move 
forward would be to find 
a job, take your kids 
and live apart from your 
abuser. If you haven’t 
already done that, and 
you are still afraid he 
might be violent, then 
you should contact the 
National Domestic Vio-
lence Hotline (thehot-
line.org, 800-799-7233) 
and ask for help in for-
mulating an escape 
plan.

DEAR ABBY: Because 
I’m unemployed, I am 
currently living with my 
parents. I am 40, but my 
mother treats me as if I am 
an 8-year-old boy. Among 
other things, she forbids 
me to leave the house 
without her permission 
and considers my room to 
be a mess she must clean 
if even a single book is out 
of place on my desk.

I believe my mother has 
obsessive-compulsive 
disorder. I have told her 
this and recommended 
she get herself evaluated. 

She refuses to listen, even 
after I gave her a month’s 
worth of examples illus-
trating which of her ac-
tions meet the criteria.

I want to remain sane 
as I try to find employ-
ment and a way out of 
her house. Have you any 
suggestions? — GOING

DEAR GOING MAD:

The Texans drafted cor-
ner Kevin Johnson out of 
Wake Forest and Arizona 
St. stand out wide receiver 
Jaelen Strong to play 
alongside DeAndre Hop-
kins, who had a fantastic 
rookie season in 2014.

For those wondering 
about last year’s first 
overall pick, Jadaveon 
Clowney, O’Brien said 
last year that he expects 
Clowney to be ready for 
the start of the season. 

As far as the schedule 
goes, the Texans start the 
season at home against 
“Captain Checkdown” 
Alex Smith and the Chiefs, 
travel to Carolina, home 
for Jameis Winston and 
the Buccaneers then on the 
road to Atlanta.
