so ordained.

CONGRESSIONAL MEDAL TO 
■TEXAS” DIVISION SOLDIER

Staff Fergeant Homer L. Wise 
of Baton Rouge, lx>uiaiana, a 27- 
year-old infantryman with thi 
36th "Texas” Division, was re­
cently swarded the t'ongreaaion 
al Medal of Honor for effective­
ly conducting a one-man wai 
against the Germans in Italy. The 
nation’s highest award was pre­
sented in France by Lt. Gen 
Alexander M. Patch, Commanding 
(ieneral of the Seventh .Army.

“ Blackie,”  as his buddies In th< 
division call him, was in an as 
sault squad of an infantry batUl 
ion of the 142nd Infantry Kegi 

I mrnt on a misaion to smash Ger 
 ̂man positions on the high ground 
I near Magliano, Italy. As the 
“ Texans” moved Into position foi 
the attack, they were subjected 

I to heavy small-arms and mortal 
; fire from three directions. * Cau 
, tiuusly moving forward. Wise 
heard the cry of a wounded man 
amidst the exploding shells am* 
whistling bulivta. He left his place 
o f comparative safety and race«' 
across the fire-swept area to the 
striken doughboy, and with thr 
help of three others, carried him 
bark for treatment.

Rejoining his men. Sergeant 
Wise, although frequently expos­
ed, coolly moved among thgm 

, directing fire. It was then that 
he saw two German officers and 
an enlisted man apparently mov 
ing to an observation position or. 
hia flank.

I Working his way over exposed 
terrain, “ BInckie” reached an ad 
vantageous position, anil with 
three carefully-aimed shots froir 
his .M-1, finished the three Krauts 
for good. Then, snatching a tom­
my-gun from a nearby soldier, he 
sprayed the surrounding are; 
enough to temporarily disorganixi 
a number of the enemy.

However, enemy fire comini 
from a defiladed position caused 
his men to hold back, so Wia< 
swapiied his tommy-gun for t 
rifle-grenade launcher and gre 
nadea. Moving under enemy ob­
servation and fire, he moved for 
ward, blasted several rounds of 
ammunition, causing numerour 
casualties and breaking the enemy 
stand. As the remaining Germans 
attempted to flee the area, W.ae 
grabbed up the tommy-gun again 
and killed and wounded most of 
them.

The battalion took ailvantage 
o f the enemy’s disorganisation | 
and moved forward. Yet the stub-: 
born Krauts reformed ahd open­
ed up again with murderous fire. 
“ Blackie”  motioned his machine 
gun crew forward, but they, too ' 
were pinned down.

Completely ignoring the Ger­
man fire, .Sergeant Wise secured 
a BAR and crawled ahead of hir j 
pinned-down men. Reaching r 
favorable position, he rose, and 
rut loose with his automatic rifle 
dispersing the startled Germans 
Then he walked forward deliber 
ately, killing and wounding mor< 
of the enemy.

The krauts mnmentarilv halted, 
his one-man breakthrough with 
carefully-aimed fire. But Wise I 
w.lh cold determination squatted | 
and sprayed their position unti , 
be had neul'-slixed their fire. Hi I 
platoon quickly advanced into the 
gap and was able to rapture th< | 
remainder of the enemy for- e.

Followini' beh nd the dough* y | 
waa a tank-destrover unit w. cl , 
had ilifflcultv moving because ot 
the close-in fighting and tha na­
ture of the terrain. The lead ve­
hicle was mounted with a mB' h ne 
gun which was jammed and out 
of action. I

Needing additional automatic 
fire. Sergeant Wise moved under 
cover to the armore<l vehicle, dis j 
Bssemhled the gun, and correcte' i 
the stoppage. He took ov,»r the 
gun and fired 760 rounds, clear | 
ing the enemy from their srer 
along the road, an.l permi'ting th 
tank destroyers to advance
