T-Sgt. Harlton I. Vaughn, with 
the 9<)th Infantry Hivision in Ger­
many, has been awarded the Sil­
ver .Star Medal, for heroic action 
against the Nazis. The highly- 
coveted medal ..as pinned on him 
l>y Ma). (ien. Ixiwell W. Rooks of 
the .T.Htth Infantry regimsnt

During an attack in the vicinity 
o f Nothum, Luxembourg, a |ila. 
toon sergeant was killed by heavy 
mortar and machine gun fire. 
Without hesitation, Sgt. Vaughn 
(then staff sergeant) assumed 
command and at tlw risk o f his 
life, reorganized the dispersed 
platoon while under the continu 
oils mortar fire. Then organizing 
a team of five men. he le<l them 
in a flank attack on the hostile 
machine gun position where they 
neutralized the enemy emplace­
ment, killing 10 enemy and cap­
turing III. Later while leading 
his platoon toward its initial ob­
jective he observed an enemy sol­
dier about to fire. Guickly, Sgt. 
Vaughn fired from thr hip and 
killed him. His gallantry and 
courageous leadership aided ma­
terially in his company's success 
and was in accordance with high 
military tradition.

I saw a sign somewhere over in 
Germany which read as follows: 
‘ Hiiy Bonds and Help Texas Win 
the War.”  Perhaps it sounds 

ivtranirr. but no matter where I 
wur. somewhere in the neighbor 
hooil was anywhere from one to 
1 (losen or more Texans. I hon­
estly don't see how anybody is 
still left back in the luine Star

.All o f us are ar<)uainted with 
the dangerous but heroic actions

I landed at an airfield outside* 
Frankfurt Germany and the first 
thing I saw waa a Lone Star flag 
flying over tha field. I immad- 
iately inquired from a GI driving 
a crash wagon where thoae Tex­
ans ware. He quickly responded:, 
"I'm  ane." H# took me o ff  t o ’ 
one side and said "W e 've  got a 
few damyankees here but we're 
trying to convert them.”  I 
learned later from tha Command­
ing Officer, a Texan and a Colo­
nel at the ripe old age o f  27, that 
the luine .Sur flag had been made 
out o f a biockout eurtoin repre­
senting the blue: • bleached mat­
tress cover for the white, and a 
red Russian flag had been uaed 
to fashion a mighty pretty Lone 
Star flag, which looked awfully 
good when you're so far away 
from home. Tfiese boys who flew 
P-47 fighter planes (Thunder- 
boltsk had flown this flag all over 
Germany.

All the boys quite naturally 
were interested in Texas ami *liut 
had happened since they left. I 
filled severol notebooks with mes 
-ages from the boys to deliver 
when I got back to the SUtes, 
and which I gladly did.

To give you an idea how much 
the Texas influence has spread,
I Las present when some military 
government olTiciats were talking 
to some German civilians.

They 
were tracer bullets from our own 
machine guns and two machine 
guns let loose with those tracers, 
making a V in the sky.

They were the 
happiest hunch o f people I ever 
hope to see in my life, and what 
s greeting we got. It made me 
feel so good to feel that I had 

¡done a part to bring freedom to 
' Kurope, for I did cause a few 
1 Jerries to be carried away on the 
I stretchers, dead or wounded. I do 
I not know for they were about 30« 
vards out in front o f me near 

1 Weishweiller. I don’t feel proud 
: o f that though, for I don’t believe 
!in killing, but if we hadn’t been 
on the alert they would have

kilted us for they were really put­
ting up a hard fight. Anyone 
who thinks it was easy, just read 
it in some paper. Kvery time any 
one there read o f the Yanks ad­
vancing, we were passing our own 
buddies lying by the roadside and 
on ihe stieets o f every town dead, 
and lota o f them, too. The cost 
was always liigh when Ihe folks 
hack home read o f our progreaa.

1 will try to tell you a little of 
(he countries I have aeen. To be 
gin with, in Knxland, the people 
are a lot like our own, only they 
don’t have very many automobiles 
and what they do have are small 
with Ihe steering wheel built on 
Ihe right hand side and they also 
drive on the left side o f the street. 
The land ia rich and it is a lieau- 
liful country. France is beauti­
ful, too, but it has been hit hard 
by the war. They have very few 
cam, no gas nor food. Moat of 
the things you see in the grocery 
stores are made in U. 8. A. and 
ahiiut the same for the rest o f 
them except Germany. It seemed 
to he more like the country at 
home, and could Bave been in 
giH>d condition if they could have 
turned their products into civilian 
use instead o f war material. Y’ou 
see why we think America is a 

.paradise, and it is, too.

«00 aires, with six divisims of 
hospilali.. W ehave a liank, |>otl- 
officc, swimming pools and other 
recreations, everything to amuse 
the wouniled men and help re­
store them t onormalcy.

A fter four weeks here I was 
sent to la-tterman General Hos­
pital. That ia lan eniliarkatiun 
port. Shiploads o f wounded men 
come in often and we saw many 
things too bad to mention. Jun­
gle diaeasei (wevail. Bad skin 
diseases, caused by the jungles of 
the .South I'acifir, were teen ev­
ery where. Those jungles cer­
tainly do things to the skin A f ­
ter three weeks there I was re­
turned to this place. Rut I dare 
not unpack because I may be 
moved at any minute.

Our work conaiata mostly o f or 
thopedic cases. Also paralysed 
conditions and the Sister Kenny 
treatments. We also work with 
all gun shot and shrapnel wounds, 
amputations, broken hacks, IiimI - 
skin diseases, and nervo-surgery 
cases. All cases are diagnosed by ' 
the doctors before being sent to 
■IS for treatment.

Our work will soar to the top 
after the war ia over and during 
the rehabilitating (leriod Ke- 
tau»r that is our work, to make 
the boys whole again ao that they 
can meet aociety. I love my work. 
It is a great joy to help the boys. 
They need it so badly and are ap­
preciative.

I must close now as I am always 
busy, never a minute to spare. 
Hut give my love to all my friends 
in Memphis.

The story of 
L(. .M. L. Baker, I'hysiotherapist. 
at the .Madigan General Hospital, 
Ft. Lewis, Wash. Lt Baker is 
a graduate o f Memphis high 
school, the daughter o f Mr. and 
Mrs. Walter B. Baker o f t'ompton 
Calif, and the sister o f Morgan 
Bilker o f Memphis. Your report-] 
er is proud to call her a very dear 
friend.

“ When war was declared” , she 
wrote, “ I wanted to do something 
worthwhile. For a lime I did Red 
Cross Nurses Aid work at nights 
and on Sundays.

Care of Shrubs Is 
Y ear-Around Job

It is well for home owners in­
terested in the landscaping pro.- 
lems of their homes to bear in 
mind that keeping their shrubs 
healthy and attractive is a year- 
round job, and though winter is 
the time to give the shrubbery a 
relierai pruning, revrial pruning! 
may also lie needed during the 
growing season A fter shrubs 
bloom early in the snring thev 
"hmild be cut back immediately 
so that they may begin to form 
flower hulls for the next spring.

.Shrubs and tree- neglected dur­
ing the winter may he pruneef un­
til the middle o f July, says Flor- 
enee W, Low, aeting landscape 
speeiiilist foe the A. and M. Ex­
tension .Service. However, heavy 
pruning during the summer, which 
produces an abundance o f new 
growth late in the year, is danger­
ous. Suckers on tree trunks should 
he rut o ff. and i f  a second crop 
o f flowers is desired from crape 
mvrtle, vitex and other late 
blooming planU, the flower lips 
should he removed before seeds
