* Moore, in collaboration with R. 
M. Sherwood, chief of the division 
of poultry husbandry for Texas 
Agricultural f'xperimenl Station, 
and I). H. Reid, head of the de­
partment of poultry hualiandry 
for the A. and M. ('ollege of 
Texna, has devised a moilel farm 
laying hen project baaed upon 100 
producing hen». However, they 
lecontmend 200 nr 300 laying 
I ena aa a more efficibnt unit.

The plan outline» requirements 
for hen equipment, feed, and 
liooder equipment. Under the 
first they recommend a laying 
house of 20 by 20 feet aa the 
minimum kHe for 100 hens kept 
in confinement, and Id to 20 for 
hen« on free range.

100 birds.

The authors estimate that 100 
laying hens will eat 4,000 pounds 
cf mash and an equal amount of 
grain yearly. Hut due to culling 
and disease, the average 100.

|\. One hundred growing pullets 
will Use 2,K00 pounds from hatch­
ing to maturity, and a two-pound 
broiler will eat about seven or 
eight pounds of good feed. A 
f«rm flock of 100 birds will use 
200 to SOO pounds of oyster »hell 
in a year.
