A fungus often develops in the 
"honeydew”  secreted by thei 
aphid. Hooser said, causing the 
plants to appear blaek or sooty. 
Honeydew falling on th*’ open 
bulls also makes the lint gummy 
and difficult to gin.

Hooser recommendrfi the fo l­
lowing control measures: (sprayI 
I teaspoon nicotine sulphate to 
one gallon o f soapy water. Thor­
oughly wet the foliage, es|>ecially 
the lower surface o f the leaves, 
or (dust) H trBS|M)ons nicotine 
sulphate, one pound hydrated 
lime.

Final Estimate 
On Wheat Is 
$1 ..500 flflfl Fron

The Iiemorrat this week made 
a survey o f Hall ('ounty banka in 
response to a rci|ueat by the Fort 
Worth Star-Telegram, which is 
collecting state-wide data in an 
effort to determine how much 
money thia year’s wheat crop has 
meant to Texas.

According to estimates from 
the survey the net increase in 
county depti.irla during the per­
iod .May 15 to August 1 was $],- 
134.000.

It has been estimated by the 
county agent’s ufrice that Hall 
County has marketed thia season 
425 carloads o f wheat, with a 
value of $1,300,000, with an 
average o f 21 bushels to the acre.

A considerable portion o f pro­
duction o f wheat for this season 
haa Ifeen kept by the individual 
farmer for seed purtioset. hence 
the value of the 1947 crop could 
conservatively be plarril at 
around $1,600,000.

It is the opinion of T K. Noel 
of the Memphis First National 
Bank that 90 |>er cent o f the in- 
erraso in Hall ('ounty depoiits 
during thia period is due to wheat 
sales, the remaining 10 per rent 
coming from livestock sale.- and 
other aourcea.

.Although the Star-Telegram
