The carnival at Memphis next week is devoted to cotton, 

chemurgics and ceramica llia t 's  an alliterative phrase that is 
fraucht with meaning.

It is noteworthy that in setting up this carnival Memphis 
Kas embraced king Cotton, well known to Texas and the area 
from which the carnival draws it attendance, and has also en­
tered two fields only remotely explored in the area.

Texas' greatest postwar industrial expansifin has been in 
the field of heavy chemnals and ceramica, which utilise re- 
sources of the state heretofore lacking intensive development.

Chemurgv is a relatively new term, having been coined 
only a few years ago. it is derived from chemistry and the' 
d ie e k  combining term which means "worker." Metallurgy.! 
lor example, is a word skniiarly formed and familiar to moat 
o f  US. Thus chemurgy is that branch of applied chemistry d e-, 
rioted to industrial utiliration of organic raw materials, especial­
ly 'farm products, as in the use of soybean oil for paints and 

mniahes and of the Southern pine for paper pulp. Utilization 
o f  waxy sorghum grains for a tapioca substitute is a good ex­
ample Lanolin, the waxy substance from wool, has recently 
become a favorite base for cosmetica and is used as a coating 
to protect metals from exposure, etc.

Ceramics relates to making products from the earth by 
the agenc y of fire— pottery, brick, tile, etc.

Alertly Memphis challenges thinking and action in the 
fields of ceramics and chemurgy. It is not to be taken just as a 
catch phrase, with a pretty alliteration. "The only legimate

Only four per cent of the wheat 
harvested in Croaby County thia 
year waa clasaeil aa poor-milling 
grain,

I’lana are being carried out, 
saya Kimbrough, to eliminate all 
the poor-milling wheat in Crosby 
County. Over 6,000 bushrla o f 
registered and certified Weatar 
wheat were purchased for plant­
ing this year, plua 10,000 buaheli 
o f certified  Tenmarq aeed and 
1,000 bushels of certified Co­
manche. These varieties are rec­
ommended a t  good milteri. The 
grain waa purchased from eleva­
tors and feed companies that are 
cooperating by stocking good 
planting aeed.

Kimbrough says plana are al­
ready made to organise an asso­
ciation to produce certified wheat 
and to build a aeed cleaning and 
treating station.

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Check-Up U Made 
Of Wheat Harvest

NMrIy 5,000 combine* from 
other state* and Canada moved 
iaU> Texas to help harvest Texas’ 
record crop this summer, record* 
o f the Texas A. and M. College 
Extension Service’s farm labor 
procram disclose.

Not includinc uncounted thou- 
aands o f combines which operat- 
od only within sincU counties, a 
to tal o f 0.18M machines were used 
fo r  custom combininc. O f t h a t  
number, 4,008 were from other 
states and Canada and 4,530 were 
Texas combines which went on 
the road, J .  B. Kidd, in charce of 
the farm tabor procrani’a Plain- 
view office, reported to the state 
headquarters. The number of com­
bines followinc the harvest this 
year was nearly double last year’s 
5,097 machine*.

The number o f placements of 
combinée, trucks and workers by 
county acents in connection with 
this year's harvest went up pro­
portionately. Reports showed IH,- 
158 workers placed in 1947 com- 
pareil with last year’s 9,755 and 
5 ,537 trucks placed compared 
with 1,312.

The bic increase in combines 
and workers mad* it possible to 
pet throufh the harvest without 
undue delay except in a few areas 
where damage resulted when com­
bine* were not available at the 
exact times they were needed, the 
report declared.

This is the last year in which 
the Texas A. and M. ColleK* Kx- 
tanaion Service will operate the 
farm  labor propram, which in­
clude* the direction of combine 
Movements during the wheat and 
small grain harvest. The program 
was taken ever a* a war mm-genry 
jo b  in 1943 and will revert to 
the Texas Employment Commis- 
aion January 1.

This project was referred to 
the council for action by the 
state-wide dehydration meeting 
held in Houston recently.

Although the Houston con fer­
ence devoted itself primarily to 
the evaluation of dehydrated 
sweet potatoes a* a carbohydrate 
fee<l, the project being under­
taken by the Chemurgic Council 
will include a study o f a number 
of dehydrated commodities.

Seed Committee Aids 
Small Grain Yields

Work dune by a county seed 
improvement committee in Tay­
lor county is raising small grain 
yields by two bushel* an acre

Committee members credit the 
work of the seed improvement 
organiu tion  for adding an extra 
$140,000 to the income of Tay­
lor County wheat growers this 
last year.

County Agent Elmo V. Cook, 
working with the committee for 
the past six years, has helped 
small grain breeders in obtaining 
the best foumiation wheat and 
oat seed from Texas A. and M. 
College Agricultural Experiment 
Substations. This year, repor*- 
Cook, W estar and Wichita wheat 
varieties and Fultex oats are 
popular among i^mall grain grow­
er* and the varieties have been 
brought into the county for 
foundation seed.

