ing war.

Veterans’ News
The Veterans .Administration is 

appealing to veteran students and 
jol>-trainees, as well as to schools 
and job training establishments 
in which veterans are enrolled un­
der the (il liill, for assistance in 
preventing subsistence allowance 
overpayments.

The veterans and their training 
establishments are asked to noti­
fy VA immediately when trainee- 
veterans abandon their training 
programs. When veteran:- know 
in advance th definite date on 
which they will complete or dis­
continue their training, t h e y  
should advise VA at that time in­
stead of waiting until they ac­
tually stop their training.

Failure to notify VA of train­
ing discontinuances usually re­
sults in overpayments of sub­
sistence allowances, V.A said. 
Such overpayments must lie re­
funded to the government.

A recent survey disclosed an 
average lapse of 23 days be­
tween the time the veteran stop­
ped his training and the time VA 
was notified of his discontin­
uance. As a result, the veteran 
continued to receive subsistence

Hiith praise of research work 
in cotton fibers lieing conducted 
by the Chicopee Manufacturing 
Company in conperaion with Tex­
aa Technological College, was 
voiced this week hy Dr. Carlyle 
Harmon, director of renearch for 
the company, who ina|M'cted the 
laboratories at the college re­
cently.

The research staff, working un­
der the auperviaiun of George M'.

Aa breeders develop new varie­
ties, the fillers are tested for mill 
lierformance, and periodic testa 
are run to determine changes 
caused by seasonal variations dur­
ing the growing period.
