Warning was issued Wednesiiuy 
by State Highway Patrolman 
Noel Calloway of the violation 
of the new law on the passing of 
school buses that are stopped on 
the highway outside of the city 
limits of any town.

Calloway said that there is no 
lark of clarity in the law which 
say* that a car either approach­
ing any stopped school bus from 
the front or th« rear must come 
to a complete stop and then use 
extreme caution in passing.

hide immediately before passing 
the school bus hut may then pro­
ceed past such school bus at a 
speed not exceeding ten ( 10) 
miles per hour, and with due cau­
tion for the safety of such chil­
dren.”

Keeping the temperature 
of our homes aa low a. ia con- 
aiatcnt with comfort will greatly 
lessen the difficulties encountered 
in adjusting ouraelves to the cold 
when we leave the house.

Another method of prevention 
in pneumonia is not to neglect a 
cold. Dr. Cox said, for the com­
mon cold often results in pneu­
monia when neglected. A person 
with a severe cold should stay at 
home, and call his physician for 
advice if  temperature persists or 
the cold lingers on. He should 
follow his physician's advice until 
the cold haa disappeared.

Dr. Cox pointed out that the 
successful treatment of a pneu­
monia case often depends upon 
starting treatment very early. 
That is why a physician should be 
called at once when pneumonia ia 
suspected. A patient may really 
have licginning pneumonia when 
he thinks it ia only a cold. I f  the 
physician's advice is sought, he 
will have an opportunty to start 
treatment early if  pneumonia is 
present, or develops in such cases.

In fertilizing pa.stures, the first 
aim is to apply the fertilizer 
where and when it will stay moist 
the longr.st.

This is true, say chemists and 
pasture specialists of the Texas 
A. and .M. College extension serv­
ice, because* plant food must he 11 
•lissolved in soil moisture before 
the plant can use it.

Fertilizer left too near the soil 
surface will dry out, which is 
'ikely to leave the phosphorus and 
potash content of the fertilizer in ; 
a dry form that is not available 
to benefit plants. Nitrates are  ̂
highly soluble and pass readily 
into the mot zone. Potash is also 
fairly soluble and usually finds 
its May into the soil, but liming 
materials should he mixed into 
the surface because they do not 
disolve readily.

Phosphate, which the special­
ists call the "key to pasture im- . 
pnivement,”  combines with the 
soil and moves lieneath the sur-, 
face very slowly. For this reason, 
phosphate should he worked into 
the soil for iK-st results. ,

Must rffriU'^c iiicUiihÍ of ap- ‘ 
plying fertilizers on sandy and ' 
loamy sod land ia by the use of 
a combination (ji*ain-fertilixer 
drill. The drill puls tĥ e feitilixor 
in the soil about two inches deep, 
in narrow bands along the drill 
rows.

A common method in fertilizing 
sod land and temporary pastures 
IS broadcasting with a regular 
fertilizer spreader, and endgate 
seeder of trailer-tvpe lime snr.' 
er. When broadcasted, sui>«r- 
phosphate needs to lie worked into 
the moist soil by a light disking, 
chiselling, or springtooth harrow­
ing, the specialist say.

United States foreign policy in 
F.urope is directed toward stimu-> 
lating war-ravished nations to 
maintain their own table govern­
ments embracing the ideas of free­
dom of religion, speech, press and 
and election, Cong. George Mahon: 
told Texas Techiudogical College 
students and faeulty in special' 
convocation. I

Particulary in Western Kurope' 
and (ireece the I’ niled States must 
have strong friendly government' 
to serve as a bulwark between, 
Western democracy and Russian 
communism, he declan>d. Mahon i 
recently returned from a six-week; 
inspection of Kurope with the Ul- 
maii Congressional Heroer com­
mittee.

