The twinkling tree which adds
holiday cheer to practically every
home in the nation is one of Amer-
ica’s most invariable domestic hab-
its. As a result, it has brought the
Christmas tree business into the
realm of “‘big business.” Some 14
million evergreens are required an-
nually, Their retail value has soared
into the quarter billion dollar vicin-
ity, the 1946 returns being esti-
mated at 28 million dollars.

Cash returns from the sale of
Christmas trees represent only a
