Texas Can Have 
Million Dollar 
Tourist Business

Texas can have a tourist busi- 
iiess amounting to half a billion 
dollars in litbu.

The figure is estimated by Gen­
eral Ike Ashburn, publisher of 
Texas Parade magaxine, in the 
November issue. The total was re­
vised upward from a previous one.

Here is how the publisher ar­
rived at his estimate:

According to inquiries made by 
Texas Highway department infor­
mation stations, tourists coming 
here by automobile from other 
states left 1114,528,000 in Texas 
last year.

I f  intrastate automobile equall­
ed that amount, the total would 
be more than $220,000,000.

.Money spent by those who used 
means of travel other than the 
automobile certainly brought the 
1048 toU l over $300,000.

"Concentrated e ffo rt on the 
part o f Texas and the investment 
o f'som e money in exploiting the 
recreational resources o f TexM  
can bring half a billion dollars in 
tourist trade here next year. Gen­
eral Ashburn said, adding, " i t ’s 
a return worth shooting fo r."

He pointed out that Texas has 
a coast line more than 500 miles 
long, a score o f great inland lakes, 
the hills o f Central West Texas, 
the Ilavis .Mountains, Palo Duro 
Canyon, and many other attrac­
tions.

"N o  commonwealth has more 
to lure the traveller than Texas,”  
he declared.

In addition to the various at­
tractions, tourists can reach them 
easily. General Ashburn said, be­
cause “ no state has a finer net­
work o f highways or better rail, 
air, and water travel accommo­
dations.’*

The publisher referred to a re­
port o f the Brookings Institution 
which reported that, according to 
present trends, travel and recre­
ation are destined to become the 
nation’s biggest industry.

"Indirectly, o f course, every 
citizen o f a town benefits from 
each tourist dollar spent there," 
General Ashburn said in his ar­
ticle. “ Texans cannot afford to 
ignore the significance of travel 
and recreation as factors in the 
economic development of thisj 
state."

Trichinosis ia a bi|( word, hut 
the disease is easy to prevent. All 
you need to do is cook the meat 
until the pink color turns to white. 
When the chanite o f color occurs, 
the meat is safe to eat. F'armer.s 
who raise hoKs for sale aa meat, 
and who feed them prarbaKe, should 
cook the Karbaice first, or the 
meat may become contaminated. 
I f  butchered pork is stored at a 
temperature o f five deipreei above 
xero, F'ahrenheit, for iJO days, tri­
chinosis parasites should die, if 
there are any.

I f  a person eata a pork chop, 
for example, that contains tri­
chinae, they are swallowed in the 
form of tiny capsules. In the in­
testines these capsules develop and 
diacharice minute worms which are 
carried by the bloodstream to 
various parts of the body . . . 
settlinK in muscles, where after a 
period o f time they become calci­
fied and die.

What are the symptoms of tri-

chinosis? Stomach upaeli and mus­
cular pains, a feeling o f chillineas, 
lore throat, and sometimes con- 
kiderable fever, are some o f the 
signs. An acute attack o f the ill- 
neas lasta about one or two weeks. 
The diieaae has a low death rate, 
but recovery Is fairly slow.

«of the people in the November 8 election, and probably the 
moat important one. aa far as Hall County taa payers are con- 
earned, has to do with the proposed re-allocation of Hall 
County taxes.

fo r  two years, the county has been carrying on its busi­
ness with an 80-cent tax levy pierSlOO property evaluation, 
not counting a special 15-cent tax for the Road and Bridge 
Fund voted by Hall County three decades ago. The county 
will still operate on the 80-cent level if the proposal is approv­
ed— the only difference being the allocation of the money 
to the variuua funds

The present quotas have become obaolete, and the me­
thod of allocation does not serve the needs of the county, 
rherefuic, the Coiiiniissioners Court decided a change was 

Staerssary; and the officials chose the better of two possible 
methods o f placing the money where it is most suited.

The chief reason for the changing of allocations is to in­
crease the flow into the General Fund, which currently is in­
adequate to handle its expenditures. This can be accomplish­
ed by taking away part of the money allocated to other de­
partments; and at the same time without adding expense to 
the tax payer. But. according to the State Constitution, the 
change must be approved by the tax payers.

Hie only other means would be to increase the proper­
ty valuation. If the Utter alternative were used. Hall County 
property tax payers would stand to pay an estimated increase 
of $25,781 in state taxes, since the state levies would increase 
mi the same rate as would th^ county rate.

The county officials have acted in good faith. Their pro­
posal will save Hall Countiana money. Thua the county advs- 
loreiit tax payers will be doing themselves a favor by going 
to the polls Nov. 8 and voting fO K  the re-allocation of county 
taxe-

Hut the claim that .Mexican sports­
men arc killing o ff  our ducks it 
unfounded. And if  you've wonder­
ed why we are restricted to 30 
days o f duck shootinir when Mex­
icans had four months, think of 
this: actually it was a total o f 03 
days in the United States against 
120 in Mexico. And the breadth 
o f these United Statee is leas than 
the length o f Mexico, so the com­
parison ia not nearly as odious as 
some would have us think.

In analysing information from 
the Kish and W ildlife Service and 
other qualified observers, it must 
be concluded that the take of 
birds in all .Mexico probably does 
not exceed five per cent o f the 
total kill on the North American 
continent each year.

Mexicans point out that Mexico 
sells K.OOO hunting license as com­
pared to the 12 million in the 
United States. O f these only about 
20 per cent are duck hunters. 
Aa for native hunting, we should 
go a bit alow on our criticism. 
Alaska and Canada both recognize 
the Importance o f waterfowl in 
filling the needs o f the native 
population for food and clothing.

T il«  mask was desitfned at the 
request o f the M ilitary A ir  Trän i­
e r t  Service (M A T S ) to provide 
an inexpeniive, practical, and e f­
ficient mask fo r pasientrers in 
planes flying above normal alti­
tudes. Final tests o f the new 
breathing device are being con­
ducted by the A ir Material Com­
mand’s Aero-Medical Laboratory 
at M’ right-Patterson A ir Fores 
Base, at Dayton, Ohk>.

Kssvntially, the new oxygen 
aiask consists o f a porus paper 
face piece, thick pliable plastic 
tube which connects with the 
Plane’s oxygen supply. The wearer 
iahales oxygen from the bellows, 
and exhales gasses which escape 
through the porus paper. The mask 
is held in position over the wear­
er’s nose and mouth by an elastic 
band that stretches around the 
bead.

Light, compact, and easy to 
wear, the mask fits into a five- 
by-seven-and-a-half-inch flat en- 
▼elope. It can be used with stand­
ard constant-flow oxygen equip­
ment, and is e ffective up to 25,- 
MO feet for from four to five 
buurs.

A t present, conventional rubber 
•xygen masks are supplied to 
M ATS ’ passengers. They must be 
checked out, fitted, checked in, 
and sterilised a fter using. The new 
mask.i w ill require no prior fitting; 
a supply can be kept in the air­
cra ft at all times, and they can 
be thrown away after using.
