I f  and when an earthquake over 
hits the southwest the only instru­
ment now capable o f recording 
the full shock is in operation at 
Texas Technological College.

Dr. Leroy T. I’atton, director 
of the Texas Tech Seismographic 
Observatory, says it is the only 
one located between Little Rock, 
Ark., and Tucsor> Ariz. He said 
the Tech Observatory cooperates' 
with the United Stales Coast and 
Geodetic Survey and sends its ‘ 
reports regularly to 36 other ol>-1 
servatories in this country.

“ Here at Tech we are able to 
record tremors from distant 
points, sometimes on the other ■ 
side of the earth, through move­
ment of the concrete pier in our 
observatory,'* Dr. I'atton says.

TEXAS RETAIL SALES 
RISE IN DECEMBER

Texas retail sales rose 22 per 
cent ill December from Novemlier 
to an estimated $661,673,009, a 
1 per cent gain from December 
1948, the University of Texas 
Bureau of Business Research re­
ported.

Sales of durable goods stores 
stepped up 2 per cent in De«-em- 
ber from November and rose 3 
per cent from December 1948.

Jewelry stoies turned in the i 
largest November-to-Decemlier in­
crease in durable goods sales—  
169 per cent During the monthly 
period furniture and household 
dealers reported a 27 per cent in­
crease. Automotive store sales 
dropped 8 per cent in December 
from the previous month, while 
building material, lumber, and 
hardware decreased fractionally. 
During the yearly period automo­
tive sales rose 14 per cent, and 
furniture and household giHMis 
sales showed a fractional increase.

Total nondurable good sales 
stepped up 40 per cent in De­
cember from November, but only 
a fractional increase from De­
cember 1948.

Supplemental Feed
Will Prevent (ostlv•
Livestock Losses

No one can predict the weather 
cry far ahead in the Cotton Belt, 

and there’s an old sa)ing that 
■’only fool* and strangem try to 
predict the weather.”

One thing is sure, though, a- 
bout January and February wea­
ther. This is the time when live­
stock producers can prevent cost­
ly losses and keep their animal* 
in vigorous condition by follow- 
ng a goiKl supplemental feeding 

program
Death and weight losses are 

easily seen results o f poor winter 
nutrition. Weak calves, poor milk- 
■ng and breeding troubles are 
equally costly results of impro|»er 
feeding during winter month*. 
.Mature winter pastures lack the 
protein which is essential to keep 
cattle prmluoing profitably. In 
many pastures, even the supply 
f  mature grass is small and cold 

winter rains and winter storms 
increase the need for feed intake 
Supplemental feeding should be­
gin before winter weather sets 
in and continue until spring pas­
ture growth is sufficient to satisfy j 
the need* of the cow* and calves.

Protein is the most commonly 
needed winter supplement. The 
concentrated protein in cotton­
seed meal, cake or pellet* furnish­
es the protein requirements of 
the rattle and helps to make bet­
ter use of the mature pasture 
forage the rattle get from the 
pasture. The high phosphorus con­
tent of cottonse«! cake, meal or 
pellets is an added value for win­
ter feeding. The phosphorus con­
tent o f range and farm grasse.«. 
like protein, decreases rapidly a* 
they mature and are leached by 
winter rains

Feed dry rows about 1 
pounds of cottonseed rake, meal 
or pellet*, oer head daily. Bred 
cow* need 2 to 2S  pounds foe 
do day* before calving. After cov 
have calved the daily allowan 
should be increased to 2^1 to 
pounds, per head daily, to pro 
mote good milk flow and ker- 
the cows in good condition f-  
prompt breeding, says a r>all;
