This ringworm foot infection 
can come to either sex at any age 
at any time, although it is prob­
ably more prevalent during sum­
mer months when feet are more 
apt to perspire.

When feet begin itching and 
blistering, and .«uggy dead skin 
appears between the toes or on 
the soles, athlete's foot is present. 
I f  action is taken immediately 
the infection may disappear in a

hurry, but neglect will cause ex­
tra trouble.

Here are some suggestiens from 
Rtate Health O fficer George W. 
('ox which will prevent athlete's 
t'o4.t or help rid any one o f i t ;

Dry carefully and thoroughly 
between toes after bathing and as 
often as practical during the day. 
The d.nrase u caused by a fungus 
which thrives on damp, perspir­
ing feet.

Massage your feet with a mild 
rubbing alcohol. Thi» will help 
prevent spreailing the infection 
from one spot to another.

Dust a good fungicide powder 
or even an unscented talcum pow­
der or powdered boric acid, be­
tween the toes, ill stockings and 
shoes. I f  at all practical, change 
stockings once during the day.

Swah all cracks or soggy areas 
between the toes with one part 
iodine diluted with ten parts o f 
alcohol.

Wear absorbent socks and put 
a piece o f cotton on areas between 
the toe', where cracks or suggi- 
ness are evident.

Memphig Kas had two disastrous downtown fires within 
the pMt two months, not to mention a costly residential fire in 
April, so I t  looks like it's time to see what can be done to pre­
vent any such recurrences as far as poaaible.

Even more important than preventing property loss is 
savinu human lives. Everytime there is a bla/e, there is the 
chance that one or several persons may perish.

W e have been fortunate, so far. that we have been spared 
such a tragedy and that human injury has amounted to no more 
than light burns, inhaling o f smoke and like minor effects.

But we may not always be so lucky.
In addition, each fire represents a loss, not only to the in­

dividuals directly affected, but to the economic life o f the 
entire community, in business disruptions, lost man-hours and 
increased insurance costs.

W e might take a lesson from another Panhandle com ­
munity which has suffered no sirrular fire losses recently but is 
taking steps soon to see that it doesn't.

T ile town IS Hereford, which will wage a one-day fire- 
prevention campaign. Sept J4 Every school, church and busi­
ness building IS  to be fine-combed for potential fire hazards.

Trained "fire  detectives" from the West Texas Division

Texas truckers have a pair of 
new laws to bone up on within the 
next few days,

Homer Garrison, Jr. Director i 
of the Texas Department o f Pub-' 
lie Safety, ha* announcei) that 
the two measures, which were en 
acted by the S3rsi Texas l-egis-, 
lature, will go into e ffect on Aug 
ust 26th.

One o f the laws provides that 
f a trucker overloails his vehirli 

in excess o f the gross weight for 
which It is registered and is caught 
by the officers, he will be requir­
ed *o apply to the nearest avail-

able county tax asseasor-collect- 
ur fur additional registration in 
an amount to take car« o f hir 
overload irefore he can continue 
hia trip. I f  he ia over the maxi 
muni legal weight. Garrison said 
he can still be unloaded on the 
»put, under the old law, before 
being allowed to proceed. Kx 
ceptiun i» made in the case of 
livestock or perishable merrhan 
dise, in which instanrea the opera 
tor shall he permitted to seek thr 
neare.st practical point along his 
route where his load may be pro 
tarted from damage or destruc 
tion before bring required to ae- 
cure the additional registration.

The other law. Garrison ex 
plaineil, provides, generally, that 
any o|>erator, other than the reg 
istered owner or his agent, of a 
commercial motor vehicle or truck 
tractor must file with the State 
Safety Department a ropy o f thi' 
lea.se or other agreement unde 
which the vehicle is being operat 
ed. In addition, he must carry 
copies o f the lease and o f the let 
ter o f transmittal to the Depart 
ment in the vehicle.

Kent Odom, Chief o f the I.icen 
te and Weight Division o f the 
Texas Depsrtnient o f 1‘ubllc .Safe 
ty, said that this law ia designed 
to curb "outlaw”  truckers who af 
ford no protection to shippers.

He pointed out that the Armed 
Services advise young people to 
get all the schooling they can, that 
business requires traiiie«! men and 
women, that industry wants skill­
ed technicians, and that modem 
life  itself puts a premium on 
good education.

Congress, he laid, has made it 
unlawful to employ children un 
der 16 years «»f age in interstat« 
commerce or in the production of 
goods for interstate commerce 
in most instances. In agriculture 
it is unlawful to employ children 
under 10 «luring school hours, if 
the farm priMiucta go into intri. 
state or foreign commerce.

The law. he exfdained, ap(>lie< 
equally to local resident children 
as well as to migratory childien.

, It does not apply to a farmer’s 
j«jwn children working on iheii 
! parent’s farm.
I

He said that hy "school hours” 
IS meant those hours wh.-n school 
s in se.ssion for the district wher« 

the child under 16 is currt-ntly 
living. Farmers themselves ar« 
responsible if they employ under- 
age children during local school 
hours.

I f a local school is closed for sev­
eral days during a peak harvest 
st-ason, it would not he considered 
in -session at that time. Futher- 
more, he added, the Federal laiw 
-ets no minimum age for the em 
ployment o f children in agrn ulturr 
before or after school hours, or a' 
«ny time on school holidays, oi 
during school vacations.

Hut when the school h«-ll ring- 
on a regular s<-huul day, chiblrer 
o f sehuol age are expected to h* 
ill s«'hool. he said, adding that hi 
hoped wide-spread knowledge or 
he l.sw- would k«-ep them from b»- 

ing ilb-gally employed and so kept 
away from school.
