•Men in the study had less vi­
tamin C in their blood than wo- 
men, even thoufh they ate more 
heartily o f foods feneimlly and 
thus had a hifher vitamin C in- 
Uke. Lack o f vluinin C in the 
diet often U the cau.« o f tender, 
hleedinf fuir.s and subsequent loss 
o f teeth. Such troubles were found 
amonf a number o f older people in 
this study whose blood tested low- 
est in viUinin C.

Valúas ot chlesterol, the fatty 
chemical found in excess in the 
middle and inner layers o f artery 
walls in persons afflicted with the 
artery disease, arterosclerosis, 
were low in men who were 20 per­
cent or more underweight. They 
were hifh in those who were 20 
percent or more overweight. There 
is no clear-cut relationship of this 
kind for women. Apparently, wo­
men can endure more cholesterol 
in their b'.ood without harm than 
men.

Finding's in the study showed 
that the red color in the blood, 
or hemoglobin, varied directly 
with the amount of iron and pro­
tein food. The more you eat the 
more you have.

COLLEGE STATIO N  —  The 
promUing cotton defoliont, ammo 
trUsoU, fhould boconio more ex- 
tonxivoly ueod among grower» thia 
year, say agricultural scientists ot 
the U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture in a report to Fred C. Elliott, 
extension eotton specialist

Studien o f defoliant mixtures in­
corporating amino trisóle are in- 
«Ucating that the amount o f other 
defoliant mixture can be consider­
ably roduced when incorporated 
with 0,75 pounds per acre o f ami­
no trisóle.

Thia continues to be the recom­
mended treatment for 1055. How­
ever, trials la&t summer showed 
that .5 gallons amino trisóle per 
acre increase the percent o f defol­
iation achieved over that from 
amino tnsole alone. Scientists be­
lieve economical, effective dosage 
Kce somewhere between .5 gallons 
and 3 and one-half to 4 gallons.

Amino tnsole as a defoliant, re­
moves the leaves for easier boll 
picking and lets trashy harvests, 
and as a regrowth inhibitor, pre­
vents new plant growth after de­
foliation and before harvest is 
completed. When used in combia- 
ation with other defoliants, addi­
tion o f amino trisole at the rate 
e f  .75 pound per acre allows re­
duction o f the other defoliant by 
half the dosage normally requir­
ed when used alone.

small defolation response was ob­
tained with a large increase in the 
amount o f chemical used. Scient­
ists, therefore, recommend no leas 
than the three-pound-per-acre 
rata, to obtain adequate defolia­
tion.

Tests o f the ability o f amine 
tritolo to provent cotton plant re- 
growth during the harvest season 
have shown wide variation in re- 
sulu during the past three years. 
Generally, the higher the rate o f 
application, the better regrowth 
control achieved. Scientists con­
clude that growers should apply at 
least one pound per acre to taka 
care of possible variation in con­
trol.

In cooperative studies between 
L’ SDA’s agricultural research ser­
vice and the state experiment sta­
tions serving the Mid-South Cot­
ton Belt, scientists found that 
amino trixole, used alone as a 
defoliant at a 1-pound-per-acre 
rate, caused only about 70 per 
cant defoliation. When the dosage 
waa tripled, about HO percent de­
foliation resulted. Thus, a rather

AU STIN — Calculations from in­
complete studies in selected Hill 
Country counties Indicate that 
estimates o f Texas’ deer popula­
tion will have to be slanted sharp­
ly upward.

Also the investigation shows 
deer mortality from drought, over 
population and parasites through 
last winter aggregated many thou­
sand in four countiaa alone.

These tentative deductions were 
disclo.ved by W. S. Jennings, as­
sistant director o f wildlife restor­
ation o f the Game and Fish Com­
mission on the haais o f census data 
prepared under direction o f Bob 
Ramsey, w ildlife biologist assign- 
efl to the state's principal deer 
range in the Edward Plateau re­
gion.

Estimates heretofore made o f 
the total stale deer population 
have set the figure at just short 
of half a million, mainly white- 
tails. But the seven Hill Country 
counties, used for the herd counts 
reflect a combined population o f 
almost four hundred thousand 
deer before the last hunting sea­
son.

Jennings said that regardless o f 
the final totaL “ it is obvious that 
we arc not harvesting as many 
deer as we should." He said ex- 
tention o f the experimental anter- 
lass deer hunts is one sound man­
agement way the herds ran be re­
duced to the carrying capacity of 
the land.

It has been proved scientifical­
ly and timas without number 
that neither civilised nor primi­
tive men have any homing in­
stinct or a compass in their 
heads, such as displayed by mi­
gratory birds and fish.

On a 
one-day trip he might be able to 
find his route back by following 
his trail home, b ft he couldn't do 
it on a longer outing.

Occasionally we hear an old 
woodsman .*ay he can find his 
way anywhere, th.vt he never 
gets lost, and does not need a

cumiNtsa. He may honestly think 
so, but on careful investigation 
we find that he subconKlously 
obeys one rule.

The rule? It ’s as easy as fall­
ing o ff  a log. according to Col. 
Townsend Whelen, camping edi­
tor o f SiiorU Tfield magatine: 
•Xlways keep track o f the direc­
tions and di:it*nces o f your wan­
derings. You know where you 
are. At first this requires that 
attention be given to directions 
and distance», but after it
becomes automatic.

Actually, this rule may be 
translatnl: Use common sense.
This involves always taking the 
precaution to keep yourself ori­
ented, which mean* that you are 
*ure o f your directions at all 
times. It also involves remem­
bering how far you have gone in 
a certain direction.

Keel ing oriented is easy in 
clear weather— being able to see 
the sky, the sun, moon and stars 
will tell you the points o f the 
compass. Hut a compass is es- 
*ential on a cloudy day or night, 
when there are no recognixable 
landmarks. Put one o f those 
guys who boast that they have 
a compas.* in their heads adrift 
in a small bout on a large lake 
in a fog. and see where he comes 
out*

Knowing how to gauge dis­
tance is very important if you 
are not to get lost. In most 
rough countries the di. tanre you 
travel in any recorded direction 
is best kept track o f by time. On 
level ground and a goo*i trail 
you rover about three miles in 
an hour. As the going gets hard­
er, your time-distance become* 
less: in very .'ieep, rough coun­
try I t  may I e not more than half 
a mile in an hour.
