He was a smiling, affable fel­
low . booted, weanng a Sam 
Brown belt over his neat Khaki 
akirt. On his left arm was a 
amastika, emblem of good luck.

My stenn trooper worked In a 
W kery not too far from my home 
M haew him wsU.

This was long before Hitler

I er moved in, deliberately crunch- 
I :ng the glas.Hes under his he'd, hi* 
dagger drawn and pointed at the 
man who was being beaten.

Nobody in the vicinty moved, 
and the ovation for Der Fuehrer 
roared on. The storm 
hustled the man out. My mild- 
mannered baker returned in a 
few minute*, jovial, smiling, sell­
ing hi* picture* of l>er Fuehrer.

The first pistolero I ever saw 
wa- just the other day in the 
Windmill ('a fe in San Diego. Tex­
as.

He was a smiling affable fel­
low, bootesl and wearing a neat 
khaki shirt. Belted to hit side 
was s .45 in a holster.

That same day I tape recorled 
the story of Manuel Marroquin, 
publisher of a little political pa­
per raHed “ New Duval,”  a paper 
deslicsted to the destruction ef 
the dictatorship of George Ber- 
ham Parr.

The incident, the parallel with 
N'axi Germany as described by 
Marroquin. occurred just a few 
weeks before 1 talked to him. 
Here is his story, taken directly 
from the recording:

"He .said ‘ I'm going to kill you’ 
and I said, ‘Oh no you're not.’ j 
Then I turned and walked away .

I've often wondered what hap- I 
pened to the man in the Sports j  
Palast in Berlin when the storm ' 
troopers got him outside.

I asked Marroquin why he had ! 
taken the beating so meekly, why 
he hadn't fought bark. This is his 
answer, again taker directly from 
the tape;

"I would have got killesl right 
there.”

As John Ben Sheppard puts it, 
the Duval pattern is that o f any 
other political dictatorship. Naai, 
Communist or just plain old 
American-styled "Bossiam”  run 
wild; If you can't buy him, or 
scar* him—kill him!

That night Marros]uin went to 
his home on th* Jim Wells County 
side of the line. He didn't sleep. 
Instead he sat up all night with 
his Winchester across hi* knees. 
In Berlin during the Hitler ter­
ror people didn't sleep either.

The next day Marroquin was 
formally charged with disturbing 
the peace and resisting arrest. He 
was acquitted in court. A Jim 
Wells County court.

Let's take one more parallel 
case— and there are literally hun­
dreds that might be citesl.

CHURCH O RG AN IZATIO N
The only kind of organi/ntion or church guvern- 

inenl authori/ed in the New 1 calament is that o f the 
local congregation, directed by elders, bishopa. pastora, 
or preabytett ( TTie words aie used in the N. I . in­
ter« hangeably). These men, always a plurality, are o v ­
erseen of only one congregation (A cts  2 0 :2 6 ). Dea­
cons of the church o f the Lord are special servants 
who work in a congregation with and under the riders. 
Nowhere in the New T rstament is there an example of 
one official overseeing one or more congregations 
Neither is there an example of a body of officials ex 
ercising any kind of oversight over more than one con­
gregation.

\A’hen one man rules a congregation of believers he 
is assuming authoiity not condoned in the W ord of the 
l.ord. or when a group o f men (regardless o f their 
stature or prominence) rule a group o f congregations 
they are at this point without scriptural authority and 
are sinning Tbe systems devised by men and practiced 
in tbe ms)ority of denominations today, i e where 
one ‘pastor’ rules a congregslion : or where a ‘bishop’ 
rules a number o f congregations; are completely with­
out scriptural precedent and authority from G od.

In order lor the unify prayed for by Christ m the 
17th chapter of John to be a fact among Christians 
today we must return to the New Teatamcnl as our 
only rule of faith and practice. In organration. local 
congregational autonomy must rvot be violated, and 
the local congregation must be organised as the scrip­
ture decrees. Peter states. "If any speak let him speak 
as o f the oracles of C o d ."  (I Pet. 4 | I )) . This is true 
in A LL matters religious.

«ommunication* media .At the end of that year, official com ­
munist broadcasting facilitir* were sending 1,673 hour* per 
w eek of programs to all parts of the world I he Soviet press' 
«ervice. TASS, is the mam source of newt for a third of the [ 
-vrorld’s population, and in I95S it was responsible for a million 
w ords a day of communist slanted material. Rusaia— not in- 
vJuding satellites— publishes about a billion books a year—  
" ‘and a book is hardly a book in Russia unless it contain* some 
gsropaganda "  In |9S4 nearly 30 million of these books were 
printed in one or another Free NX'orld language, and the num 
b er constantly increases.

But the crowning thorr 
IS the simple fart that he has t< 
turn hit proiiurt over to specula 
tors without any protection what
