The House o f Representalivi’ 
in Austin thia week voted it.s ap 
proval o f a bill amending the IPrit 
act that created the Greenbelt 
Municipal and Indu.strial Water 
Authority for Memphis and the 
other surrounding towns.

The measure provides that any 
community that votes again.st con­
firming ita participation in th« 
district is automatically excluded 
from the district.

Sponsor o f the bill, Rep. Will 
Khrle o f ('hildreas, explained the 
amendment was designeii to cure 
some local objections to the act—  
among them that it fails to specify 
whether confirmation shall be vot­
ed by a majority o f tjie voters or | 
by a majority o f the participating 
cities.

ate a car Tire law effective this month requires all persons un- 
sler 18 years first to have passed an approved course in oper- 
almg a motor vehicle before receiving a driver’ s license. A ll 
licensees must be at least 16 years of age.

The instruction for youths is provided in public, private 
i  parochial schools and the course will have been given to 
estimated 66,000 students during the current year. The 

»gram b financed from license fees, and districts receive up 
to$ 2 S  for each student completing the driver education course.

Ultimately, all motorists in Michigan will fiave had the in- 
attnction for operating motor vehicles, and the process of grad- 
smlity may be the most practical one.

It is commonly assoi-iated with 
buffalo gras in the High Plain: 
of Texa*. The grama gra.«-e- do 
not extend very far eastward be 
cause of the comp«‘tition from tall­
er grasses.

The grama* are quite important 
forage plant- in the .Mixed Prairie ; 
grasslands of Texas. S ideoat. 
hairy and blue grama are th- : 
three lietter ones found in thi- 
area. The«* grasses are character 
iieil by the flow-rs being arran­
ged in two rows along one side 
of the seed head.

Blue grama is a native peirn , 
nial, short bunch gra«:;. It ca’ 
be identified by the 2-4 roo«ter 
rorob-like <eed head.' on each >eed 
•talk and may t>e di/;tingui-hed 
from hairy grama which it r¡.--'ely 
re.-embles, by the ah?-nre of a 
«linger or stipe at the end« •<{ 
the seed head.-.

Grama gra.««e-; usually proilure 
seed in July or tarly Augu-t and 
again in Septeml>er and October 
The summer seed are generally of 
low quality as high temperatur** 
prevent proper pollinat on.

Most o f the grama gra--es are 
equal to, if not a Lttl* higher in 
palatahility and nutritive content 
than buffalo grass, but, as is true 
of all short gra.«ses, their weak 
point is their low productivity.

All ranges will benefit from 
good conservation practice* but 
the condition of a specific range 
tells the rancher which practice- 
are needed, am# to what extent 
Some suggestive practices for 
range improvement are indicated 
according to the condition* o f the 
range classified a* follows:
