The farmers "friend". Secretary of Agriculture Benson, was 
• t it again last Friday when he addressed the .American Cotton 
Shippers Association at a meeting in New Orleans. La. The 
secretary urged a reexamination of the basic law governing 
cotton price controla. He said that recent increased exports and 
reduced carryovers shouldn't be allowed to lull the nation into 
complacency.

"W e  must not wait until, having disposed of surplus No. 
I , we built up surplus .No 2, he told the group \X’e must 
not wait with making changes until they are forced upon us." 
H e continued to blast the present cotton program by saying 
that the price support requirements in the basic law were com­
mitted to continuous surplus disposal operations

Benson continued talking about increased production and 
how acreage had been cut but never did outline what he pro­
posed to do. The only indKation was a statement that new 
legislation was needed.

The word has been going around in Washington for some 
time now that Benson wants Congress to lower the minimum 
support pries from 75 per cent o f parity to bO per cent. He 
originally wanted the law makers to allow him to set the price 
anywhere he desired but he soon saw that there was too much 
opposition to this scheme He now plans to get them to let 
him drop the minimum a little now, and. when he gets the 
price down to that figure, he will ask for another change in the 
law dropping it a little lower

The present law requires that the Secretary of .Agriculture 
aupport the price somewhere between 90 and 7S per cent of 
parity. Benson has already pushed the support price almost 
to  the 75 per cent figure; so in order to lower cotton prices 
much more he will have to get the law changed. The lowering 
o f the price has not cut the amount o f cotton produced so far 
How  ran the secretary hope to cut it by lowering the price 
•ome ;T-.orc7 W'hen a person has only one product to sell he 
muat tr.ake enough money from it to live. If the price of that 
product IS high, he can produce a smaller amount and still live, 
or if the price is small he has to produce a large quantity in 
order to make ends meet Fhis is the delemma of the Hall 
County farmers. If there were other crops which could be used 
for cash ineoms it might bo a ddferenl story, but government 
restrictions ate on ever major crop whKh is adapted to this

I f  your initallroenU are 
over 1100 a month, you may pay 
$100 instead.

Q. I have just lieen discharged 
from military service. Will I have 
120 days from my dircharg* to 
obtain Korean GI term insurance?

A. No. Under a new law you 
must obtain Korean GI term in­
surance by Dec. 31, 1966. This is. 
the final deadline, even though 
your 120-day period may not have 
elapsed by that data.

Q. I just received my GI in«ur-  ̂
ance dividend, and I want to use 
tha money to |>ay my insurance 
premium* a year in advance. Is 
there any advantafFc 1» doing 
this?

A. Yes. You will save money. i
