This proposal 
would authorise the Conifress to 
limit the power o f the Courts of 
the U. S. to  determ ine that ata- 
tute.x o f the U. S . or of any State 
are repufcnanl to the Constitution 
o f the U. S. The exercise of the 
authority by Con^rrees would re- 
ouire a two-thirds vote o f each 
House of Cooirrees.

.^'upreme Court has the power to 
declare a statu te o f the U. S. or 
any -t.ile uncon.stitutional.

Kennedy Cabinet; Exceptionally Able Men

With appointment of J Edward Day as postmaster gen­
eral Proaident-elect John F Kennedy hat completed his cab­
inet appointees.

Kennedy teem» to have put together an unusually able 
Sroup of men. Some are well known nationally, others com­
paratively little known. Some are liberals and others are con 
servatives. The quality they all share is high intelligence and 

of them have proved themselves top flight executives 
either in government positions or industry.

It is as clear a “non political" slate of cabinet members 
and other high officials as one is likely to see The President­
elect owes political debts to only a minority of them; two, 
indeed, are Republicans the secretaries designate of Defense 
smd the Treasury. Two. the Defense and State appointees 
Kennedy had never seen until a few days before he named 
them

Kennedy had said more than once that he intended to 
have the best cabinet he could put together Citirens may 
object that one or another apointee does not qualify as 
but almost all will admit that he seems to have tried to carry 
out the promise. i

Not entirely a surprise is Kennedv s naming his own 
brother as attorney general Robert Kennedy has proven 
Kunself an able lawyer and prosecutor as well as an outstand­
ing political campaign organi/er He has been council of 
the Senate rackets investigating committee

Vl’bile there is no precedent for a President's brother in 
the cabinet. President Eisenhower has had his brother Milton 
fill several important assignments and his son. l.t Col. John 
tj.senhowei. is an a.s.«i.stant staff secretary President K. D 
Roosevelt's son James served as his father's secretary in
1 9 3 7 3 8

Douglas Dillon, an investment banker in private life, is 
highly qualified for the Treasury post He now is under-sec- 
retarv . . State and has served in the T.isenhower administration 
atnee 3.

I he secretary of State-designate. Dean Rusk, has long 
experience in international affairs Robert S .Mc.Namara, an 
outstanding industrial administrator, is secretary of Defense. 
Gov Luther Hodges of North Carolina appears a good ap­
pointee as secretary of ommerce Gov .Abraham Ribicoff of 
Connecticut, who has an enviable record as administrator, is 
to be se< retary of flealtb. Education and N̂’elfare.

Author Goldburg, one of the outstanding figures in Amer 
ican labor circl<». is to be secretary of Labor He played an' 
important role in the consolidation o f  the .AFL-CIO. Gov 
Orville F reeman of Minnesota, a liberal with strong convictions 
on farm problems, is to be sec retary of .Agriculture

Day, executive vice president of the FNudential Insurance 
Co. in charve of estern operations, is a former law partner 
of Adlai -vlevenson. His aervice with one of the largest insur- 
•nee_ companies m the world with many thousands of employees, 
amply qualities him for the postrnastrr generalship directing
