In that case, the in­
dustry in question was the Atom­
ic Kneriry Commiaaion and involv­
ed the Isitin American Locomo­
tive Company under contract with 
the Atontic Knenry ('om mission 
for the production o f certain items 
used in the atomic prorram. The 
decision was written by Chief 
Judge Kniirht o f the I'nited .State- 
I>i-trict Court for the Western 
District o f  New York, and an a|>- 
plication for a Writ o f Certiorari 
to the United States Supreuie 
Court waa denied. This simply 
means that the Suprem»' Court wa- 
not at is“ ue with the findings in 
the case ami, hence, refused to re­
view it. In the decision. Judge 
Knight made several -tatenients 
which would l>e goo<l to remem­
ber. In one instance, he said, "The 
strike in effect is a strike against 
the government." In another in­
stance, he stated as follows;

"This ia far from an ordinary 
controversy. It seems unthink­
able that a atrike in a plant pro­
ducing for the government 
items now virtually neces-ary 
to the defense o f thic country 
and the security o f its |>enple, 
should be permitted to c m- 
tinue."

The missile prugraiii, the cuter 
space program, the atomic energy 
program ami other programs o f 
thia nature that are being primar­
ily financed by the Federal guv- 
em m ent in order to insure the 
best interests, the ,-afety and the 
welfare o f this country, can and 
should be worked and developed in 
full cooperation and conjun'tion 
with the basic concepts o f our free 
entel'jirise ay^env Ibiwt-ver, it 
would he good to note that abuses 
in the development o f these pro­
grams by either lalmr or manivge- 
ment or Itoth would provide fuel 
for the fire o f those who would 
like to -ee the government lake 
over all o|>erations completely and 
operate them directly. It would 
seem to be much better for l>oth 
labor and management to use the 
utmost discretion «n their opera­
tions concerning these a-'tivities, 
to the end that neither jeoj>ardites 
the free enterprise system.

Demonstrations
The Cotton Fertiliser Kcsult 

Demonstration conducted on the 
llolland and Kddleman farai one 
mile southeast of Kstelline on 
Highway 287, really opened the 
eyes o f many farmers, bankers, 
and agencies on the value o f ier- 
tiliier in growing cotton on very 
fine, sandy loam soil, W. II. Ilooa- 
er, county agent, said.

I.«nkart 57 was the cotton vari­
ety used in this test at the rate o f 
10 imunds of seed per acre. The 
test plot was planted June 16 and 
harvested October 26 and Novem­
ber 23.

The plot sire and text layout# 
were six rows wide and fertilizer 
wa.s applied to the entire length of 
the field. Cotton has bc-en grown 
on this plot for fifteen year-i. The 
total rainfall received this year 
wa.- 3h inches, Hooser .-aid.

The toil was texted at College 
Station. The organic mater wa* 
very low; nitrogen wa.< very low; 
phusphorou: was very high; and 
piitar Hum wa- very high. The soil 
chemi.-t recommended 2U.0.U. The 
rc-ults o f the test are as iotlows:

Be Careful In Using Insect Poisons

The season to battle inset ts is here, and the accepted m ethod 
is the use of poisons.

In a timely release, the Texas Health Department has m a ^  
oail several suggestions on how to handle the insect killers. The 
person using the poisons must be careful, since the lethal spray 
or  dust can cause illness Death tan even result as is shown by 
reports each year.

It is entirely possible to avoid this not to-unlikely continjjen- 
cy , however. .\11 that is lequired it the ability to read the fo l­
low ing recom m endations and the wil to accept them at face 

They were com piled by the chemists who com pound
our most potent insecticides. VI ho should know better how they 
should be safely used>

1. Read the label carefully and make sure you understand 
it. The warnings are never exaggerated. .Always keep the ma- 
teruil in its original container, covered , and with the warning 
label attached.

2. Keep the pesticide away from  children and po«i. Never 
g ive a neighbor part of it in an unlabeled container. hen^ you 
aren 't using it, store the material on a high shelf or in a c 
where it won t be exposed to excessive sun or cold  Never keep 
it around food  or feed stuff

3. D on ’ t smoke while spraying, and wash your hands and 
face after you get through spraying or dusting the garden or 
flow er bed. The transfer o f insecticide residue from  hand* to 
mouth can he dangerous

4. Be extremely careful not to spill the insecticide on your 
skin, and avoid breathing spray or dust A  damp handkerchief 
tied around your nose and mouth is a good  safeguard.

5. Vt'hen spraying around pet or livestock quarters, co\er all 
food  and water containers before starting the job. Guard 
against conlam inaling tish ponds.

6. M’hen the last bit of insecticide has been used, dispo 
the container so it poses no hazards to humans or animaU.
