Picnic Precautions

Now, with the summer season in full b loom , it m ight be 
vreil to  point one of the ways the bloom  can be w ithered —  
ataphylococci. This tiny, m icroscopic speck of bacterial life can 
wowck the favorite A m erican past time, the picnic.

H ealth  authorities say that these “ staph are by far the 
m oat com m on cause of food poisoning And if you are care- 
leas in preparing the food they will invade and multiply the 
item s on the bo ll of fare. T he ham, for instance, or the chicken 
salad , or the cream -filled layer cake, or the potato  salad, can, 
o n ce  eaten, turn a strong man into a cram ped, ferm ented  weak 
ling.

T h e  poisonings aren t necessairly lim ited to picnics, but 
d ue to the fact that many times foods are not kept cold at such 
events, they are the most likely place this time of year P reven­
tion o f this poisoning can be accom plished by keeping foods 
ch illed  betw een the time of preparation and service, and serve 
SM soon as possible. Staph germ s are so widely distributed in 
nature in nose and throt t secretions, in exudate of boils and 
carvuncles, on skin and clothing, in the very air-that there is 
little  chance of avoiding them com pletely. T h e best thing is to 
keep  them  from getting in food to begin with, by washing hands 
throughly before preparing food. Also, if you happen to have 
a  boiL pimple, infected scratch, or a runny nose, it would be 
sm art to leave the food prepartion to som eone else. R efrig era­
tio n  is the key to stunting steph germs. T hey can ’t grow in 
co ld  tem peratures, but thrive in bountiful profesión at room 
tem perature. Therefore, le frigerate sussceptible foods at 4 0  
d egree temperatura. L se  shallow pans so the ingredients will 
ch ill through. Keep these facts in mind when you plan your 
n ex t picnic, then your only worry will be ants and wasps.

Assn. Gives Tips 
On Sunburn
Had your first case of sunburn 

yet this summer If so, read on 
and find out how it happened. If 
not, read on and (Kissibly pick up 
some pointers on how to avoid or 
minimize your first sunburn.

Acoually, a good auntan has 
little or no physiological value. 
But there is a therapeutim result 
in the sense of relaxation and well 
being gained from basking in the 
warm sun.ihine, if it Isn’t over­
done. An over-exposure to hot 
sun can cause burns, as almost 
everyone knows. I.,ess known if 
the fact that continued over-ex­
posure over a period of years can 
cause the skin to look weather­
beaten, wrinkled, leathery and 
coarse in texture.

Human skins vary a great deal 
in the amount of sun they can 
stand. Redheads, blondes, brown- 
ettes, blue-eyed, fair-skinned (and 
literally thin-skinned) people need 
to be especially wary of direct hot 
sunlight. Dark-.skinned, dark-eyed, 
dark-haired persons have more im­
munity —  but not complete im- 

o , munity —  from sunburn,

is most intense from 11 a. m. to 
2 p. m. No sunburn is likely be­
fore 8 a. m. and after 4 p. m. High 
noon is the hottest time of the 
day for sunburn. Rays reflected 
from sand or water can burn, even 
though you may not be directly 
exposed.

As individual sensitivities dif­
fer, you must to some extent learn 
for yourself how much sun you 
can toleratp. A general guide for 
most persons, assuming that pre­
viously untanned white skin is ex­
posed al>out noon, is:

First day, expose skin to ¡¡un 
for 15 to 20 minutes. This means 
15 or 20 minutes on face and 
back. Second day, increa.se ex- 
p<>sure by one third, to a little 

. less than half an hour. Third day, 
, , ,  », ,, , again increase exposure by one-

i third, to from .70 to 40 minutes. 
And so on.

By the fourth day, a new pig- 
ment should begin to darken your 
skin. In a week you should have 
enough skin thickening and pig­
mentation to give considerable 
protection against burning sun-

with less risk of burning. They do 
not shut out all radiation, or 
else you would never tan at all. 
There’s no really good way f  tel­
ling which of the suntan lotions 
is most effective for you until you 
try them.

The suntan pills, used under 
medical supervision and obtained 
by prescription, can help “easy 
burners” be better protected a- 
gainst painful burn while acquir­
ing a tan. hTey are not for self- 
dosage.

If you do get sunburned, treat 
it as you would any other burn. 
Use soothing lotions to case the 
pain. If the burn is unusually in­
tense, see a doctor.
