Swat and Spray

Summer, with all its many varied sides, showed another 
o n e  this week as the temperature clim bed above the hundred 
nuark several times. During the past weeks o f rain and cool 
weather, most o f us had forgotten that summer was supposed to 
b e  the hot time o f  the year.

A fter all the damp weather, the flies are now out in full 
force. The sale o f fly swatters and insect spray has been good, 
but from the number which keep flying in the back door o f The 
Dem ocrat, it seems that so far we humans haven t been able to 
niakr much dent on the fly population.

It would probably be a great help in this direction if there 
was some method by which the trash in Memphis could be kept 
in closed cans and do  away with some o f the breeding places 
o f  the flies. Most towns do not allow burning o f trash, and re­
quire that all trash be kept in covered cans. This of course 
necessitates the picking up o f the trash much more often, and 
costs the city more money. But it would be a real step toward 
doing away with the fly population and would also help keep 
the air free from odor, especially at night. It seems that no mat­
ter how hard we try to burn all the trash, there still rmains 
aome which will smoke on into the night . . . with the odor being 
•ccented by the air conditioner

This method of trash collection would also result in a 
much cleaner and better looking town. .As Memphis grows in 
the future we hope that the citizens will keep this in mind as 
one o f  the ways in which the community can go forward It 
may not be practical at present, but we may be able to put it 
into city planning in the years to come.

A radically new experimental 
itotton spinning machine, develop­
ed by the U. S. Department o f 
Agriculture engineers, may be an 
important step toward eventual 
automation in cotton spinning 
mills.

Although much additional re­
search will be needed to perfect 
its operation, the prototype appar­
atus has demonstrated advantages 
that could lead to considerably 
savings o f  time and labor required 
in spinning cotton yarn.

Inventors o f  the machine, 
known as the SBBL Bingless Spin­
ning .Machine, are G. J. Kyame 
and H. B. Copi-land o f L’ SDA’s 
Agricultural Besearch Service. 
Their machine spins cotton with­
out the use o f  bobbin, ring or 
traveler, which limit the rate o f  
yarn proiluction and the size and 
shape o f yarn packages in cur­
rent spinning.

The machine has two major 
faults, say the inventors. It puts 
more twist in the cotton than is 
ilesiralile in a satisfactory yarn 
and the yarn varies in thicknes.s 
and strength along its entire 
length and its appearance is in­
ferior.

In conventional spinning, a bob­
bin is mounted on a spindle that 
revolves inside a closed ring at 
speeds up to 12,000 revolutions 
per minute. As the bobbin turns, 
twist is imported to a strand o f 
fiber, converting it into yarn. The 
yarn, in turn, is wound around the 
liobbin.

In the SBRL .Machine, the yarn 
is wound directly from  the spin­
dle into packages o f  any shape or 
size neeiled for  later processing 
steps. This eliminates time and la­
bor now re(|uired to change bob­
bins and rewind the yam .

The manufacture o f  cotton 
yarn consists o f  an expensive ser- 
ie.>i o f  disconnected processes. A l­
though several o f  these have been 
combined or connected, many tex- | 
tile people agree that the full ad- i 
vantage o f automation cannot be 
realized in .-pinning mills until 
present processes are replaced by , 
an entirely new spinning proced-1 
ure. The -'<RBI. Bingless .'spinning 
Machine, o fficia ls believe, is a step 
in this direction.

A story they tell on Lincoln is 
how he once proved his client’s 
innocense by “ impeaching”  an eye 
witness.

Lincoln’s client had stolen a 
chicken, the witness owmed, at a 
certain time on a certain night.

Asked how he could see so well 
at night, the witness declared “ by 
the light o f  the m oon— just as 
clear as clear.”

Lincoln “ impeached”  the testi­
mony with ease by pulling an old 
almanao out o f  his pocket. It 
showed that no moon was op at 
that time, nor was it full on that 
date.

Trials are hard on everybody 
—  witnesses and parties alike. 
They often take place when other 
ways to settle a dispute have fa il­
ed, and there are hard feelings. 
But granting good faith, people 
do make mistakes in what they 
recall. A fter they have told their 
story a few  times, many are dead 
certain— like Lincoln ’s witness—  
that they did see and hear what 
they say they did.

Anil so, fo r  the sake o f  justice, 
courts allow each side to test a 
witness’ reliability. Sometimes a 
witness is so obviously prejudiced 
or so obviously twisting the facts 
the cross-exam iner easily dis­
credits his story.

But often sincere witnesses tell 
d ifferent stories, and the jury has 
a right to know how much weight 
to give each. It is the ju ry ’s sworn 
duty, in fact, to weigh the credi­
bility o f witnesses. And a good 
way is to see how a witness’ story

hangs together under fire  « r  
checks other known facts.

