Between
the shell and the home is 18 inch-
es of space which enables a count-
er flow air system to operate.
When windows are raised an au-
thentic breeze flows in.
The Gold Medallian home faces
west and the surface garage faces
south, Entry to the home is a door
in the center of the double ga-
rage. The entry leads down wide
steps, turns right and through
special fallout doors into a porch
area in front of the home
Real flowers and plants are
growing in stone planters around
the house. Special ultra-violet
lighting enables the plants to
grow and thrive.
