EDITORIAL
The Cotton Market!

With some good raiiw this pest weekend, county farmers 
whose fields were wet enough, began planting their 1964 
cotton crop. And, with the planting of the crop, many begin 
thinking about what the cotton market wil] be this fall.

John C. White, Commissioner of the Texas Department of | 
Agriculture in his newsletter this week, predicted that new pro­
cesses will boost cotton uses. The new processes he referred to { 
were the continued advancement in the stretch fabrics and the 
new development o f the process which will give cotton a “ lock- j 
cd -in" shape.

The stretch fabrics which hit the market with such success  ̂
in the past couple o f seasons contributed a great deal to tha: 
cotton market. Ladies stretch pants snd all types of sportswear 
made from cotton fabric which snapped back into shape were 
immediate favorites with the consumers.

Now comes s process which permanently locks in a cottoiA 
shape such as pants creases or hat contours or a multiple num- j 
her o f forms. By using these moldsbie cotton fabrics, manu­
facturers should be able to speed and cut costs o f producing 
cloth items.

The use o f "locked-in" or moldsbie fabrics will increase 
the use o f cotton in the molding of pointed toes of women's 
■hoes and would be particularly helpful in simplifying and thus 
speeding production of sofas, chairs, ond other upholstered 
items.

Another aspect of the cotton market this year is the new ' 
cotton legislation passed recently. Some criticism from indivi | 
dual farmers has generally been related to the two and one ; 
half cents prae cut. Nevertheless, many in the cotton industry . 
did support the bill, complete with price cut (although with i 
reluctance), snd there is justificstion for that support, accord­
ing to some arguments.

The price cut. coupled with the subsidy payment on cotton ; 
■old for use by duniestu textile mills is designed to make cotton 
competitive in price and thereby improve Us chances in the 
market place against other fibers offered there for sale This 
point la emphasued by industry spokesmen Some critics want 
ad the subsidv payment larger to bring the price oi cotton for ' 
U. S imHIs down to the desired level without reducing (he price 
paid to the farVner Others mainrained that farmers have been 
doing pretty well under the old rotri n program snd old pricing 
policies. These seemed to be ignoring that under the ->ld pro 
gram of recent years and recnl L.SDA pricing policies, cotton 
was losing some of its market; production was on the increase, 
and unused cotton sloc-ks were piling higher and higher Vl’hv 
buy cotton when competition of synthetics was growing each 
jrcar> Such were tome of the .-nmmenta

It IS easy to see that a surplus of any commodity has hut 
two possible solutions— either the supply must be decreased 
or consumption must be increased For cotton, decreasing the 
supplv -ould only he accomplished through drastic acreage 
cuta and even this, would furnish no permanent solution King 
Cotton would lose out to Prince Synthetics

Obviously, then, the only plausible way out of cotton's sur­
plus problem IS stepped up consumption, and industry leaders 
are generally agreed that c-mstimption will g.. up under the 
new cotton hdl Airording to RoKert T  Stevens. President 
o f I P Stevens A C o a re< ogni/ed industry leader the use of 
cotton w;ll go up 600.000 to a million bales the first >c.»r

The iivernment has helped a lot in keeping farm in. ---=;e up 
in past years, hut whether we like it or not. in the final analysis 
permission to continue volume cotton production in Texas at 
a profit will come as a result of healthy matkets Icecause no 
government can forever support a commodity when the demand 
is gone.

In Hall County, land is our most valuable asset, but it has 
no value in itself alone, hut if is valuable for its ability to pro 
duce something that can be sold at a profit Removing any 
part of the county's cotton scerage would have an immediate 
effect on land values as well as on annual income for land 
owner and tenant

The Plains Cotton Growers. Inc., reported that a l.amb 
County farmer who looked at 960 acres o f level land with a 
14-inch irrigation well pumping S.400 gallons per minute of 
pure water in the .Ssn l.uis Valley of Colorado, found out that 
the owner has been unable to borrow $10 per sere on it. nor 
has he been able to rent it even for enotigh to pay the very 
low taxes. The San loiis Valley is said to hold some three mil­
lion acres of land in the same condition.

Why is its value so low? Because it has no allotment to grow 
a crop that can be sold at a profit This comes as a surprise 
to many Hall County citixens.

Lower cotton pnees are hard to take, but with King i 'o tton  
being placed in a position to compete for existing markets, a 
greater demand may result W e must have markets bec ause 
without them, land values and farm income would go down 
together.

From the standpoint of the consumer, the reduced price to 
local farmers will naturally bring such questions as; "How  
much lower will be the prKe I pay for my underwear, shirta 
pants, etc?" Time will give the answer

OF HERBICIDES

The use o f hormone-type herbi­
cide* —  sometinia* called weed- 
killen* ha* proved to be o f con­
siderable value to many Texas 
farmer* and rancher*. The appli- 
^ution o f iuiYi herbicidea as ¿,4- 
Ihchlorophenoxy Acetic Acid and 
2 .4 ,6-Truhlorophenoxy Acetic Ac­
id, usually referred to as 2,4-U 
and 2.4,6-T, respectively, can be 
o f  apeoial benefit la weed con­
trol on pasture* and range* be­
cause they a*t selectively on 
broad-leafed ptanta.

Along with these benefiU, how­
ever, there can be an appreciable 
amount o f risk in applying these 
useful chemicals. This is because 
many cultivated plant* within 
proximity of the area being treat­
ed can be sccidenUlly damaged 
or killed by herbicides when pro- 
l>er precautions are not used. 
Cotton, Texas’ largest crop, is 
particularly vulnerable to herbi­
cide damagt

It la for this reason that farm­
er* in many Texas countie* are 
required by law to *ecure a per­
mit from the Texas Department 
o f .Agriculture lieforo using ‘i,4-D 
or 2,4,6-T for weed and brush 
control. Even when granted such 
a permit, the a|iplier must fo l­
low prescribed regulations when 
using the chemical* with reference 
to such matters a* wind velocity 
(which would determine the a- 
mount o f drift from the ai>plira*

tion area to surrounding acreage) 
and closeness to auaceptibla plant­
ed cropa such as cotton and flax.

In 1H03, a marked increase 
has been noted o f  people who are 
using 2,4-1) (the more commonly, 
used hormone-type herbicide) fur 
the first time. There haa also liaen 
noted a significant rise in cum- 
plainta from people who have 
cause to believe that the appli­
cation uf herbicides by others haa 
had aome effect on their eropc. 
Such complaint* are serious and 
call fo r prompt attention by the 
Department o f o f Agriculture 
when regulations apply.

It is therefore a matter o f great 
importance that any person not 
having had previous experience in 
the use o f  these important chem­
ical* first o f  all check with the 
nearest Texas Department o f  Ag-
