W’ ith the pickup o f activities in 
county ginning, the work o f the 
Memphis Cotton Classing Office 
has showed considerable increase, 
reflecting that harvesting over 
the entire area has picked up 
with the ideal weather.

’Through late Wednesday, the 
USDA cotton office had classed 
36,802 samples as compared with 
85,000 samples on the same date 
last year.

K. E. Voelkal, officer in charge 
o f the office, said, "we are now 
at full strength, pereonnel-wise, 
with eight claeeers, 15 clerks and 
2 laborers. W’e have two full time

micronaire crews going, putting 
the second crew on Monday.’* 

Receipts were up Monday. Tuee- 
day, Wednesday and today, and 
the office carried over 6,000 
samples from Wednesday.

"W’e received 4,000 samples to­
day, but they are wet ao we will 
have to let them dry out several 
days before elasetng,’’ Voclkel 
said.

Hall County farmers and ranchers are urged to cooperate 
in compiling an accurate record by filling out »li,e cenaua form 
he receives in the n»ail and holding the completed question­
naire until a census taker calls for it.

Why is the 1964 national census of agriculture so im­
portant > The United States Depsrtment of Commerce explain­
ed that because of the rapid changes American agriculture has 
been undergoing in recent years. Census Bureau offkiala re­
gard the current census as one of the most significant ever 
taken.

The last agriculture census was taken in 1959. The sta­
tistics showed that Hall County had 601 farms and ranches 
in f959. compared with 747 in 1954 The average size of the 
farm and ranch was 1,062 I acres in 1959, compared with 
655.6 acres in 1954.

The value of products sold by Hall County’s farmers and 
ranchers in 1959 was $8,874,510. The value of all crops sold 
waa $6.922.456, and the value of all livestock and livestock 
products aold waa $1,952,054.

Cooperation is most important and Census Bureau o f­
ficials ask every farmer and rancher to cooperate in compil­
ing an accurate record of these changes.

In the forefront of the push has been the American M ed­
ical Association, and the doctors have been giving advice to 
all citizens for many years.

In a news release from the heai^uarters of the aasocia- 
tiom laat week, the A M A  said, “exerlke is one of the most 
important factors contributing to total fitness." Among the 
suggestions offered were the following:

An exercise program ahould be started at an early age 
and continued throughout life, wnth certain adjustmenta from 
time to time as life advances and needa interests and capa- 
bilitiea change The amount of rigorous exorcise that ia desir­
able each day is largely an individual matter, writh recommen­
dations ranging from 30 minutes to sn hour each day as a 
minimum.

So mac King of interest for every individual can be found 
to make exercise satisfying and enjoyable. In addition to many 
sports. the variety of choices include dsily habits such as 
walking and gardening.

f! you're out of training, don't try to keep pace in any 
'^••tirous ^>ort with an individual who is properly conditioned 
through regular training Being in condition fgr one sport 

necessarily mean you're in condition for another. If 
you ve been long out of training, you will need a period of 
gradual conditioning to get back to strenous activity.

How can you tell whether your exercise program is too 
stmnuous> If brcathlassneas and pounding of the* heart doesn't 
mbsidc within 10 nunutes after exercise, if marked weakness 
or fatigue persists two hours later, if you're still fatigued the 
next day, then you have overdone it.

Contributions of exercise to fitness include s sense of well- 
bemg. and development and maintenance of strength, speed, 
agihty, endurance and skill. Each individual differs in his capac­
ity to enjoy and benefit from exercise.

Tlie above information from the doctors should be heed­
ed carefully, and will mean a longer and more useful life for 
everyone.

This IS a curious fact, but true 
in the vast majority o f American 
homes in this day and time. At 
s family increaaes its income, when 
the bread winner gets a raise or 
the wife getz a job to add to the 
family income, it is the rule that 
the family is puziled to find that 
this added income does not pro­
duce s solution to their financial 
problcma.

A msgaxine article, in Chang­
ing Times, explores this strange 
phenomenon and comas to ths 
conclusion that Americans tend to 
let their expenses outstrip their 
income to almost any level.

Sort o f a Parkinaon’s law, as 
It were, which says that out-go 
will rise to exceed income at any 
given level.

True, aa income rises, a family's 
assets tend to grow, without the 
family realising it. Moving into a 
better house, with larger house 
payments, may add to the equity 
in that house.

This magazine found that ladies 
go to the beauty parlor twice as 
often as they did 18 years ago 
and ths more money they hsve to 
spend the more time they spend 
in beauty parlors.

In Un years, the cost o f hospi­
tal room and board has doubled 
and estimates ars that will be up 
slnsozt another 80 per cent by 
1970. Over the same 10 year per­

iod, the cost o f sending a child to 
college for one year has risen a- 
round 40 to 60 per cent Indica­
tions are that there'll be an addi­
tional rise o f about 6 to 7 per cent 
per year from now on.

When income risea, all expen­
ditures don't go up in the same 
proportion.

All parcel! should be addressed 
on only one side and should also 
have the address written on the 
inside o f the package in case the 
exterior wrapping should come o ff.

Mr. Thompaon emphasised that 
ZIP Coding the addresses on par­
cels and letters helps insure again­
st loss due to improper address­
ing. Since each area o f the coun­
try has an individual ZIP Code, 
there ia little chance o f a piece 
of mail destined for one city be­
ing directed to a city which may 
have a similar name. For example, 
there are at least 2d possible 
areas around the country which 
would have Springfield in the 
addrea*..

Soil Fertility Leerl* Vary Widely, 
Summary Show*

A soil tent data summary re­
cently completed by the Exten- 
-lon Services Soil Testing I.Abor- 
atory in Lubbock ihows Hall Coun­
ty »oils rate from extremely de­
ficient to very high in some o f the 
plant nutrients. This summary in­
cluding twenty-five counties it 
available in limited quantities 
through the office County Agent 
W. B. Hooter, Hall County Agent.

Nitrogen is the plant nutrient 
most commonly deficient aa indi­
cated by the soil organic matter 
level. As a very general guide­
line we can expect for crop U'e 
about 30 Ilia., 40 Il>.-., and 60 lbs. 
of nitrogen from one percent or­
ganic matter in clays, loams, and 
sands, respectively. The lower the 
organic matter level, the higher 
the nitrogen fertiliser requirement 
will be for a given crop yield. In 
yield response, and crop to be 
grown in arriving at a decision as 
to how much nitrogen is needed.

I’hosphorus is the second most 
commonly deficient element with 
levels ranging from very low to 
very high. Phosphate requirements 
for a particular field will vary 
with the phosphorus level in your 
»oil, crop to be grown, adequacy 
of water, and intensity o f manage­
ment

Potassium and calcium levels 
are generally adequate to very 
high in Hall County, however Ag­
ent Hooser .states applications of 
potash may be needed on some 
■oils. Crops having high potas- 
lium requirements include alfal­
fa, bermuda, and potatoes. Period- 
.■ »oil tests can be expected to 
ieter potassium decline in a soil
