Any early tillage on 
eorghum land should be done with 
equipment that will leave the 
stalks standing. The crop residue 
should be left standittg until 
about April 1. or through the blow 
season.

Fields that have a cover o f 
winter peaa or small grain should 
not be disturbed until about April 
1, or until aa late as poasihir 
When another crop is to follow 
the cover crop, the cover crop 
should be shredded and or disked 
about two weeks prior to seedbed 
preparation. Residues left on the 
surface dry out quickly and are 
easier to get through when plant­
ing the following crop. Theae 
residues will also give some pro­
tection even after the cover crop 
has been deirtruyed.

Fields with no protective cover 
o f any type should have some type 
o f surface roughening tillage per- 
formtd. Some type o f  tilage im­
plement should be used that will 
leave the soil surface "cloddy” . 
This practice should he used only 
as a last resort and should not be 
used to replace high residue crops 
or cover crops.

I heard him this morn­
ing in an early recital. I stood be­
side a stretch o f calmest water, 
unruffled by even the faintest 
breexe. Beyond rose the deep 
woods and from the moss hung 
cypresses the clear eall o f  the 
feathered flutist was home across 
the little lake to me.”

Robert Gordon, local soil conser­
vationist "H e is head o f all o f 
the County o f  Hall, parts o f Chil­
dress and Motley. Mr. Gordon 
came here two years ago from 
Gainesville with his family. He 
ha.» bi-en with the department for 
16 years, holding a degree from 
Flast Texas State College.”

A film and narration was given 
by Mr. Gordon. The film entitled 

Soil Conservation is Your Bus­
iness”  was most Interesting. He 

id, "S o  much o f  our everyday 
needs come from the soil— food, 
clothing, lumber, paper, alcohol, 
and dairy products. I f the soil is 
productive, the people are prosper­
ous. Products o f the land built 
main street Livestock, poultry, 
and raw material are two-thirds 
o f American industry. .Such as 
food processing, meat packing, 
dairy products, textile mills, pa­
per manufacture, Pittsburgh ac­
tually depends more on agriculture 
than on its steel industry.”

'Spraying to conserve and de­
stroy insects is a part o f conser­
vation,”  Mr. Gordon continued. 
“ We need to improve the land. 
Some 50 million acres have been 
ruined by soil erosion and another 
50 million acres are facing this 
condition. Gullies grow as the soil 
is washed away. Some filling in 
can help for a brief period but in 
time it, too, is washed away. This 
happens to grass land as well as 
to the farm land. Ano'-her dust 
bowl in the near future unless 
something is done about this con­
dition.”

"Sreams filled with silt carry 
away the good soil every year. 
This silt in reservoirs causes a lot 
o f work yearly, too. F'armers de­
sert their land when it becomes

poor, consequently the entire I 
community becomes poor, the 
towns disappear,”  he said. |

"W e ean conserve and improve 
land while it is producing, differ­
ent kinds o f  land require differ­
ing treatments, all land can be 
used for something, trees are best 
for some land, others will not sup­
port treea When trees are ready 
for harvest they will produce a 
steady income. Grass is best for 
some land, but it must be proper­
ly treated to gat the best results. 
In cultivating crops, contour cul­
tivation and rotation is best for 
level land, terraces for irregular 
land, terraces bold water, and con­
tour strip cropping for  grass.

"Stubble mulching prevents 
both water and soil erosion, as 
well as green manuring, that is 
plowing under planU while still 
green. Drainage is essential for 
some areas where irrigation is the 
key in others. Fertilising is very 
important.

"Another step is farm ponds, 
these furnishing water for live­
stock, fire safety, and stocking for 
fish.

"Soil conservation districts are 
units o f  local government with 
which farmers and ranchers coop­
erate in carrying out their farm 
program. Neighbors work together, 
occasionally swapping out work in 
cases o f  illnesses or other emer­
gencies, whatever the crisis may 
be. On our local board are Wayne 
Hutcherson, I,ee Scrivner and Bill 
Bradley. The Soil Conservation 
originally was the C C Camp and 
other agencies before becoming 
known as it la today,”  Mr. Gordon 
concluded.
