The Bureau of the Budget has
recommended a $20 million reduc-
tien in the 1966 appropriations
for Soil Conservation Service tech-
nical assistance to landowners
and operators in local soil conser-
vation districts. This proposed cut
in technical assistance is about
one-third of the present level of
direct technical help now provid-
ed to cooperators in some 3,000
local soil conservation districts
throughout the nation.

Conservation leaders across the
nation are convinced that this
would reduce, by at least 50 per
cent, the present rate of applying
l\l‘('d(‘d conservation measures on
the nation’s private land.

“The proposal would cut appli-
cation in the Hall Countp District
by 90 per cent,”” Wayne Hutch-
erson said.
