The 59th Texas Legislature

Big problems faced the 59th Texas Legislature at the be-
beginning of its session several months ago and the speculations
from political observers was that many of them would tie the
session up so that other needed legislation could not be enacted.
However, this was not the case

Governor John Connally, in an address before the 59th
Legislature Monday night before its adjournment, called the
Legislature's session “the most productive of any session in this
century.

Our Legislature has, for the most part, overcome many
obstacles, arriving at the decisions which have been reported
during the past several weeks; but to the average citizen it
might appear that quite a bit of buck passing was also going
on at the same time. For the Legislature is sending to the peo
ple of this state 22 constitutional amendments to be decided
upon by Texas voters this fall

Possibly the most important single piece of legislation
handled by the 59th Legislature was the redistricting, con-
gressmnal. lcglsldh\r and senatorial, and this generated most
The Legislature called a vote

of the people Sept. 7 on expansion of the Senate to 39 mem
bers, but passed no 39-member redistricting bill. If the amend
ment passed, Gov. Connally would have to call a special ses
sion.
