Lakeview School Announces Plans For 
Integration, Opening Of ’65 Fall Term
The fall term o f  the Lakeview 

School is about to begin, and the 
following announcements w e r e  
made by Superintendent Allen P. 
Jones, for the school board.

Effective the beginning o f  the 
1966-66 school year all scholastics 
will attend school in the Lakeview 
District without regard to race, 
creed, color, or national origin.

No money will be transferred 
out for any student for tuition 
or for transportation. All school 
transportation will be operated on 
a desegregated basis and all chil­
dren will be brought to the central 
campus with no discrimination 
shown as to bus routes. All stu­
dents, irrespective o f race, creed, 
color, or national ordfin, may par­
ticipate (if  otherwise eligible) in 
all extra-curricular activities o f 
the district. There will be no man­
datory separate seating in the 
school cafeteria or separate lunch 
periods, Supt. Jones stated.

The first faculty meeting will 
be held in the Elementary School 
Cafeteria at 9 a. m. on Thursilay, 
Aug. 26.

Registration for all students in 
all 12 grades will begin at the

regular school time o f about 8:45 
a. m. on Friday, Aug. 27, in the 
High School and Elementary 
School Buildings. School buses 
will run their regulsr routes at 
the regular time Friday morning, 
and registration will be completed

nearest his residence.

There shall be no discrimina­
tion based on race, color, or na­
tional origin with reepect to any 
services, facilities, activities, and 
program* sponsored by or affiliat­
ed with the schools o f thb school 
system.

Teachers and staff desegrega­
tion b  a necessary part o f  achool 
desegregation. Steps shall be Uk- 
en beginning with school year 
1966-66 toward elimination o f  
segregation o f  Uaching staff per- 
aonnel based on race, color, or 
national origin, including Joint 
faculty meetings, in-aenrlce pro­
grams, workshops, other profes­
sional meetings and other atepa.

The race, color, or national or­
igin o f pupils will not be a factor 
in the initial aasisrnment to a par­
ticular school or within a school 
o f  tear hers, administrators or 
other employees who serve pupils, 
beginning In 1966-67.

This school system will not de­
mote or refuse to re-employ prin­
cipal*. teachers and other staff 
members who serve pupils, on the 
basis o f  race, color, or national 
origin; this includes any demotion 
or failure to re-employ sU ff mem­
bers because o f  actual or expectad 
loaa o f  enrollment in a echool.

“KUI The Lawyers”
‘T h e  first thing we do,”  cries a 

Shakespearean character in "King 
Henry II,”  “ let’s kill the Uw- 
yera ”

That cry has echoed, not always 
so bloodthirsty, throughout his­
tory. One o f  the first measures o f  
the French Revolution was to 
abolish the legal profesaion. The 
same thing happened in the Rus­
sian Revolution. In early Amer­
ican days, many colonies tried to 
do away with the practice o f  law. 
Roscoe Pound, the eminent legal 
scholar, once said:

“ Every Utopia haa been design­
ed to dispense with lawyera”

Yet, aomehow, abolition doean’t 
take. In France, only a few  years 
sfter being “ abolshed,”  lawyers 
were playing a key role in form u­
lating the Code Napoleon— one o f 
the mightiest social documents o f 
all time. Attorney John Hasard, 
an expert on Soviet affairs, has 
thus reported that revolution’s e f ­
fect on the legal profession:

“ When its ranks had been 
purged, the empty chairs filled up 
with new men to perform the 
centuries-old functions o f  the bar.”  j 

Why this persistence? Why is

by means and methods not ade- 
quaUly explained. Our Subcom­
mittee gave ite approval to a $10 
million program exUneion whose 
coeta ware spelled out in deUiied 
objectives. Our view prevailed aa 
the bill passed tha House.

In tho 
final, enacted version o f  the mea­
sure, Congreae is to have the op­
portunity to approve research and 
development plans to be proposed 
during the five-year program ex­
tension period.

There are now five pilot or dem­
onstration plants each testing a 
aeparate converaion system— at 
Freeport, Texas; Guantanamo Na­
val Base, Cuba; Wrightavilic 
Beach, N. C .; Webster, S. D., and 
Roswell, N. M.

Tha pilot plants built at Web­
ster and Roswell were designed to 
find a means o f  providing pure 
water for  smaller U. S. cities now 
faced with brackiah supplies. Small 
plants are going to be needed be­
cause a survey by the American 
W'ater Works Association indicates 
that more than 1,000 U. S. com­
munities are using brackish water. 
In addition, attaining the ability 
to build email plants would great­
ly aid local communities now forc­
ed to import water supplies by 
pipeline from kmg dutancas. 
Many o f these communities do 
have water sources near at hand; 
the problem is that the nearby 
water is not fit to drink and can 
be made so only after a desalini­
sation process. Research will be 
pushed in this important aspect o f 
the problem.

