AltKouek September ia a month o i many eventa, it haa ael- 
dom been aelected as an election month in Texaa. Yes. 1965 
normally would be an ""off year for voting, but the Texas 
Legislature has submitted I I Constitutional amendments to be 
voted on this year, and one of them will be voted on next 
Tuesday, Sept. 7.

Only the propaed amendment to decide the fate of a plan to 
enlarge the Texas Senate from 31 to 39 members will be voted 
on in a special election set for Tuesday, Sept. 7. the day after 
Labor Day.

The other ten amendments will be voted on in the Nov. 2 
election.

The Texas Co-Op Power Magazine has made an analysis of 
the proposal to change the number of Sen.itors which has 
rcrceived favorable comment from the rural press over the state. 
We agree with the conclusion that this amendment should be 
adopted. Certainly it would be good for this area if able Senat­
ors Jack Hightower of Vernon and Andy Rogers of Childress 
are not required to run against each other, aa it will he the case 
unless the amendment ia adopted.

As explained by the magazine, the amendment calls for 
three changes:

(1 )  To remove from the Constitution the restriction that 
""no single county shall be entitled to more than one Senator ""

(2 ) To increase the size of the Senate from 31 to 39 mem­
bers.

( 3) To make population the basis for division of the state 
into senatorial districts rather than the "‘number of qualified 
electors'" presently provided.

name and you referred to as “ boy" 
all your life without hating. (Clan 
you imagine what it must be like 
to be an elderly Negro man to be 
called "b o y "— like he had no 
identity other than his aexT And 
a woman never to be called “ Mrs." 
with respect but always “ Jane" or 
“ Bessie" or “ Mary.” )

I can’t imagine what it must be 
to look at your children and know 
that they’ll never be able to get 
as good an education or at good 
a Job without twice the required 
e ffort— just because their skin is 
dark. Believe me, it’s the white 
man’s burden. And if we don’t do 
something to make conditions bet­
ter they are going to rapidly get 
worse. I f  the white man doesn’ t 
try to cooperate with the Negro 
intellectuals he ia going to be run 
over by the militant Negro group. 
Negro people are tired o f the non­
violent course o f  action because 
it’s not accomplikhing things fast 
enough. And the hate-whites group 
is soon going to gain command.

Legal Notice

Heaven help us all then. Even now 
the Southern Negro is arming 
himself (the Deacons— «  group 
Parallel to the Klan) and when 
things break loo.se it will make 
the L. A. riots look like a picnic. 
It makes me just sick to think o f 
•t. But the fear o f .Negro su­
premacy in the South blinds the 
white man to cogent timely action. 
I’m very fearful o f lots more 
bloodshed— here and other places. 
I f you kick a man in the face 
long enough he is eventually go­
ing to fight back.

I don’t know what got me o f f  
on tliat track except I’ve been 
thinking about the race problem 
an awful lot since the rioU. And 
1 think I understand the race slt-

evaruation much better than I 
did back home. I have Negro
friends out here— people on the 
staff all the way from Negro doc­
tors and professional people down 
to Negro janitors and attendants 
And I’ve come to know these peo­
ple, to Ulk with them, and under­
stand something o f  what it must 
mean to be black. That’s the prob­
lem in the South— Negroes and 
Whites don’t talk to each other. 
Or when they do the Negro dare 
not say more than the white man 
wanU to hear (Quote “ Us Niggers 
is happy down here. We gets 
along fine with white folks. It’s 
them uppity Northern Negroes 
starts all the trouble.), and the 
white man is mollified and assur­
ed that “ Southern niggers know 
their place.”

I don’t know what the solution 
is. But the situation frightens ms 
The decent, middle class, educat­
ed Negro doesn’t want riots and 
bloodshed. He just wants to be 
treated like a human— to be able 
to live where he pleases, be elig­
ible for the same jobs as whits

men, see bis kids get a decent ed­
ucation. But their sensible voices 
are getting lost in the roar o f hate- 
fiiled crowd. And a lot o f  good 
people are going to get hurt need­
lessly. It will be too late fo r  talk 
then.

