But the government will inaiat 
on a reaaonable ahowing that you 
really did auffer a theft. Mere 
unexplained diiapimarance is not 
enough.

Any widow who was receiving 
social aecurity benefita basad on 
her deceased hunband’s social se­
curity record, and .-ww them end­
ed due to her re-marriage, abould 
get in touch with the social se­
curity office at once.

The 1965 provisions will let her 
receive either one-half o f her 
former husband’» basic amount, 
or one-half of her present hue- 
band’s retirement amount (slight­
ly reduced if she is between 62 
and 65 ), whichever to the higher, 
Geldon went on.
