“At this time we hit rapids in 
the river and a small tie rope be­
came entangled in a rock crevi- 
just a.s the raft went over the 
falls. There we sat with the water 
falling down on us. Andy and 1 
slid o ff the raft into the water 
attempting to untangle the rope. 
.\ wave swept me from the raft 
and into the river, but Andy man­
aged to hang on and untangle the 
r*vpe.

“ I w si swept down the river 
for about'800 yards. At this point 
I was able to make it to a small 
grassy little island on the Mexico 
side o f  the river, which was to 
be my abode for the next 48 
hour*. I had swallowed a lot of 
the river water which made me 
very sick during the night and 
part of the next day. I lost my 
slioes, gla.s.ses and hat in the river.

"Meanwhile Andy, who was the 
real hero of the group, munuged 
to guide the raft down the river 
and they landed on the opposite 
side of the river, on the American 
side.

“ Because o f the noise we were 
unable to communicate, but could 
see each other. Andy had al.so 
swallowed river water and ho 
too, wa.s sick and vomited.

“ I cculd not move from the 
small island because o f rock 
slides. The walls <'f the canyon 
bordering the river were from 
1,000 to 8,000 feet in most 
places.

Mr Muves iiul»*!«.'- —o r— 
that we were mi.--dng and late 
Saturday afternoon a helicopter 
flew over the raft, hut th>*y went

hack and reported that we were 
fishing, Mr. Denton said.

“ Sunday morning Andy and 
Mr. McCarty managed to repair 
the hole in the raft and tried to 
reach me, but the water was too 
sw'ift. They did manage to reach 
the ranger station. Sunday after­
noon the rangers attempted to 
reach me in canoes, but the water 
was too swift and it was Monday 
morning before they were able to 
reach my location on a raft,”  Mr. 
Ilenton said.

Mr. Denton wa« earned ^  K*rt 
Stockton to the hospital where he 
remained until Wednesday when 
his wife and sons returned him 
to the local hospital.

During the 48 hours he was 
without food and water with the 
expection o f a little muddy water 
from the river.

Since the 
product ia foori, too many hou.se- 
widea U>nd to blame the fanner 
for the cost The ( ’onimia«ion re 
port ¡should help many Americani 
to underaUnd the truth in the 
farm-retail price >spread. UainK 
fiirure. for 15*64, the Commiaaion 
determined that conaumerit’ expen­
diture« for domeitically produced 
farm food totaled $6lt,8 billion. 
The marketintc bill made up 68 
percent o f the con.’iumer’s food 
dollar that year; the fann value 
was 32 percent

That 169.8 billion ajient by 
consumers in 1964 l,reaka down 
as follow»: Of the $47.3 billion 
marketinK bill, $20.8 billion went 
to labor coata; $6.1 billion went 
to tranaporUUon; $18.7 billion is 
classed as “ other”  coats, includ- 
injf costs o f buildinyî s and equip­
ments, containera and supplies, 
and ailvertiaing and promotion

and $2.7 billion were corporate 
profits.

As I indicated above, the re- 
lM>rt not' differences in the farm 
share of the consumer’s dollar for 
ajieeifie products. For example, 
the farm share for butter is ap- 
proniixately 70 i>ercent because 
l>r<Hessin(f is relat.vely simple, 
transportation costs are low since 
the prtHluct is highly concentrat­
ed, and hundlini; costs are mod­
erate By contrast, the farm share 
o f the dollar spent for canned to- 
matoes is low— 16 percent— main­
ly because o f hii;h proeessini; and 
conUiner costs. Twenty-one 
lea*<itnjjf farm food products were 
surveyed in deUil. This is the 
breakdown for a pound of choice 
beef reUilinjc for 70.8 cents: Re 
UilinK costs were 17 cents; whole- 
snlinjf, transportation, and other 
distribution costs were 2.3 cents; 
procesain;; costs were 6.2 cents; 
assembly cost 3.8 cenU; and farm 
value was 42,4 cenU. For one 
pound o f  white bread, retailinj; at 
20.7 Cents, the breakdown is: Re- 
tailinif, 3.7 cents, wholesalinfr,

transportation, and other diatri- 
bution, 6 1 cents; processing, 6.7 
cents, assembly, .2; and farm val­
ue. 4 cents.

Hand it to tiie .'ariner and his 
efficiency. The report states that 
although farm prices o f  a market 
basket o f foods were unchanged 
between 1960 and 1S>66, the farm- 
retail spread rose 37 percent and 
retail prices increased 20 percent.

Battle Continues 
Against Insects 
In Cotton Fields

The battle between cotton 
farmers and insects goes on. In 
■lome cases it seems that no soon­
er is a good insecticide developed 
than the persistant cotton in­
sects develop an immunity to It. 
And so the fight continues— the 
farmer holding the upper hand 
for a while, then the insects.

From Texas A £M  University 
comes the latest report on resis­
tance o f the bollworm and tobac­
co hudworm to chemical insecti- 
cides.It’s not good.

Texaa A&M researchers. Perry 
Adkisson, professor, and S. J. 
Nemec, research assistants , have 
completed work work indicating 
the bolhrorm and budworni have 
developed a tremendous resistance 
in the last few  years to the most 
commonly used insecticides

They say the main reason grow­
ers prevented damaging losses la.st 
year with insecticides was be­
cause the insect population wa.s 
mnall. The A&M researchers say 
effective control this year will be 
difficult if a full-scale insect at­
tack comes and if growers use 
insecticides to which insects have 
become immune.

In A&M tests to determine re- 
si.stance, the bollworm and tobac­

co budworm were raised on a 
wheat germ diet at College Sta­
tion. Then, various insecticides 
were applied to the iuswcU and 
the number o f  deaths recorded 
48 hours after treatment.

In 1964 test«, AdM  research­
ers noted a 90 percent kill on 
bollworms with Toxaphene-DDT, 
Strobaiie-DDT and emlrin. Saviu 
had a 93 ■percent kill in 1964.

The picture worsened in 1966. 
In these testa, Toxaphene-DDT 
had only a 47 percent kill ana 
Sevin showed a 76 percent kill.

It’« the same story for bud- 
worms. In all cases, the insecta 
were more resistant to the insecti­
cides in 1965 than in 1964.
