TUo rapid growth of the econ­
omy hae created aerioua short­
ages In some profeseional and 
technical career field. At the 
same time, the nee<i for unskilled 
workers nrs declined. Huge num­
bers o f youngsters are dropping 
out o f school before they get 
enough education to meet employ­
ers’ hiring sUndanls for anything 
but unskilled work. High school 
drop-outs had a rate o f unem­
ployment twice thU of young 
people their own rgo who had 
gone on to finish school.

There was a day when a person 
could drop o f out school, readily 
find a job, and go on to attain 
marked success in his chosen 
field. All o f us can think of ex­
amples o f men who, in our own 
communities, have not been hand­
icapped by the lack o f formal ed­
ucation. But a new age has come; 
today’s requirements in business 
and industry are for trained men 
and women, for persons with 
proper preparation for the work 
ahead. The young person who has 
dropped out o f school may have 
the will to succeed, the native in­
telligence to do well, but him lack 
o f a diploma— in competition with 
ÜHis« who hare finished school— 
prevents hin> from finding the 
opportunities he’ll like. In the 
competition for jolw, the drop-out 
is the loser.

The country is the loser, too. 
The United States needs all the 
trained people our educational 
system can produce. Support

USE COTTON BURS FOR 
SOIL IMPROVEMENT

“ O f the many soil tests made 
this year for Hall County farm­
ers, the most o f them show a lack 
o f organic matter to be one of 
the most needed substances in the 
soil for Hall County Hall Coun­
ty farmers should plan to use 
cotton burs to restore organic 
matter. Organic matter,”  says 
(^unty Agent W. B. Hooser, “ is 
the store hotise o f plant nutrients 
In the soil. It is often referred 
to a.s the ‘fat o f the land.’ It re­
sults from the decomposition of 
plant and animal materials by soil 
organisms. On the average it 
contains about 56 percent carbon 
and 6 percent itrogen.”

Organic matter improves soil 
structure and its ability to take in 
water and hold it in storage for 
later use by plants. It also im­
proves soil aeration, loosens dense, 
compact soils and granulates 
loose, open, .sandy «oils to give 
them ■ friable crumb structure.

Organic matter exerts a strong 
influence on the exchange capac­
ity o f the soil, and also acts as a 
buffer to prevent rapid changes 
or fluctuations in soil acidity or 
alkalinity, says Hooser.

During the decomposition pro­
cess, a continuous supply o f car­
bon dioxide, nitrogen in various 
forms, phosphorus and other nu­
trients so eussential to plant growth 
are liberated. Organic matter 
serves as a storage facility for 
mineral nutrients such a calcium, 
msgnMium, nitrogen, and many 
others making them less likely to 
be last in drainage or water 
■eepage. It also makes the soil 
more favorable for vigorous, rap­
idly developing root systems of 
young plant*.

A four-year study at the South 
Plains Research and Extension 
Center, Lubbock, has shown the 
value of burs in cotton produc­
tion. 'The research shows that lint 
ye«rB were the highest when burs 
were applied to the soil and plow­
ed under at the rate o f six tons 
per acre, hut if bur supplies are 
not available for this rate

Deferred roUtion grazing is an- 
pra»tice of removing livestock 
from grazing the area for a spec­
ified period o f time during the 
growing season to promote plant 
reproduction, ««falilishment o f 
of new plants, or restoration of 
vigor by old plants.

I>eferred rotation graiin gis an­
other type o f deferred grailng, 
acconling to Hooser. This is the 
practice o f relieving lisc.-totk 
from grazing various part* o f a 
ranch while other parts are being 
grazed at various seasons o f the 
year. At least two, three or four 
pastures are necessary to estab­
lish a systematic plan. Only one 
herd of livestock is moved at any­
one time from a grazed to a de­
ferred pasture.

Checkerboard deferred grazing 
is the removal o f livestock from 
grazing a pasture that receives e f­
fective rainfall during the grow­
ing season. Leave livestock from 
the pastuiT for 6-12 week« or un­
til grasses mature seed, says 
Hooser. This system has been
