Thor« ia ao aaay answer to the 
"brain <lram** problem -ttoe mi­
gration to the United SUtes from 
underdeveloped oiuntriea o f hi(h- 
ly skilled scientists and nuMlical 
doctors and technicians o f  every 
kind. Theac men and women are 
de^>«rstely needed in their own 
countries, but they are attrmrted 
to posiUons in the United States 
because pay levels and opportun- 
itiea are so much yreaur.

We welcome the skill, these
newcomers briny. Wo accept 
them, however, at a time when 
they are badly needed at home. 
The United States sad other de­
veloped countries attempt throuyh 
• *ari.ty o f gcramment and 
private proyram to narrow the 
yap between tile "haves" and 
"have>nota" o f the world, but the 
yap betweea nch and poor coan- 
triee it beiny wideaed by the lose 
o f  Uu*nUd ioen and w saes from 
the countries that can leaat afford 
to leae tbaas.

The sHaation affactiny the 
medical profoaaioa pointa up the 
deyree to which thda is happen- 
iny. It ia estunatad that 10,R74 
o f  the 41,lo t  residents and In­
terns serviny in U. S. hospitals 
sro yradustes o f foreiyn medi­
cal schoola, more than 7,000 o f  
them from “ developiny" eoune 
tries. It is astimated that as 
many as ona-foorth af their num­
ber will either stay or evantually 
ratum to tha United -States. But 
without thaa# foretyn doctors now 
on ear hoepHal staffs, many U. 
S. hospitals would b# forced to 
curtail sharply the services they 
can now previde their patients.

We now need them badly; that we 
do need them points up the prese- 
iny requirements to expand our 
farilitiee for medical education 
so that we can train more Amer­
ican doctors. It is estimated that 
lb percent o f Dm annual addi­
tions to tile ranks o f the U. S. 
medical profemion come from im- 
miyrstion o f yrsdustee o f  foreiyn 
medicsl schoola To train Ameri­
cans o f  a number equal U> the 
1,8P0 doctors coming to ths U. S.

The "brain drain" problem goes 
beyond medicine. Between 1954 
and 194S, nearly 3,000 scientists 
and engineers from South Amer­
ica and mors than 2,000 from 
Asia moved to the United Statea 
A Imbor Department estimate is 
that over the next decaae, one 
o f every 11 professional woikars 
In the United SUtae will be an 
immimint. The brain drain is 
heavy among foreiyn students 
who come to American universit- 
tea for graduate study. One uni­
versity president said 90 percent 
o f  Asian students hare will never 
return home.

merged stumps or rocks.
On calm waters you can sea 

the telltale dimple* where they 
rite to pluck insects o ff  the sur­
face.

Later in the day, go deep for 
them; they’ ll he near bottom.

When they are near the sur 
faca, 1 prefer to use tiny fUee or 
qiianer baits to catch they. Just 
about any fly or small popper 
worked slowly will antics s str^c. 
Whan the fish art in deep water, 
wet flioa aad spinners fished deep 
snd slow will get action. But the 
favarite bait is sometbuig natural.

All soils e f natural baits get 
resulta; sartk worms, cricksts, 
roachas, small grasshoppers, ca- 
talpa worms, tiny crawfish.

Use the smallest weight pos­
sible, just a Uny split-shot sinker, 
to sink the bait deep. The small 
weight gives the bait more life­
like action and H ia essiar to faal 
a kite when you get one.

For bait fishikig, use light 
moaofilament, about four- to six- 
pouad test, s  No. 10 hoak. the BB 
spltt-shut sinker snd a stnnU eork 
or bobbler, if you porfer one. 
Lower the bait te the bottom. In 
about II  fret o f water, then rains 
it s  few inches. If after a few 
minutes you haven’t had an o f­
fering, raías it even more, fish­
ing different > tratas on up. 
Bream are gregarious, school fish, 
and once you pinpoint a conc*n- 
trstion you are in businesa

When wiehiag with artificial 
iurns in nad-day. use light mono­
filament that will readily sink 
deep. Perhaps you’ ll wish to add 
s tiny ^tinner in front o f s fly, 
to give it more weight for sinking 
snd more flash to entice strikes 
on the retrieve. Work the fly 
very, very slowly. On s fly rod 
employ a leader at least nine feet 
lung. Tha monoru will sink read 
Uy; the fly line won’t. Idea Is to 
get the bait deep.

As for cooking your catch, don't 
be dismayed fay the sisa. The 
bream is delicioua Just scale snd 
cut o ff  the head. Fry s rich gold­
en brown in s deep skiiUt o f 
grease. If you get the fish ertpe, 
the hones are brittls snd can be 
eaten.
