School To Be Held
Here March 13-15

President Urges More Use Of School
Facilities!

In releases prepared by The President’s Council on Phys-
ical Fitness, President Lyndon B. Johnson and Vice Presi-
dent Hubert Humphrey are asking all communities to open up
their school sports and recreation facilities for the after-hours,

weekend and summer use of people of all ages. We feel tl}in
program has much merit and deserves the support of all cit-

President Johnson stated, “Tomorrow's school will be
the center of community life, for the grownups as \v_ell as the
children: ‘a shopping center of human services. It might have
a community health clinic, a public library, a theatre and rec-
reation facilities,

“It will provide formal education for all citizens—and
it will not close its doors any more at 3 o'clock and its teach_eu
around the year, We just cannot afford to have an $85 billm'r}
plant in this country open less than 30 per cent of the time.

The program urges maximum use of facilities. The Amer.
ican public is beginning to recognize the advantages—and the
necessity—of multiple use of public facilities. The public school
is one of our largest investments, yet in most communities
school plants operate at capacity only seven or eight hours a
day, 180 days a year. The public has a right to demand after-
hours, weekend and summer use of these resources when it
does not interfere with normal school activities.

Schools are strategically located and ideally suited to
become neighborhood sports, fitness and recreation centers.
Almost all high schools have gymnasiums, activity rooms, ten-
nis courts, playing felds and facilties for showering and dress-
ing. Some have swimming pools and special exercise and dance
rooms.

In many towns and small cities, the school is the only
agency with adequate sports and recreation facilities. In other
communities, access to school facilities would greatly expand
the available recreation resources.

Ihe President's statement concluded with this thought.
Every community should give serious consideration to the

school-community recreation plan, in which all resources—

public and private—are pnu'f-d in programs prundmu year-
round activities for people of all ages and vared interests

It is quickly seen, that a program of this type can not be
a haphazard affair unlocking the doors and throwing out the
bhalls prrr\lsmn, mstruction, equipment and maintenance all
cost money, and good organization and community coopera-
tion are essential.

the proper zone for each of the
Nation's 88,000 post offices.

The new rates will range from
40 cents for a three-pound parcel
destined for local delivery to 60
cents for the same parcel to zone
3( 160 to 300 miles) to $1.06 to
zone 8 (over 1,800 miles). The
new zoning method will also apply
to air parcel post, catalogs and to
publishers who pay zone rates on
the advertising portion of their
periodicals,

Postmaster Lindsey noted that
all parcels mailed between post
offices within the Childress sec-
tional center will be charged at
the first zone rate. There are 41
post offices within the Childress
sectional center.

The new rates are expected to
provide an additional $74 million
a year for the Post Office De-
partment. The later size and
weight increases will add another
$32 million a year. The additional
revenue is to help keep the De-
partment within 4 percent of
costs on parcel post as the law
requires.
