Will The Trend Away From The Land
Be Reversed?

Melvin Young of The Hereford Brand, posed an interesting
question recently when he asked tthe question, “Will the trend
away from the land to cities be reversed during the next de-

cade?”’

“As drastic as the occasion would be, it is nevertheless pre-
dicted by quite a few national observers who feel that by 1970
food shortages will have become so critical that we will view
a complete reversal in attitude regarding farms, farming .md‘
farm products,” Young stated.

Young goes on to say that by 1970, they tell us that 'Ruul
Boom' should be well underway, hand-in-hand with higher
farm market prices and shortages which will bring higher
prices as the years roll past. The prediction is bas.td upon
population estimates of the nation, which some believe will
increase from today's 197 million to 209 million in 1970, and
on up past 225 million by 1975.
