Rain, which was general over 
moat of the county, but varied lu 
amounts, fell during the past few 
d«y> A few light ahowem also fell 
in Memphis this morning, as the 
drouth has been broken.

Here in Memphis, the official 
total rainfall for the week, os re­
ported by Rayford Hutchemon, 
was 1.40 inches, with the largest 
amount being recorded Tuesday 
afternoon.

Tuesday’s rain was accompani­
ed by hail with stone# about one- 
quarter to one-haif inch in dia­
meter. The hail and rain was 
heavier in the south portion of 
Memphis than in the north part.

TTie largest amounts o f rain 
fell in the Newlin area and in an 
area south o f Turkey, reports in­
dicate.

The J. N. Helm, Jr., f.irm and 
surrounding areas, four miles 
east o f Newlin, received 8.8 inch­
es in one rain, Sunday, and .60 
In the rain Tuesday. A t Newlin, 
about three inches o f precipita­
tion waa recorded for the weeE

Estelline received a total o f 
three inches during all rainstorms 
thia week. Sunday, the wind velo­
city was to high that it tore o ff 
a portion o f the roof o f the Ea- 
telline Lumber Company’s lumber 
•hed. Nuroerout tree# were dam­
aged by the high winds.

A  total o f about two inchei' 
was reported in the Parnell area 
west of Estelline, but rainfall 
wa#,h»avier to the south.

fin the L. A. Tucker fa»mi 
about five milee south o f Eetei'- 
line, it was reported that H rained 
1.60 inches, 1 inch, and .40 o f an 
inch at different times during the 
past five days.

At l4ikeview, a week’s total
o f 1.90 inches waa recorded, with 
approximately that amount cover­
ing the area between Memphir 
and Ijikeview. Weat o f I.-akeview, 
rainfall was lighter, with about 
an inch reported at Lesley and 
Brice.

It also appears that areas north 
uf M<-niphi» had good rains as the 
Paul Montgomery farm northeast 
o f the city received a total o f 1.7 
inches since Ia«t Sunday.

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A  unique aocial invention, the two-year júnior coDege, may 
well turn out to be the muet important conliibution of the 
United State# to education around the world, an article in 
“The Rotarían” an international magazine thi* month reported.

The mushrooming junior college systems give millions more 
a chance for additional education. From Japan, India, Nigeria, 
Chile, and Kenya, from Thailand and Australia, and even from 
the older nations of Western Europe, educaluis have come to 
the U. S. in recent years to observe the junior college in opera­
tion. f^iblic community colleges appeal especially to emerging 
nations as a vehicle for both mass higher education and train­
ing of desperately needed technical workers. They are the best 
way of bringing higher education to all people who want and 
can handle it— at a cost they can afford. They are “democracy's 
collegea"

Centers of higher education, such as we have in Texas in 
cities throughout this state, have attracted a maximum of young 
people to the doors of advanced knowledge, at an expense 
which has continued to climb, year by year. An average family 
can not afford to maintain two, or even three or more, college 
students in universities without tremendous strain on the family 
budget.

It is the desire of all parents to give their children every 
opportunity as far as advanced education and finances for such 
will allow. Many families are saving now to educate their 
children in future years.

In future yesus, our colleges and universities will be even 
more crowded than they are now, and the cost of a four-year 
education at one of them is expected to double what it is today. 
This is why the junior college program is becoming so important 
today.

In 1966 one out of every five U. S  college students was 
attending a junior college. Most of this segment would not 
have been in college at all except for the availability of tw3- 
year public colleges in their home communities or in neighbor­
ing communities.

It IS predicted that by 1973 there may be more than 1,000 
fuiuor colleges in the U. S. with enrollment surpassing two 
irallion. No wonder the U. S. atddenly has become acutely 
conscious of the junior college. It is the only way to accomodate 
the flood of college students who are postwar babies of the
I940'a

Junior colleges are also ideally suited for technical training 
as well as providing the basic years of education for college 
degrees. In this time when the need for teachers is acute, many 
are finding that a two-year study at a junior college, and the 
last two years at a senior coliege will qualiy them for a teach­
er's certifKate.

^ ith  almost 200,000 new technical jobs coming into being 
annually in the U. S in this age of automation, the juiiioi col­
lege role in training both young people and adults for technical 
and sub-professional work takes on even greater importance. 
Jobs are waiting for trainees in data processing, electronics, 
medical and dental assistance, and many other fields.

Every new invention placed on the U. S. market today re­
quires service personnel to keep if running

There are many countries fo.lowing the U. S. lead in 
^ablishing junior colleges. And with education in the spot­
light everywhere in the world, this unique rnnirihotion to higher 
education will help to set the pattern for college development 
in many countries in yearc to come

What Other Editors Say

SMBSBBsr Jobs HsrsT
A complaint that might have 

been echoed by hundreds o f young 
people in scores o f small towns 
in our area was aired in a letter 
to the editor o f a newspaper in 
one o f our neighboring towns re­
cently . . .  a complaint that young 
people are unable to find summei 
jobs at home which will help them 
earn money for college in the fall.

