Chamber Has Labored For 50 Years!

The Memphia Chamber of Commerce and Hall County 
Board of Development thia year entered into ita 30th yeai 
of exMtance aa a volunteer civic improvement group. It waa 
in September. 1919, when the organization held ita firat 
banquet, bringing the buaineaamen of thia community and area 
together to work on improvement projecta The Chamber 
miaaed a banquet during World War II.

In the paat 50 yeara at aome time or the other, the local 
chamber haa affected the Uvea of almoat everyone who haa 
lived in thia area with ita different and varied activitiea.

Some citizena aeem to forget the objectivea of a chamber 
organization of the type we have here and aometimea voice 
criticiam when thinga get a little rough. “ Why doean t the 
chamber do aomething about auch and auch?" they aak . . . 
in a complaining way.

The chamber'a primary goal ia the development of effec* 
tive leadership from among its membership. This leadership 
ia vital if the community is to grow and prosper. Many wond­
erful ideas for civic improvement have never become reality 
oecauae there was not the effective leadership and joint cooper­
ation among the leaders in the community to implement the 
project.

The chamber’s second aim ia the development of a cooper­
ative spirit in the community. Whenever controversial issues 
arise, if the opinions o f those on the chamber board and 
.Ttemberahip are divided, the organization, in order to sur­
vive. must be neutral on tha issue. Because of this fact, many 
times, chamber organizations are criticized for their fence 
«itting and neutrality.

On the other hand, some projects have almoat unanimous 
wpport o f the members of the chamber. When thia occurs, 
the chamber ia often the sponsor of the project, making pubUc 
its stand and urging approval.

The key to the success of a chamber is how effective its 
leaders plan a program of work and carry it out. Almost all 
unall town chambers use the committee system to get its pro­
jects q i^ ied  .o>ut. Committee chairmen and roAmbera work 
long and hard on their assigned programs of work. If a 
committee‘ does not do so, then the work is not done. Some­
times, projects are so big they are almost beyond the scope 
of the loose knit, moderately financed, capabilities of a 
chamber organization. Some projects take years of planning, 
promoting, and nursing to ever reach the realm of possibility. 
The Palo Duro Scenic Road project is a good example of 
this.

But i f  the senators were ser­
ious about stamping out the dope 
traffic in this country, they had 
no other choice than to go along 
writh the tough tactics proposed 
by the Nixon administration.

Thomas J. Dodd., D., Conn., who 
raniarked that a million dollars 
worth o f heroin can be flushed 
down the drain while a policeman 
knocks at the door and announces*

“ Open up. We have a warrant 
to search the premiaea"

Instead, the biU makea it pos­
sible to "without notice . , . break 
open an outer or inner dour or 
window”  i f  a federal Judge, be­
lieving the evidence will be de­
stroyed or the lives o f the raider* 
may b«' endangered by a knock at 
the door issues a warrant in ad­
vance.

The only requirement it that 
an officer "as soon aa practiblo”  
after breaking into the place shall 
identify himself and state his au­
thority fo i being there.

Opponents o f the bill, led ty  
Sen. Sam J. Ervin, Jr., D., X. C., 
cited Article IV  o f the Bill of 
Kights, which guarantees “ the 
right o f the jieaple . . . against un 
reasunable searches and seizures.“

But the article jroes on to state 
that search warrants may be is­
sued “ upon proboble cause.”  And 
that is the crux o f the matter.

Whether the "no-knock" pro 
vision in the propored law would 
be abused depends entirely on the 
integrity o f the juditial syster.'. 
In 29 states, such tactics are al­
ready legal —  either by law or 
custom —  and the evidence of 
abuse is scant indeed.

It may be true, as Senatoi Do»!d 
conceded, that the proj>os«-d "no- 
kr.ock" stiitute is "sonnewhat o f a 
jraiiible.”

conservation treatment, the State 
Conservationist Clyde W. Grshsm 
of the USDA Soil Consorvstion 
Service revesled this week.

Graham said that although 
many critical conaervation prob­
lems have been solved in Texa« 
in the last 80 years, some 10.1 
million acres o f the lU te ’s 160 
million acres o f rural lands sti'l 
need conservation treatment. The 
figures came front county data 
prepared by state and federal ag­
encies, tlien summarised by a 
state committee chaired by 80S.

