Then they wit« be moved te an­
other building to be fed out, mak­
ing another iMve at about 110 
pounds into Ugger pens. At 200 
to 225 Iba. the pigs will go to 
market.

The Ferrela:;^  not new to the 
hog business ‘^ < ?y  operated a 
2,000 head fe- nation, which
they closed t tmet the S.P.F, 
operation. Billy Ferrel said they 
are planning to have a 2,000 a 
year pig production in the contin­
uous farrowing operation they 
have const« ucted.

To keep a disease free invinoi- 
mert, hordtmen will wear spe­
cial clothing at all times. Visitors 
will have to wear special covering 
in order to see the animals after 
the operation begina

Are View» Changing on the Crime Problem?

The Federal Bureau of Inveatigation releaaed the 1969 figur- 
aa on acrioua crime problem in the United Statea thia week 
and the figurea reveal an increaae of 1 I per cent when com­
pared with I968’a figurea.

FBI Director J. Edgar Hoover aaid all crime Index offencea 
regiatcred increaaea in volume. Crimea of violence were up I I 
per cent, led by forcible rape up 16 per cent, robbery I 3 per 
cent, aggravate aaaault 9 per cent, and murder 7 per cent. 
The Crimea againat property roae I I per cent aa a group. In­
dividually, larceny $50 and over in value roae 21 per cent, 
auto theft 12 per cent, and burglary waa up 5 per cent.

Large core citiea 250,000 and above in population noted an 
overall increaae of 9 per cent in volurne. The auburban areaa 
recorded an increaae ol I 3 per cent, while the rural areaa were 
up I I per cent.

Police arreata for criminal acta in 1969 roae 7 per cent for 
aerioua Crimea (excluding traffic offenaea). Arreata of adulta 
roae 6 per cent, while arreata of juvenilea continued to climb 
in 1969 with an I I per cent riae.

Many people are vitally concerned with the continuing in­
creaae in aeroua Crimea in our nation. The need for more po­
licemen to apprehend the law breakera is growing. TTjen the 
need developa for more courta to try the caaes, and more jail 
cella to house the convicted criminals.

Apparently some views are changing in our country. A  
newspaper columnist. Sidney J. Harris, expresses an interest­
ing idea that the easiest way to make our "war against crime" 
twice as effective and half as expensive is to narrow our defi­
nition of crime.

He would go alang with those folks that say our definition 
of crime is too broad, that by taking certain offenses out of 
the criminal category, law enforcement officers would have 
more time to work on others.

This point of view would limit crime to those acts which 
violate somebody's person or property. These include murder, 
rape, burglary, robbery and the like.

But he would do »way with "Crimea" of gambling, prostitu­
tion, drug addiction, abortion and sexually deviant behavior. 
Thia columnist says that 90 per cent of the corruption of public 
officials cornea from rise error of trying to legislate morality. >

He says gambttng is a human problem, and so is prostitu­
tion. Drug addiction is a personal and medical problem. 
Abortion is a matter of private decision. Sex acts between per­
sona is private business. These are the opinions of Columnist 
Harris and are held by many in our nation today.

Moat of our criminal laws were written into the books many 
years ago, by a generation of God fearing, law abidjng men. 
They have been adjudged constitutional under the precepts 
o f our constitution. Modern man seems to want to select only 
those laws he likes and reject other laws which he dislikes.

The United States of America may someday not be con­
sidered the Christian Notion it once was. Making immorality 
legal just doesn t seem to us to be the answer in combating 
crime. One who gambles excessively and refuses to pay his 
debts many times turns to burglary to get out o f the mess. 
One who is on drug addiction will kill and steal to acquire the 
drugs for his habit. A prostitution nng often turns to the profit 
able blackmail scheme.

Maybe you can't legislate morality, but you can’ t cure crime 
by making criminal acts legal, either

The chief argument in the Sc- 
' ate against lowering the voting 
age to IH by an act o f Congress 
»as that It might be unconstitu­
tional.

But the Constitution d<>es not 
explicitly s|>eak to the matter one 
way or another. This would aeon, 
to mean that Congress is free to 
act.

If there is any question about 
lowerujg the voting age by S'-i 
o f Cohgreas rather than by non 
Btitutiona'i nmendment, the low»r 
voting age proposed by the Sen 
ate would not take effect until 
Jan. 1, 1971, allowing plenty of 
time for a Supreme Court ruling.

Highly significant was the fact 
that Senate debate Ignored al­
most entirely the cutworn argu­
ment that persons 18-to-21 are 
too young to be trusted with the 
reiponsibilities o f citiienship.
