Hall County’s 
Preliminary 
Population 5,879
According to Preliminary Pop­

ulation counts from 1970 Census 
Hell County has lost a total o f 
1,443 persons since 1960 and has 
been enumerated at 6,879 per 
sons.

This is not as great as the de­
cline from 1950 to 1960, but is 
a greater doclii^ fo r the county 
than was expected.

District Manager Robert L. But­
ler announced the preliminary f i­
gures last weekend. Figures for 
the municipal cities o f the county 
were not released in the prelimi­
nary rei>ort.

A ll counties in the southwest­
ern Texas Panhandle lost popu­
lation according to the prelimi­
nary report. Childress county 
shows e decline in population o f 
1,940 and a 1970 popuintion o f 
6,481.

Collingsworth county popula­
tion is o f f  1,326 with a 1970 popu­
lation o f 4,950. Donley county’s 
pouplation is down 917 to 3,632 
and Briscoe is down 907 to 2,670, 
as Motley, down 778 to 2,092.

More 
than likely the trouble dated back 
to when he last had the rig out.

No experienced boatman will 
merely drive in from an outing, 
tie down, and go home. I f  he does, 
he’s asking for trouble.

First thing the seasoned boat­
man does when he comes to shore 
at the day’s end is to drain the 
gas from the carburetor. This is 
done simply and easily. Merely 
disconnect the gas tank from the 
motor, then start up the motor 
again and keep it running until 
all the gas in the carburetor is 
used.

Experts in this field just dis­
connect the gas tank hose as they 
approach the dock and come on in 
under the power that is left in the 
carburetor. This way, besides sav­
ing a handful o f gas, they also 
save time.

Experience will show you how 
far you can go with various site 
motors and various site boats be­
fore the carburetor runs dry. Na­
turally, the smaller the motor, the 
longer your gat supply lasts.

It is sugge.<ted that, before ' 
storing, you run the motor for 
ten minutes to be sure that a'l

Unfortunately, many o f us do 
not “ get out to set" every day or 
even every week. Some o f us are 
lucky i f  we get away once a 
month. This means that the motor 
sits idly in the boat stall, or on 
the trailer, until you are able to 
“ put in”  again. Meanwhile, the 
gasoline dues what comes natural­
ly . .  . particularly that to which 
oil has been added . . . conglom- 
eratea This means that the tank 
as well as the carburetor becomes 
gummed up i f  the fluid is not used 
often. That’s why most outdoors- 
men, before they start up their 
outboard motor, will shake the lit­
tle gas tank vigerously to distri­
bute the oil evenly throughout the 
solution or at least get it o ff the 
bottom.

Needless to say, a faulty, sput­
tering motor is going to suffer 
from wear more than a .smoothly 
operating, easily starting, sweet 
running outfit. So i f  you are go­
ing to leave your outboard motor 
sitting idle for a while —  add 
some Sta-Bil.

two-third» o f all case» (106) in 
the United States.

The Texas State Department of 
Health has led the fight against 
polio and pushed constantly for 
immunizations. During the 10 
years from 1960 through 1969, 
the Health Dept, distributed al­
most six million doses o f vaccine.

Polio cases on »  national scope 
now occur primarily in  un-immu- 
nized children in the lower eco­
nomic groups rather than affect­
ing all ages and socio-economic 
groups. In fact, Texas has more 
thsn 200,000 newborns every 
year. Close your eyes to immuni­
zations for just five years and you 
have more than a million children 
in the one-through-five age brack­
et who may be susceptible to po­
lio.

I f  you are a parent, don’t take 
a chance on your child becoming 
a statistic, advises the State 
Health Department.

Paralytic polio is still a disease 
to be reckoned with, but history 
has shown that the diseo.se can be 
eradicated by a comprehensive 
immunization program, says the 
Texas State Dept, o f Health.

I Before the vaccines were avail­
able, polio was a disease to be 

i liveil with. But with the coming 
1 o f vaccines, and their acceptancr 
' by the people and the medical pro- 
I feesion, the decline in paralytic 
I polio Ims b«‘cn dramatic. Itcsearch 
in this field had been underway 

, for years before the development, 
first, o f inactivated poliomyelitis 

I vaccine, licensed in 1953, and then 
j o f live oral polio-virus vaccine, 
licensed in 1961.