Stop signs on highways and 
county roads took 'on  new mean­
ing September 5 when the new 
Texas tra ffic  law went into e f­
fect, Director Homer Garrison of 
the liepartment of Public Safety 
said .Saturday.

The new meaning will be; 
‘•STOP.’’

Rural stop signs have been in 
existence for years. Garrison said, 
and motorists have been ignor­
ing them fur year*. O fficers could 
not enforce their observance, since 
this was not required under the 
old tra ffic  law*.

"T h ere ’s not going to be any 
more monkey business about these 
stop signs,” Garrison said. “ From 
,Sept 5 on, they really mean stop.”

The safety director emphasixed 
that stopping at a stop sign may 
be only half of what a motorist 
is requireil to do. "H r is also 
required not to start up again 
when other vehicles are coming, 
so that his starting would create 
a hasard,” Garrison said.

The Texas Highway Iiepartmrnt 
and local authorities are empower­
ed to erect stop signs at railroad 
emssings, and these will also be 
fully enforced. Garrison said. 
“ Whenever there is any kind of 
>top signal at a railroad crossing 
whether it is a permanent stop 
sign, an electrical or mechan­
ical signal, or a signal made by 
a watchman, the motorist must 
stop,” Garrison declared. “ But he 
may then go ahead if. a fter stop­
ping. he determines that the train 
is a considerable distance away, 
or IS stopped, or is traveling at a 
very slow speed, so that crossing 
ahead o f the train would nut 
create a hasard."

Regardless of any signal that 
might or might not be present, 
it is unlawful for any motorist 
to race a train to a crossing.

and tangible solution with the 
forefinger placed exactly on the 
cause; without too much interest 
in whether it is the real cause. 
M hen the more scholarly of the 
investigators delve deeply into the 
matter and begin to deal with re­
mote causes, the general public 
loses interest. Thus arises the 
great difficulty in dealing with 
remote causes. Suggested reme­
dies even if put into operation 
are too slow The public likes 
the sensational; the glamorous.

.Now, .Mr. Hrunnier is one of 
He few writers on the subject 
who has chosen to look beyond 
the .nimediute probable cause o f 
acriilents and in his article pub­
lished by you has suggested in 
brief a need of raining the young­
sters in the elementary schools; 
with an enlargement of that 
training in the case of oldt*r stu­
dents. He looks with little hope 
U|»«n the older people who as he 
says are beyond reach of proper 
training. He has noted that t?l 
per rent of all |>edestrian> killed 
are 4.5 years of age or older. The 
reason is obvious: we obisters
cannot hop. skip and jump out of 
the way as quickly as the young­
sters. And that is the point in 
Mr. Hrunnier's article t h a t  
prompted this comment.

Training must twgm in the ele­
mentary grades. In fact it must 
begin at the cradle. For it is at 
th^ cradle that the building of 
character begins.

All the evil.-: the human is heir 
to try to assert themselves at the 
wheel of an automobile; the urge 
to hurry and get there regard­
less of cost; selfishness and the 
desire to get and hold the right 
of way over the pedestrian and 
vehicle traffic-; the love of power 
and the sense of feeling the pow­
er of the motor transferred to 
the driver with that childish spirit 
of domination over others; the 
the thrill of speeding thiough 
space and thought, if at all, of an 
accident to everyone except him­
self; trusting to luck with rtvards 

I to faulty brakes and steering ap- 
'paratus; and finally the sense of 
. security from arrest, embarrass­
ment, physical punishment and 
money damages iH-cau.se of unen­
forced laws regulating tra ffic  and 
a misunderstanding of the true 
purpose of casualty insurance

The only possible thing that 
can or ever will act as a check 
upon these human traits that 
make us all potential offenders is 

I character; character moulded at 
I the cradle and in the home; and 
I later in the school and the church 
or other good environment. Thou­
sands upon thousands of men and 
women, young and old. have 
ilriven automobiles for many 
thousands o f miles through tra f­
fic and under all conditions and 
have never had any accident or

more than a dented fender. Why? 
For the simple reason that they 
are men and women of good char­
acter. They have long since 
learned the great pleasure the 
human can derive from respecting 
the rights o f others along the
way. They learned when small 
children the need for giving and 
taking all through life. Hy the

This 
gives him a chance to jump be­
fore being hit.

The law forbids a pedestrian to 
dash out into the path of an on­
coming car. This clause. Garri­
son commented, is virtually self- 
enforcing, since most people will 
not live to violate it mure that) 
once.

There has been some confusion. 
Garrison said. about the new 
law's application to hitch-hikers. 
He said the language of the law 
had confused some people into be­
lieving that I t  forbids hitch-hik­
ing, but that I t  actually only fo r­
bids a hitch-hiker to stand on the 
paved or improved portion of a 
street or road while trying to 
hitch a ride.