Ho termed "shocking”  the 
theory held by some people that' 
if a nation wishes communism it 
should encourage it in that course.' 
He pointed out that once com-l 
munism is established, it may not] 
lie "voted out at the next elec-, 
tion,” since it destroys free elec­
tions along with freedom of 
religion, ‘ peech and the press.

The speaker voiced hope that 
the United .States will maintain 
full military pieparednr - and a 
bi-partisan foreign policy.

"W e must decide whether we 
want isolation and cowardice or 
whether we want to be the might­
iest nation in the worbl, leading 
free people to a better life,”  he 
stated. "What we do in the next 
few months will hold the key to 
the future of the world."

Processing Time 
Said To Be Same 
For Most Canners

The processing inie tables for 
home canners recently released 
by the Texas A. and M, College 
Kxtension Service can be relied 
on for any make or model of 
calmer.

Canners on the market today 
differ in material, design, and 
also sue, but tests in nine can­
ners showeii that the rate of heat­
ing and cooling did not differ

enough to make different proc­
essing times necessary,

U, S. Department of Agricul­
ture specialists made testa with 
green beans and mashed pumpkin 
with two canners of porcelain 
enamel on steel, one o f preaseii 
aluminum, and the others o f cast 
sluminuni. The canners varied 
in weight from 11 to 20 pounds 
and in volume from 17 to 31 
quarts. Kach canner had a ca­
pacity of at least one tier <xf 
seven qusrt jars.

Housewives may feel safe in 
using the standard processing 
times in any type of canner. The 
new time tables are still available 
in the offices of county home 
demonstration agents.

Airplane Spraying 
Of Brush Tested
Inspection Field Day To 
Be Held At Higgins Nov. 15

A hrusti spraying Inspection 
field day will be held at 2 o'clock 
Saturday afternoon, .\oveml>er 
16. at the Oasis Ranch, 16 miles 
south of Higgins, conducted by 
the .South IMaiiis Field Station, it 
was announced this week by J. J. 
.McDaniel of .Memphis, who is sec­
retary o f the Hall Uounty .Soil 
('onservatiun District Iniard.

The purpose of the field day is 
to inspect the resulu obtained 
from a comparatively cheap and 
highly effective method of con­
trolling sagebrush, skunkbrush, 
samlplum, and many range weeds 
by airplane spraying with 2, 4-D 
chemicals. The spray work was 
conducted on the Oasis Ranch in 
.May of this year on about l.OdO 
acres of range land infested with 
shinnery oak and the other plants 
mentioned above. Many types of 
2. 4-D furnished by chemical com­
panies and several homemade 
mixtures were used in the enten- 
sive tests.

Karlier lest.s on small pbils of 
the spraying resulted in excellent 
control o f most brush without 
damage to grass or livestock. In 
fact the grass ss'emed to have im­
proved. reports from the expi-ri- 
ment officials say.

An airplane spraying company' 
has offered to furnish mixtures 
and apply the most effective con-| 
trol, at a total cost of $2 per acre, i 
the officials said.

All stockmen and others inter­
ested in conserving the range are 
urged to attend this meet to see; 
the results of the experiments.

The Soviet spokesmen seem to be ell in favor of a "free 
press"— eo long as its comment agrees with their curious ideas 
o f right and wrong. In Russia, the press is "free" to print 
government-inspired editorials and official handouts from the 
Politburo, the Foreign Office and the Kremlin. If the slightest 
deviation from the party line is found in a Russian newspaper, 
the usual practice is to send the editor in charge on a long 
voyage from which there is no returning.

The Russians may be perfectly sincere when they say 
fkefr cannot understand American newspapers. Tliis is one of 
very few nations left on the face of the earth where any editor, 
• •  long as he stays within the laws covering libel and other 
crÑnea, can say what he pleasea The Russians seem to think 
that the growing criticism of Soviet actions in our press is 
the result of orders from the government. Nothing, as every 
American knowa could be further from the truth. It is. to 
the contrary, the simple consequence of the fact that the 
majority of editors believe that the principles underlying Ü.