The Soviet population i.< grow- 
ing at the rate o f 3 to J million 
s year. However, in comparison 
with other countries this increase 
in impulation is not a major prob­
lem insofar as available land for 
production is concerned. In many 
countries there is much less than 
one acre o f arable land to each 
individual. In fact, the ratio of 
arable land to population in the 
whole o f Asia is les.s than an acre 
per person. This explain.« some o f 
the tnal-i^ and tribulations faced 
by the Chinese Communists on 
this problem. In the Soviet Union I 
there are J'Jtl million people with ' 
arable land facilities o f at lea-it 1 
600 million arable acres. Hence, 
^ e  ratio of land to population in | 
Russia more than doubles that o f  | 
A.-ia and several times the ratio 
o f many other countries. So the 
problem is not the lack of land. It 
I- climatic conditions and the lack 
o f “ know-how." It is the latter i 
that caused Khrushchev to -uitgest 
to his people that they follow 
the leadership o f the free world ! 
ill farming method- and in expand- j 
ing their agricultural production. 
-Mowever, it is going to take more ' 
than words from Mr. K. to meet 
this problem in the I'S.SR For in­
stance, the Soviets do not have 
the tractors and other farm im­
plements with which to farm the j 
land. They do not have the fc r t il- ! 
izers, herbicide- and fungicides 
which modern technology in the 
U. has developed. In January 
o f l;«l>J, the record- reflect that 
the C. S. had 4 time- as many , 
tractors a< the CSSR; more than | 
twice n- many /rain combines, al­
most 3 times the dlage harvesters;, 
4 times the number o f truck:-;'

the U. S. On the state farms with 
thousands o f head o f cattle, not 
more than one-fourth o f the cows

It might also be pointed out that 
many of the machines alxive re­
ferred to are inoperable much o f 
the time due to poor wrkmanship 
and poor maintenance and care as 
well as a serious lack o f  spare 
parts.

The Soviets have apparently 
failed miserably in proper usage 
o f chemical fertilizers which 
could have measurably increased 
the yield per acre as it has in the 
U. S. They have been highly un­
successful in the use o f  herbicides 
to control weeds, pests and diseas­
es, both in crops and animals. 
Their irrigation activities have fal­
len far behind those in the free 
World and especially in the U. S. 
Most o f their irrigation has been 
Confined to cotton growing areas 
in the Asiatic portions o f  their 
country. .As the present time, they 
are moving forward on restoring 
an irrigation program that was 
dropped several years ago, but it 
will lie some time before the fruits 
o f that activity can he realized.

There is much more that could 
be said on this subject that I am 
sure would be o f  interest but 
space will not permit. However, I 
would not conclude this newslet­
ter without iminting out one o f  the 
primary reasons fo r  our extreme 
-uccess in agriculture and the So­
viet's dismal failure. Soviet agri­
culture is socialized in collective 
and state farms.

The 
plots represent less than 4 per cent 
o f  the sown acreage, yet this pri­
vate sector accounted in 196S) for 
nearly half o f  the total meat and 
milk output, more than 80 per 
cent o f  the eggs; 46 per cent o f  
the green vegetables and over 60 
per cent o f the potato production. 
The pea.sant has to depend upon 
his private “ acre and cow ”  fo r  38 
per cent o f his income.

All o f  which reminds me o f  the 
story o f the Agricultural Commis­
sar who was checking the satellite 
countries for production. He asked 
one farm manager; “ How is po­
tato production?” , to which the 
farm manager replied; “ The piles 
o f  potatoe.s reach almost to 
Heaven” . The Commissar angrily 
comm ented: “ You know there is 
no heaven” , to which the farm 
manager responded: “ Yes, I know, 
and their are no potatoes.”

(latherirtg these grub- can l>e 
dangerous, for wasps don 't take 
kindly to -.uch raids. So try creep­
ing up on the nest with an open 
container o f  gasoline . . . quickly 
douse the ne»t with the fluid 
then run.

The gasoline will kill all the 
adult wa.-.ps instantly except 
those away from  the nest at the 
t m e .  Make your raid at night and 
you ’ ll catch all the wasps at some.

Once the wasps are killed, pull 
the nest down and dig out the 
grubs. They are gmul bait for 
bar..», too.

Ora-shoppers are widelv used a; 
bait. Mluegilla, cutfi.xh and sun- 
firh like them. No reason to wear 
yourself out chasing them. Wait 
until night, then use a flashlight. 
You can pick them up without 
trouble after dark.

I’ iace the hoppers in a jar fixed 
«u that only one at a time can be 
taken out. Othonvise ail may 
e -. ape.

To u.se, insert barb through the 
hard part o f  the gras'hopper’s 
shoulder. Don’t dunk hopper as 
though you were giving it a bath, 
but let in.sert rest lightly on tke 
water’s surface.

Chicken livers can be cut into 
Miiall chunks. .So can chicken en­
trails. Both make excellent bait 
for catfish and bass.

Chicken blood, collected at the 
time the fow l is killed, if saved 
to congeal, can be cut into square- 
like fudge to use on your hook. 
These blood squares melt rapidly 
but will attract fish like a magnet.

.-\ long overlooked emergency 
bait is plain moss. Not Spanish 
nn-ss, but the close green moss 
that grows on wet trees or stag­
nant ponds. Y ou ’ ll catch bass, if 
ba.HS are biting.

Then there is corn. Just plain 
ol<l Indian corn that grows on 
cobs. For carp, bu ffa lo  and chan­
nel cats, cut grains o f f  o f  the 
cob. string a number on a 2 -0  
hook and fish the bottom. If fresh 
"roasting ears" are not in season, 
try froezn corn kernels, or can­
ned kernels o f corn.

Another good bait that might 
not appeal to some fishermen is 
the black cockroach —  the kind

that is plentiful around Texas oak 
trees and damp basement.». The 
cockroach is a successful bait — if 
you have the stomach to handle 
them and put them on your hook.

In the spring they make very 
gool bait, unusually good, but - 
I’eyu !

.Anyway there are a number o f  
different bait; that will bring in 
fish and provide a change o f  diet 
fo r  the finny tnl>e. Most o f  these 
bait;- are handy for you to find.