The dramatic focus in saline 
conversion is on such population 
centers as New York City which 
face a catastrophe if water prob­
lems are not .solved. The North­
eastern drouth it now four years 
old. A fifth year o f drouth could 
bankrupt water supplies for New 
York and many other cities o f  the 
Northeast. It is possible that a 
combination nuclear {lower-desalt- 
ing plant will be constructed to 
serve the New York area along 
lines similar to a plan developed 
recently for Los Angeles area in­
terests.

W'e need to discover new and 
revolutk>nar>' processes. Unless 
this is done, the cost o f  fuel in 
the operation o f present methods 
could prevent reduction o f  cost to 
the point that such water could 
be used for irrigation purposes. 
The crying need for the water- 
scarce areas throughout the world 
is not only for water for human 
consumption but also water to 
grow much-needed food.

Upon arrival at Sandpoint, 
Idaho, the giria and adulta were 
tranaported in buaea to the Round­
up aite July 16. Health certificate« 
were checked and the balance o f 
the day waa «pent in aetting up 
ramp. Until the firat campera ar­
rived, only large ataff tenta houa- 
ing headquartera, diapenaary, food 
diatributiun, and aervice center in 
each area were aet up. Aa the 
day progreaaed, tenta o f  many col­
ors and deacriptiona began to fill 
the areaa and the Roundup be­
gan to come to life. Region IX 
waa one o f  the first to arrive. 
The following day, the remaining 
4,600 girla came in and aa they 
prepared to pitch their tenta and 
set up camping, the patrula who 
were already set up, aaaiated in 
completing the last half o f the 
sites. By the same token, this ges­
ture was returned at the end of 
the Roundup aa the scouts who 
came in firat, left first. Altogeth­
er, a total o f 11,000 were encamp­
ed at Farragut, which served as 

Naval Training Center during 
World War II. Thia area was pur­
chased from the U. S. Government 
by the state o f Idaho and will be 
made into a State I’ark m the 
neer future. It ia situated on Lake 
I'end Oreille in northern Idaho. 
The lake can be seen by making 
hikes, all o f  which were enjoyed 
by the scouters, old and young.

During the lO-day encampment, 
the patrol o f  eight girls from Qui- 
vira Council took part in forums 

a variety o f  subjects. The for­
ums were conducted by trained 
personnel from all parts o f  the 
country. Subjects included; ‘ ‘ Per­
sonal Integrity” , ‘ ‘ Each o f Us

Filma were shown 
on various phases o f  the Girl 
Scout Program. The patrol mem­
bers took time about attending 
these activities in order that a 
fully-rounded participation would 
be possible, aa housekeeping and 
cooking was to ba done every day 
within patrol.

Two special arena events were 
held the two Saturday evenings o f 
the Roundup. The first event's 
theme was ‘On the Trail to To­
morrow”  and displayed an elab­
orate pageant with flags o f all the 
countries represented including 60 
American flags. Many dignitaries 
greeted the Girl Scouts including 
Mrs. Francis Howard, sister o f 
Vice President Hubert H. Hum­
phrey, Mra Holton R. Price, Jr., 
president o f  the Girl Scouts of 
America, and .Mrs. Mary E. Ad­
ams, director o f Roundup.

The second arena night carried 
the theme, ‘‘ A Promise in Action 
The day before the program, each 
camper and staff members was 
given a card on which to write his 
or her "I*romiae”  to become action 
in her life in a very special way. 
These comments were written on 
cards and sealed, collected into 
large boxes, taken down to the 
arena stage and place in the cus­
tody o f .Mrs. Holton R. I*rice, Jr., 
who will see that each one is mail­
ed back to the Roundup partici­
pants in the near future.

Grand finale o f the campers 
joining together in reciting the 
Girl Scout Promise, spotlights 
spaced on the rim o f  the arena 
spread color up through the trees, 
a solitary camper standing in 
profile to blow taps and the strains 
o f the singing "Roundup Was 
Here”  presented an inspirational 
feeling and the sincere wish that 
all girls could experience Girl 
Scouting and Roundup.