Nothing lias happened here 
aside from the riots. And even 
that seems almost as remote to 
me as it does to you. The fighting 
was miles from us and we certain- 
didn’ t venture near the area, so 
I’m sure you saw as many o f  the 
riot acenek via television and news­
paper pictures as we did. Of 
course we feit a more direct a f­
fect here at the hospital. ’The 
major portion o f the riot victims 
were brought here for care. 1 
worked on Saturday, so 1 observ­
ed a lot o f the results— fire, loot­
ing, fight victims. It was a sad 
commentary on man’s “ civilised”  
behavior. And, o f course, all the 
public offices in the riot area were 
closed so that meant problems in 
working with other agenciss. Bu­
reau o f Public Assistance, etc 
And some of our ho.spital pereon-
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nel (nurses, attendants, etc.) 
couldn’t get into work as they 
lived in or near the riot area. 
So some o f  our nursing shifts had 
to double up, and we were left 
awfully short handed. It was a 
confused mess around hers. And 
we abo had problems o f  people 
who had been burned out o f thsir 
Itomes, etc., and we had to send 
them to Ked Cross Disaster Set 
Ups. It was really a hassle for a 
couple o f daya Things are quiet 
— but tense— now.

But if  you don't know more than 
that about the fundamentals o f 
fishing, you'll never catch a black 
bass except by accident.

You've got to know the KISH!
As often stated the black bass 

is an ornery critter.
He moves around little except 

to forage for food. And he doesn't 
do that often because he home­
steads in a place where he can 
hide and lie in wait fur something 
edible to be washed to him by the 
current.

So look for him under an over­
hanging willow tree, close ‘.o the 
bank, and where the water b  deep. 
All kinds o f  goodie!, falling out o f

the tree: caterpillars, baby birds, 
and mica.

If there are lily pads there, so 
much the better. It will be a home 
for frog*.

I f  the bank is muddy, that's 
fine. Crawfish will live there.

I f  there ia a weed bad. that's 
wonderful.

This year the most bass and the 
biggest bass hav* bsen caught in 
deep water on black jiga. Some­
time* a fisherman puts on a pork 
rind or a pork chunk, or a plastic 
worm. There's no doubt about it, 
they add to the efficiency o f  the 
lure.

Remember the rule about not 
hurrying? Take it slow and eaayl

That's the way to fish th* jig  
if you expect results.

It inunt go to the bottom and 
sit there while the big bass looks 
It over. After awhile move it 
about two inches. The bass will 
inspect the jig  with more interest 
He thinks it might be something 
alive. But he’s not likely to com­
mit himself yet.

Remember you've got all day.
Relax. Move the jig  another 

couple o f  inches . . . then look 
out!

If you are in a likely spot, you 
may get action any minute. The 
brgeniouth baas is both cantank­
erous and ornery.

He take* 
a lure for three reason*. He 1» 
either hungry, angry, or protect­
ing h b  neat.

That's right, I said his nest. 
It’s the m sb  o f the species who 
makes the nett, fanning out a 
clean place in the sand or gravel.

Ho drive* the female into this 
place, where she lay* her eggs. 
Ba daposib h b  milt on them and 
then act* as watchman until the 
little hats hatch out.

He resent* any intrusion and 
hs will pick up any foreign mat­
ter and move it out o f  the nest 
by picking it up in his mouth.

If that's your lure, you've got 
a bass.

Other than during nesting time, 
the bass, male snd female will hit 
a lure from anger snytime it in- 
rudes upon their peace ond 

quietude.
Bass h.vve no regular eating 

habits, like you and I. They eat 
when the opportunity presents it- 
-elf.

A bass will He in wait in the 
deep until something to cat comes 
along. Then he smashes it! He 
doesn't know what time It is. He 
doran't eat by the clock. But he 
does know when he’s hungry . • . 
which is most o f the time.

Now is the time to pick up loose 
ends o f  this year’s work and to 
start planning for next year’s soil 
usage. Fertiliser is not new, says 
County Agent W. B. Hooscr. For 
more than 4,000 years, farmers 
have used fertilisers to increase 
crop yields.