Because the town might well 
have been Canadian, we’ll not 
name it here . . . but portions 
o f the letter, we think, will bear 
repeating and ought to be read 
thoughtfully and seriously by our 
own busine-jt leaden;

"Recently I attended the West 
Texas Chamber o f Commerce In- 
focade '(17 at Amarillo. 1 lieiievt 
that the young t-aker from Per- 
mam High School might have had 
our t'lwn ;n mind when he wrote 
hia spsach. I f  our (isoplo do not 
take intc ennsid'-ration what he 
la saying and provide more sum­
mer and after-seh-'ol j«hs^ they 
w-ill lose the progre-« and popula­
tion o f tomorrow. .After all, why 
should we return to our home town 
to try to get a job when we know 
that we have tried before and 
failed. Surely there are oppor­
tunities elaewhere.

"t'lease take into consideration 
what J. .Vickens, the yount 
man I wa.-* speaking of, say- in 
this mcasage;

"A t  the outset, pit luie under­
stand that we are not advocating 
taking over, but are rc'iuesting 
that we be taken into the planning 
for a better West Texas.

"W e are only asking thst the 
adult leadership o f West Texas 
stop considering us as being toe 
wet behind the ears to help in 
constructive plans, and that we be 
allowed to join in a partnership 
o f talent and teamwork to mov< 
Wrat Texas forward . . . and that 
the psychological moisture behind

our ears be used to solve the wa­
ter problem instead o f ignoring 
progrest."

"T o  utilise and keep valuable 
man-power in our ritiea, Nickens 
-suggested that we need to be 
made to feel wanted and a part 
o f our town . . . that our talent 
is a meaningful part o f the re­
sources o f our community. With 
employers turning us away from 
much-needed jobs, we feel every 
thing but wanted. Pleaae don’t 
thing that I haven’t scoured out 
fair city for a job that pays 
enough to be profitable. Believe 
me, I have looked, and a job for 
an IK year old girl who is fresh 
out o f high achool and has a de- 
sirs to go to college is a rare 
thing.”

So writes one small-town teen­
ager to one small-town newspaper, 
and We suspect the complaint 
could bs multiplied by at many 
towns and as many teen-agers as 
there are. This could be Cana­
dian’s problem, too.

It isn’t easy to solve . , . busi- 
nem owners have their own prob­
lems, and part-time summer help 
may nut appear to be the most 
profitable investment in the world
frr*fr* But
the kid<i have a case . . . and an 
argument. They are our future.

In t anadian, the Chamber of 
Ciimmcrc-. in eoopemtion w ith 
PK l’ . maintaining a free em 
plu)iiieiit ervice . . . free to em- 
ployi-:-. who make jobs avail­
able. and free to youngsters (and 
oth»r-> who want work. Keep it 
in mind . . . you may be a part 
o f the .solution to a problem.

Texas Receives 
Approval For
Health Grant
AUSTIN.— Approval of a Pub­

lic Health Service grant to Texas 
o f 8315,669 for a statewide Im­
munisation project has been an­
nounced by Dr. J. E. Peavy, gtaU 
health commiasioner.

The funds will be used to wage 
immunisation campaigns In coop­
eration with local health depart- 
raenu and medical societies. Aim 
is to combat measles, polio, diph­
theria, tetanus and whooping 
cough. Dr. Peavy said.

The project will last until April 
so, 1968. An additional year has 
been tentatively funded with 
$326,000 for a continuation of 
the project. Dr. Peavy added, and 
a aupplemental budget o f $86,- 
776 for polio vaccine for u»« Uib 
year has abo been requested.

Texas has an eatimaUd 1,660,. 
000 preschool children, with 40 
per cent o f these, or 620,000, be­
lieved eueceptible to mea-slea; and 
at least 80 per cent, or 466.000 
are suaccpUbla to polio.

There are no state laws requir­
ing immunisations for entry Into 
elementary school, such requira- 
menu being matUrs o f local

•chool board option. Most school 
systems do recommend and many 
require diphtheria and smallpox 
immunisations prior to school en­
try. In many areas polio and 
measlea inoculations are abo rec­
ommended.

A t present immunizations are 
provided through 64 health de 
partmenU located throughout the 
state, and covering about 76 per 
cent o f the population, th# health 
commbsioner reported. He said 
these are adminutered through 
various types o f clinics using 
diphtheria, teUnui and pertuaeb 
vaccines manufactured in the 
SUte Health Department labora­
tories

Polio and measles vaccines are 
purchased from commercial out- 
leU, he said.

“ Health departments, with co­
operation from private physicians, 
have actively promoted immuni­
zations in the past among the pre­
school and school-age popula­
tion,”  Dr. Peavy said, “ but, many 
preschool children are not being 
reached by the usual and custom­
ary procedures.”

The current sUte pbn to make 
1967 the “ measlea eradication 
year" coincides with a national 
project urged by President John­
son and already outlined by U. S. 
Surgeon General William Stewart.

“ We hope that by the end of

“ It is not imperative that the 
citisen be a technical expert on 
water quality citeria and sten- 
danls to testify at a hearing. He 
ahould understand that water 
quality criteria are the manda­
tory specifications for some spe­
cific use. Scientists and technic­
ians can spell out such specifica­
tions for any desired use.“

Citisens have an individual re­
sponsibility to refrain from 
dumping their refuse where it 
will causa water pollution, will 
either at the time or a later date. 
They also have the reeponaibility 
to insist that their local govern­

ment take whaUver etege ara 
necemery to stop local poHutioa, 
This moves on up to the line to 
tho state end national leveL 

For sportsmen, pollution is 
one o f  the greatest haaard facing 
them today.