“ Much o f this 108 million 
acres has had some conservation 
treatment, yet it still needs one 
or more conservation measures,’ ’ 
Graham pointed out. “ And most 
o f this land needs treatment ev­
ery year— especially cropland.’ ’

Graham said that in terms o f 
acres, grassland improvement is 
still the state’s biggest conser­
vation problem. He cited these 
grassland needs; About 00.6 mil­
lion acres need brush control 
followed by careful management, 
including periodic rests. Some 
22.3 million seres o f this land

has dsUriorsted to tha extent 
that reseeding is needed after 
the brush is controlled. Graham 
stressed, however, that when 
imush is controlled on grassland, 
wildlife needs should be consid­
ered carefully. He said strips or 
motts o f brush should usually be 
left for wildlife food and cover.

Some 19 million acres o f grat­
ing lands need only improved 
grasing use. This 1* land that ha* 
been grated too closely but still 
has s stand o f desirable graaies; 
all it needs for improvement is 
better management.

About 13.2 million acres need 
both rest and better grating use 
to let the base grasses improve 
in vigor and increase soil cover.

In addition to the 22.3 million 
acres o f land that need seeding 
after brush control, there are 
son.e 1.3 million acres o f other 
grassland that need seeding or 
sodding. There are also 1.1 mil 
lion acre* o f cropland and 1.3 
million acres o f former cropland 
that need to lie planted to perm­
anent vegetation. Thfs totals 29 
million acres o f land in Texas 
that need planting to grass or 
trees.

’The inventory breaks the 86 
million acres in the state o f crop­
land down into dry cropland; ir-

rigsted cropland, such a* or­
chards and land formerly crop­
ped. Some 22.3 million acres o f 
cropland needs treatment.

The state haa 26 million acres 
o f dry cropland, 7 million acres 
o f which need protection with 
cover crops or crop residues. A l­
so, some 6 milliou acres are in 
need o f terraces, diversions, or 
wsten^ays as well as cover from 
residues or growing croi>s.

Out o f 8.3 million acres o f ir­
rigated land, 3.7 million acres 
need an improved irrigation sys­
tem to prevent erosion or water 
loss.

The survey shows Texas ha* 
22.7 million acres o f forest land 
o f which 9.2 million acres need 
coiiservstion treatment for soil 
protection and to improve forest 
stand*.

The study also shows that pres­
sure for urban growth is stead­
ily cutting into the state’s rurtl 
lands. During the 1958-1967 dec­
ade, agricultural land in Texa* 
dropped by some 7X0,000 acres, 
or an area bigger than an aver­
age Texas county. About 600,- 
000 acres o f this went to urbar 
areas, some went to federal uses, 
and lesser amounts went under 
water in ponds and reservoirs.

Summaries o f the state study 
are available from SCS offices, 
soil and water conaervation dis­
tricts, and from most othsr stats 
and federal resource agencies. Lo­
cal county reports are also being 
prepared by county inventory 
committees. The complete state 
inventory showing major land 
uses and conaervation treatment 
needs by land capability claasea 
for the state as well as each 
county will be published later 
this year, Graham said.

Eighty-two percant o f a sampla 
of offenders arrested in 1967- 
1968 had a prior arrest, 70 per­
cent had a prior conviction, and 
16 percent had been imprisoned 
on a prior sentence.

Enrolling Period 
For Medicare Will 
End March 31
The annual period for enrolling 

in the supplemental medical insur­
ance program under Medica*^ will 
end on March 31, 1970, according 
to Travis C. Briggs, manager o f 
the Amarillo social security o f­
fice. This will be the last oppor­
tunity for many persons over 65 
to become eligible for the doctor 
bill part o f Medicare. Those eu 
rolling during this period will have 
this coverage effective July 1, 
1970.

This part o f Medicare helps 
pay for doctor bills and other 
related medical services and is 
separata from the hospital pair 
o f the law. The asedical part is 
paid for by the participants pay­
ing 34 a month —  which will in­
crease to $5.30 in July —  with 
the govemssent matching the coats 
from general revenues.

Each year, January through 
March, there is a general enroll- 
roent period giving those over age 
65 who are still eligible to enroll 
another chance. One must enroll 
with in three years after his first 
opportunity to enroll at age 66.

Persons born October 1, 1901, 
or earlier who have never enroll­
ed are no longer eligible. Those 
born after October 1, 1901. are 
still eligible during this period.