\ Because o f the availihility and 
I general use o f effective polio vac- 
I cines, the epidemiologic pattern 
I o f puliomyelitis in the United 
States has changed markedly.

In 1955, for example, there 
were 14.M50 rases o f paralytic 
polio and 1,053 deaths in the 
United States. Eleven years later 
there were only 108 paralytic cas­
es and seven deaths. This decline 
is directly related to mass immu­
nization programs throughout fhe 
country.

But what o f the incidence of 
the disease in Texas?

During the last 10 years tha 
number o f paralytic cases has 
fluctuated from a high in 1962 o f 
186 cases to a low in 1969 o f only 
six cases. Total number o f cases 
in this period was 486. In 1966, 
when Texas had 73 reported cases

He notes that loose-stacking of

The hsrvesting cost is lower; 
feeding and storage mats are leas; 
less labor is involved and it can 
be self-fed to livestock.

Also a lower investment in ma­
chinery ia required; storage is 
possible with a slightly higher 
mi '-.ture content for the hay: the 
quality is equal to haled hay or 
shrhtly better; cattle can he main­
tained in good condition during 
the winter and it is an inexpensive 
method for storing excess forage.

Aphids Caste Many Kiadt af 
Damaga le Plaats

New plant growth in the spring 
is sttractive to many kinds o f very 
smsil soft-bodied insects known as 
nphids or plant lice. Thes»‘ insevta 
says County Agent W. B. Hooser, 
suck juices from the leaves, buds, 
flowers and twigs o f most garden 
plants.

Their feeding, he adds, causes 
many different kinds o f daniuqe, 
depending upon the plant under 
attack and the kind o f aphid in­
volved. Green peach aphids, foi 
example, cause the leaves to curl 
around them. .Spruce gall aphids 
cause the terminal growth they 
feed on to swell into a cone- 
shaped gall in which they live.

(Hher aphids nut only cause in­
jury to plants but create a nui­
sance by dropping their honey- 
dew on ddewalks, driveways and 
automobiles. This substance aKo 
attracts flies, wasps, ants, bees

and other inssete. The major hon- 
eydsw producers are pocan aphida, 
willow aphids and aphida

The gardener baa several tools 
available for combatting aphids. 
One o f the newest it  the soil- 
applied systemic insecticide. Sev­
eral brand name products are 
available which contain the sys­
temic disulfoton (DiSyston R ), 
mixed in fertilizer or formulated 
along in a low concentrate granu­
lar form.

There are also many foliar 
sprays that do a good job o f con­
trolling aphida or plant lice.

Information is available from 
his office, Hooser raid, covering 
cuntrul measures as well as safety 
measures to follow when chemicals 
are being used.

AgrnI O ffers Suggestions For 
Improving Hay Quality

Cut hay while it is young and 
tender. Young plants are palat­
able and highly digeutibk. but 
became tough and ulenimy when 
they approach maturity, reminds 
County Agent W. U. Hooser.

The county agent offers these 
suggestions on the best time to 
harvest hay crops. For Sudan,

sudsn-sorghum hybrids, Johnson- 
grass, native grasses and aimilar 
plants, cut them in the boot stage 
or just before the eeedheads 
emerge.

Midland bermudagraas should be 
cut after no more than four weeks 
o f growth, ho says.

Most spring hay crops contain 
high amounts o f moisture when 
cut st the preferred stage. Too, 
the weather ia often rainy, cloudy 
and cool and the ground moist; 
thus, creating curing problenia.

There isn’t much you can do 
about the weather but something 
can be dune about maintaining the 
quality o f the hay. The uae o f hay 
conditioners reduce curing time 
by as much as one-hulf; thus, crop 
can usually be cut and cured at 
the right time with little or no 
Jainuge from rain.

The county ugent says that far- 
I tilizer should be applied after 
lem-h cutting, eaiH'cially nitrogen. 
If production for the first cutting 
is fairly high, phosphorus and po­
tassium may also be needed.