Each day ll»-2l o f July, demon­
strations were presented for the 
Vi.sitors in tile Central Activities 
.^rena. Selections from each camp 
were made tiy the campers them- 
wlve». and competition ran high 
as every effort had been made in 
training for Roundup to bring 
forth the very best from each 
part o f  the world. The patrol from 
yuivira Council was selected to 
perform the Square Dance dem- 
on.stration in the Central Activi­
ties arena and felt this a great
honor. i

A great many troops celebrated , 
"Christmas in July”  on Sunday, 
July 26, The ideas and abilities o f  
these girls smsxed the adults. 
With pine trees growing right in ; 
the camp sites the girU decorate*! ■ 
with crepe paper and ribbons and

created a festive occasion. Cakes 
for any event could be special or­
dered and snacks were provided 
for  refreshments.

Ground was prepared in each o f  
the five areas for each camper to 
plant a pine tree before Roundup 
ended. A g ift from the White 
House, a red maple seedling was 
planted Sunday morning, July 26 
on the Roundup sHe— on the am­
phitheater’s fringe by Mrs. Hol­
ton R. I*rice, Jr. The seedling has 
been sent by Mrs. L. B. Johnson 
and presented by her niece, Mrs. 
Donald MacArthur.

On Tuesday, July 27, the camp­
ers began packing and leaving the 
Roundup site early in the morn­
ing and continuing the evacuation 
through Wednesday. The Interna­
tional Scouts were the firat to 
leave. Adieue and tears were a- 
bundant as the campers moved 
out and the areas cleared o f  the 
colorful tents, leaving the larger 
tenta which had been put up by 
the Army personnel. As the buses 
left the site filled with the girls 
and escorta to be boarded onto 
trains and planes for the trip 
home, arms waved out o f windows 
and girls turned their heads to 
look back at the place where 
‘ Roundup was held” , a most suc­
cessful event which had taken 
three years o f  planning and was 
moat carefully expedited.

In the five campers areas, space 
was provided for eight girls to 
patrol, four patrols to a troop, 
eight troops to a camp and seven 
ramps to an area— a total of 
1792 girls. Each era had its own 
service center, staff housing, dis 
pensary, food distribution, com­
munications and other etsentini 
services.

The staff, those adults other 
than the staff working directly 
with the campers, were housed in
four areaa, two provided for 
couples working on the staff and 
two for the lady staff members.

The arena had a seating capac­
ity o f  over 12,000 people. Sun­
dries and supplies could be pur­

chased aa thrae Trading Post, the 
U. S. Government established a 
branch Post O ffice and General 
Telephone Company provided the 
huge tower for communications 
and the telephones for long dis- 
Uaca and inUr-aite ealla. Head- 
quartera was located in the Brig, 
which was actually the brig used 
when Farragut was a Naval Train­
ing Center and one o f the few re­
maining buildings on the site.

The Memphia girls were part o f 
the food preparation o f 842,000 
meals which consisted o f  a total 
o f 14 tons o f  meat, 2 tons o f 
sugar, 6 Ml tons o f (genuine) but­
ter, 06,000 eggs, 135,000 quarts 
o f  milk and 30,000 loaves o f  
bread. O f this, 250 tons o f food 
was donated by 30 food manu­
facturers. Each meal, food for 
each o f  the patrols was packed for 
delivery in time to be prepared. 
Director Peter Rogers o f  New 
York headed a staff o f  88 food 
packers, 6 truck drivers and nu­
merous warehousemen who could 
put together meals for 4,052 in 
10 minutes. The boxes were dis­
tributed, then picked up immed­
iately after each meal with any 
left over food, perishable items, 
for cold storage.

The entire Roundup operation 
amazed all who attended with the 
complete planning, the security 
measures provided by the U. S. 
Army and Public Safety Depart­
ment o f Idaho, and the hospital­
ity extemled by the Governor 
Smylie and the entire state of 
Idaho. The next Roundup will he 
held in 106H, the site to be de­
rided at a time soon, and many 
campers will come back a» staff 
members. Both Elmonette and 
Glennda are planning to work to- 
•*«rd applying for the staff mem-

It can happen whan you’re

»hooting, hunting or merely ob- 
aarving.

Fact o f  the matter ia danger 
lurka everywhere— indoor», out- 
doora, at home or abroad.

Too often people are caught un­
prepared when the aurprUe inci­
dent happana.

How do you prepare youraelf 
fo r  the unexpected’  That*» mighty 
hard to do unleaa you are antici­
pating trouble. But there are a 
few precaution» you can take, and 
a few itema you can carry with 
you, that will minimite the dan-

For inatance, if  you’ re heading 
fo r  an area where aaakea may re- 
aide— atick a anake bite kit in your 
pocket, tackle box, or gun caae 
Wa carry one in the trouaera pock­
et every time we hunt or fiah. In 
addition there'a one in the fishing 
tackle box, and the ammo box or 
the gun caae.