Tile Chinese, Greeks and Ro­
mans used animal manures, chalk 
and wood ashes for plant food. 
They had no knowledge o f  the 
chemistry o f soils and fertilisers 
to guide them, but they knew that 
animal residues and manures in­
creased plant growth.

When white men came to Amer­
ica, Indians srere placing a fish 
under each hill o f  com  at plant­
ing time. They had learned that 
often this practice meant the d if­
ference between a crop and no 
crop.

I^rat commercial fertilisers 
srere used about lASO, when Chil­
ean mitrate was imported. Guano 
eras also brought from Peru 
These two materials stimulated 
farmer interest in fertiliser and 
prompted further study into Hs 
usefulneaa

In 1868, the production o f  su­
perphosphate from chemicals be­
gan in Baltimore. For many years 
the fertiliser industry' remained 
largely a salvage outlet for waste 
products from meat-packing 
plants, fish canneries and oil-seed 

, industries.
Tsro new processes made it pos­

sible for  fertiliser to grow into a 
large chemical industry. These 
were the recovery o f  ammonia 
from by-product coke ovens and 
the chemical separation o f  nitro­
gen from the air.

Don’t be led to believe that 
fertiliser is a “ new-fangled’* de­
vice to drain the farmers’ pocket- 
book. says Agent Hooser. On the 
contrary, it is a necessity for pro­
ducing goo<l crops Just as food is 
a neceesity for growing strong 
bodiea

When thinking o f  increasing 
forage and livestock production. 
I would like to remind you that 
proper management following 
brush control is more important 
that the particular method used, 
says County Agent Hooser.

The objective o f brush control 
1s to get the longest control for 
the least cost, srith the largest in- 
■-reaae o f  forage and livestock 
production It's always important 
te maintain a good grass cover 
too.

Social Security

Since bnmh control is only one 
important phase o f  the overall 
ranch management program, it 

' should be combined with proper 
I stocking and daferred rotation 
I grasing to be most beneficial.

Deferred grasing following any 
bruah control operation is a must. 
I f  a livestock man plans to kill 
trees without a follow-up o f other 
good range management prac- 
ticea. be would be better o f f  
spending the money for supple­
mental feed.

It’s a good plan to use brush 
control practices on an entire pas­
ture rather than parts o f a paa- 
ture. ’The reasoning behind this 
is that livestock will concentrate 
their grasing in the areas where 
bruah has been controlled, since 
this grass will be more nutritious 
and palaUble. Soon the controlled 
areas will become badly overgras- 
ed. If the entire pasture cannot 
be treated, it should be deferred 
following control measures.

Keeping the tractor in good re­
pair is a loose end often over­
looked. Farmery who fail to serv­
ice air cleaners on tractor en­
gines are buying a quick ticket 
to the repair shop, says County 
Agent W. B. Hooser. He explains 
that more tractor troubles result 
from  lack o f air cleaner service 
than any other single cause.

An average tractor engine takee 
in about 8,000 gallons o f  sir for 
every gallon o f  furl it bums. 
Therefore, an engine burning four 
gallons o f furl i>er hour will use 
almost one-third o f a million gal­
lons o f air in every ten-hour per­
iod.

Under normal field conditions 
this amount o f air will contain 
cla-<- to one-half pound o f  dust 
and dirt. Without an air cleaner, 
this dust would destroy a tractor 
engine in about half a day.

Oil bath air cleaners should be 
serviced after every ten hours o f  
engine operation. Old oil should 
be removed, the cup scrapeii clean 
o f dirt, washed with kerosene and 
refilled to the oil mark with clean 
oil.

Dry type cleaners should be 
service according to manufactur­
er's directions in the operator’s 
manual, Hiioser concludei«.

FATALITIES ON TEXAS FARMS
Farming as an occupation is 

getting more hasardous each year. 
Although the Texas farm popula- 
tion is declining, farm accidents 
are on the rise.