Soil samples taken prior Jo har­
vesting will provide the infomui- 
or foods to use immediately after 
the harvest, says Houser.

"Expert Cleaning At No Extra Coat"
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Food Stamp Has 
Affected Texas

COLLEGE STATIO N  —  Major 
«xpanaion o f the Food Stamp Pro­
gram announced in January has 
affected Texas. Latest figures 
show that food stamps valuing 
more than |2.6 million are spent 
by Texas limited - income house­
holds monthly.

The progran« has been imple­
mented in n counties and 20 
more are in the process o f estab­
lishing a food stamp program.

The families buy a certain 
amount o f federal food coupons 
(food stamps) each month. The 
U. S. Department o f Agriculture 
then provides additional coupons 
to increase the family’s food buy­

ing power. About 75 percent o f 
the coupons are free.

A ll Texas counties should have 
food stamp or donated food pro­
grams by June SO, according to 
State Department o f Public Wel­
fare officials who administer the 
distribution o f both programs.

The Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service coordinates county 
educational programs to help fam­
ilies use food stamps and commod­
ity foods provide nutritionally ad­
equate meals. These families are 
among those enrolled in Exten­
sion's Expanded Nutrition Pro­
gram.

The Texas State Nutrition coun­
cil asked the Extension Service to 
act as county coordinator o f the 
educational programs in wise use 
o f donated foods and food stampa 
Home demonstration agents were 
asked to work with other agencies

Leaders learn to 
give food demonstrations, conduct 
workshops and group meetings and 
make home visita The leaders 
then work with families in the 
two programa

Food stamps are used like cash 
in local stores authorised to accept 
them. They can be ueed only to 
purchase food.

Five Texas counties —  Mont­
gomery, Childreaa, Parker, Whar­
ton and Brasoria —- soon will es­
tablish the program. The Food 
Stamps Program now operates in 
areas o f Houston, San Antonio, 
Bryan, Ft. Worth, El Paso and 
Big Bend o f Weat Texas.

In the commodity food program, 
low income persons receive shout 
114 a month worth o f food such 
as flour, cornmeal, canned juice 
cheese and canned meat.

According to existing plans, the 
Food Stamp Program will replace 
donated foods, said E. W. Keyken- 
dall, assistant director for Com' 
modity Distribution Division, Aus­
tin.

Since insecticidee come in 
many forms, it it  Important to 
know some o f the terms used to 
describe them. There are dusts, 
wetuble powdors, soluble pow­
ders, emulaifiable concentrates, 
oil solution, granulated materials 
and aerosols and spray bomba, 
explains the county agent.

Dusts do not mix with water and 
should never be ueed as apraya 
They come as dry powdert ready 
for use.

Wettable powder* are for spray 
use. They contain a wetting agent 
and may contain up to 86 per­
cent o f the actual ingredient.

Soluble powders are chemicals 
which readily dissolve in water. 
They can be applied with low- 
premure, low-volume sprayers. 

Emulsified concentrate* are li-
quids carrying the insecticide in 
a suitable solvent and emulsifier. 
They can be applied with low- 

I pressure, low-volume eprayera.

In the program, TD A also began 
operating its new Pesticide Resi­
due I.abor*tory in Brenhsm in 
October, 1969, with the primary 
purpose o f testing crops for harm­
ful residue. White’s agency also

Oil solutions are ready for use 
and may contain from a half to 
10 percent active ingredients.

Granulated materials are ready 
to use insecticides in or on par­
ticles o f a carrier. They are useful 
for controlling soil insects

Aerosols and spray bomba pro­
duce a fine mist or a coarse spray. 
Fine mists, aerosols, are uned to 
control flying insects and the 
coarse spray bomba for leaving a 
residue o f the inaecticide.

In addition, baits, insecticide- 
fertiliser mixturea, insecticide- 
herbicide mixtures and moth­
proofing agents are some o f the 
special formulations available.

Regardless o f  tiie form o f the 
insecticticide used, Hooaer em­
phasised the need for following 
label directions to the letter and 
using them only fo r  the purpose 
stated on the labeL A ll should be 
stored out o f reach o f children.