W e’ve had only three encount­
er» with anakea, but one was 
enough to impress this angler with 
the importance o f being prepared.

Once a rattler wraps itself 
around your arm you’ll not forget 
this little precaution.

However, we suggest you don’t 
wait until aomething happens to 
form  the habit o f  carrying along 
a snake bite k it  They’re small, not

much larger than a medium-siied 
pocket knife and their weight is 
niL

I f you are going boating— then 
good life preservers are a must.

Wo used to think it foolish to 
wear a life jacket while fiahing 
with the old buddy in a safe boat 
equipped with flotation.

But not after the little 14 ft 
fiberglaas rig hit a submerged 
boulder and knocked both o f us 
overboard— and one o f  us uncon- 
scioua.

It’s a peculiar sensation to 
awaken 10 or 12 feet under water 
and not know which direction is 
up. Teaches you one thing though 
— that a life jacket or ski belt can 
be man’s beat friend.

One doesn’t shy away from  life 
jackets after an experience like 
that In fact he seeks them out, 
and ia even mighty careful about 
his choice.

Let others chide you if  they 
like, call you sissy or “ fraidy- 
cat” — you just wear that jacket 
anyway. At least you won’t end 
up in the brimy deetk

Nowadays you can buy a cig- 
arette-pack-sise pair o f  water 
wings; or an inflatable shirt. 
They’ll keep you afloat providing 
you’re conscious enough to 
squeese the pack or pull the re­
lease cord on the shirt when the 
accident happens.

But with a good life preserver 
already on you’re as close to 100 
per cant safe as you can get and 
still be in the water.

Storms create big problems 
You’ll he surprised how sudden­
ly a storm can get into high gear. 
If your motor conks out, or the

boat springs a leak during a storm 
you’re in real trouble, even on a 
relatively small lake— not to men­
tion a Texas-aise one.

That’s when you need to call 
on flares. Most people think o f 
flares in terms o f big boats and 
the Atlantic or Pacific waterways 

o r  maybe the Gulf o f Mexico. 
But they’re mighty, mighty handy 
on lakes— when the helping hsnd 
o f  s  friend is needed.

Genrus makes a compact “ Life- 
saver”  kit that resembles the tear 
gas bomb that women are begin­
ning to carry in their purses. 
Works on the same principle but 
Is a little more potent. It will 
ejeot the flare some 350 to 460 
feet into the air and can be seen 
as far as 60 miles away.

If you ’ve been stranded on th| 
lake in a sinking boat, or with a 
burned out motor, or the boat 
afire, or even with a broken 
shear pin, it’s a helpless feeling 
— even if a storm isn’t brewing.

Too many times boats will pass 
you by when you hail them— or 
just wave right back at you in a 
friendly salutation— not realisinr 
you’ re In need o f sssistarre. But 
when a flare is shut skyward 
there’s no mistaking that signal 
even on the Fourth o f July. i 

Put one in your tackle box—

along with that snake bite kit.
All o f  which reminds us o f the 

importance o f  having some type 
o f  noise-making equipment handy.

You can buy all kinds o f  horns 
for your boat. The squeeze bulb 
type lasts the shortest— since rub­
ber deteriorates quickly on the 
water and in the hot sun. Those 
that are air or gas powered are 
better. But eventually they play 
out. The electrical type— the stor 
age battery operated— lasta long­
er. And o f  coures the best ia the 
hand-operated siren. It seems t< 
always work.

I f  you can’t afford a horn get 
one o f these squeese balls that 
have a huilt-in piercing whistle. 
They’re cheap and can be replaced 
often without great expense.

Mainly what you want ia some­
thing with which you can attract 
attention. O f course you can al­
ways resort to the old standby— 
a man’s shirt or a woman’s pet­
ticoat— waved in the hreexe. If

Texas public school teachers 
are facing more teaching prob­
lems today than ever before.

It con­
tains films with viewing times 
ranging from four to 67 minutes, 
covering practically all phases o f 
personal and community health.

Most o f  the films were produc­
ed commercially, but many o f  
them were written and produced 
for specific Texas application 
All films are aimed at a tingle 
purpose: teaching good health
practices.

I4ist year library personnel 
hooked 35,429 showings for  n 
total o f  1,634,942 viewings, rep­
resenting more than one-tenth o f ,

the entire Texaa population.
In addition to providing Texaa 

school teachers with films for  
classroom aids, the library maksa 
films availabla to religious and 
fraternal organlstions and to civic 
groups.

Practically any club or organ­
isation may book films fo r  a gen­
erai interest or educational view­
ing, but they are limited to use 
within the state.