Increased mechanisation is a 
big factor. Machines allow the 
farmer to do much more work 
than previously, but they also in­
crease his work load. And as fa ­
tigue seta in, the accident poten­
tial risea

The numlier o f Texas farmers 
decreased some 45 percent in the 
last 15 years. But accidtnU  have 
Jumped an alarming 66 percenL

On the national average, death 
rates from farm accidents varied 
by age groupa Increasing rapidly 
»fter  age 49. the rate was more 
than double the U. S. average fo i 
those farmers who were still ac­
tive at 75. Highest farm accident 
death rate for any group under 
50 is among those 15 to 24 yearr 
o f  age.

The leading cause o f accidenta 
on farms Is machinery, followed 
by drowning, then firearms, falls 
blows, bum s, electricity and poia- 
Min. Machinery accounted tor 
37.6 percent o f the more than 
9,000 fatal stccidenta on U. S. 
farms in the last three year per­
iod. This makes farm ing more dan­
gerous than work in mines, quar­
ries and industrial factories com ­
bined.

They 
want (.^ngreea. which has given 
authority by the Constitution to 
direct District affaire, to hand iU 
powera over to an elected city 
council. At the s.ame time, they 
want Congress to continue to pro­
vide massive sums to support Dis­
trict o f  Columbia government in 
the style to which Washington 
resident have been accustomed— 
and a style o f  city government I 
assure you, that many U. S. cit­
ies wish they could emulate.

“ Home rule”  sounds good. It 
ia a catchy phrase It is an emo- 
tional appeal to the normal Amer­
ican sense o f  fair play and belief 
in democracy. Yet, “ home rule”  
as proposed in the bill which has 
passed the Senate and may come 
before the House is repugnant to 
the Constitution. In e ffect, it 
creates a new State, with this ex­
ception: The Federal Government 
will finance it.

I find these provisions o f the 
“ home rule”  bill among the most 
objectionable:

It provides a built-in, automat­
ic formula for computing the Fed­
eral dollar support o f  the district 
government. The formula is based 
up<in antounts the Federal Gov. 
ernment would pay in private tax­
es, personal property taxes, and

To apply 
this formula, the D. C. aasesaor 
would be called upon to place an 
assessment on the U, S. Capitol 
How would he do itT On what 
Itaaia? Would he use current 
market value, the original coat, 
or the coat o f replacement at to- 
•'•y • prices? All three are well 
recognised methoda o f  valuation. 
Imagine the D. C. aaseaeur'a prob­
lem in applying them to the Capi­
tol, the White House, the Library 
o f  CungresB, other Federal build 
ings in this city. The Fedeml Gov­
ernment would, under the terms 
o f  this bill, have to make a pay­
ment to the D. C. Government 
UnUmount to an ad valorem 
property Ux, even on poet offices 
within the District o f Columbia 
and on flags flying over the Cap­
itol.

Completely opposed to the Con­
stitution, in my view, is the pro- 
vUion o f Federal funds based on 
the above formula. It is an un- 
cooatitutioiisd delagatkin o f  the 
appropriation authority o f C'-o b -  
gress and o f  the House o f Rep- 
resenUtives, which is the only 
body o f Congress which ran orig­
inate general appropriations bills.

I object also to the provision 
which provides for an electad D. 
C. mayor, 14 councilmen from 14 
wards with S more councilmen 
elected at large— with complete 
control o f  the Washington police 
department. I object to the fact 
that the bill makes the U. S. Pres­
ident a kind o f supermayor, re­
quiring him to oversee the acts 
o f  the city council and giving him, 
not the Congress, veto power over 
them.

Oui government is based on a { 
dual sovereignty philosophy. In | 
other words, each o f the 50 Statee 
are separate and distinct sover­
eignties. Joined together, they 
constitute the Federal Govern 
ment— the Federal sovereignty. 
To Iwlieve in “ home rule”  for 
the official Federal district ia to 
do violence to the basic doctrine 
o f our dual sovereignty govern­
mental form. I). C. “ home rule”  
is extremely bad legislation.
