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F. U. Pres. Says Administration Farm 
Bill Could Cost Texas Farmers Billions
Th« insistence o f the Nixon Ad­

ministration on dropping mean­
ingful parity from the farm bill 
could cost Texas feed grain pro­
ducen a total o f $50.4 million in 
the next three years i f  it becomes 
law. Jay Ñaman, president o f 
Texas Farmen Union said in a 
speech recently.

.Maman said the bill’s provision 
to limit the support for corn to 
$1.S6 per bushel, and comparable 
levels for irrain sorghum and bar­
ley, will cost Texas farmers $10 
million the first year, $16.» mil­
lion the second year, and $23.6 
million the thinl year— a total o f 
$50.4 million. These figure» rep­
resent the difference between the 
flat ($1.35 i>er bushel for corn) 
auppcrt and 75 per cent o f parity 
which was provided in the farm 
bill passed by the Senate.

“ .\t a time when the farmers 
o f our state are already hurting 
ns a result o f low prices and ris­
ing costs, this reduction in income 
is sn extremely serious matter," 
Ñaman said.

“ The Farmers Union fought 
hard for higher income protection 
for feed grains producers," na- 
man said. “ And in the Senate, 
the bill was amended to provide 
for 75 per cent o f parity or $1.36

Now is the time to plan farm 

operations to include parallel ter­
races for next year’s crop, accord­
ing to Royce Frisbie, Conserva­
tion technician.

Many farmers in the Hall-Chil- 
dreaa Soil and Water Conserva­
tion District have already made 
these plans with assistance from 
the Soil Conservation Service o f 
Hall County.

The parallel terrace construc­
tion season is already underway 
with completion o f seven miles on 
the Mack Richards farm wven 
miles welt o f Memphis; 4.4 miles 
completed and three miles plsn- 
ne<i for construction on the Bill 
.Miller farm two miles southwest 
of Memphis; and 2.1 miles on the 
I. B. Byars farm four mllea 
northwest o f luikeview.

Parallel terraces can increase 
crop yields and reduce farming 
operation cost. This is done as the 
new parallel terraces are designed 
to eliminate unnecessary point 
rows and to allow for an even dis­
tribution o f water for plant use. 
.Aa a result, farming operation 
costs are cut. moisture is more 
evenly distributed, and stream 
and air pollution is reduced to u 
minimum.

in a species, only a few may be 
resistant to a pesticide, but these 
few survive s »»»rsying. reproduce 
and paaa this re*i*taiiee *o their 
offspring."

According to Singleton, by the 
process o f natural selection, the 
insects will became alH.>»*t totally 
immune to pesticides, necessitat­
ing a change in pesticides and 
larger doaoa.

Because o f this, tnsecta may 
evaatually win out. and man will 
have dangerously polluted his en­
vironment while helping the ui- 
sorts to win, said Singleton. And, 
sinre peeticidao aiKeraety affect 
the natural enemies ftf maerta, the 
predators which have kept inserts 
in check for milliuns o f years may 
cease to exist.

USDA Sec. Hardin Speaks On Cotton 
Future To Int’l. Advisory Committee
At the u|>«ning **Hion uf the 

29th Planary Meeting o f the In­
ternational Cotton Advisory Uora- 
mittee in Washington, D. C., in 
inid-Octolwr, Secretary o f A gri­
culture C lifford M. Hardin under­
lined the Importance o f cotton to 
farm livelihood in this country, 
according to Ijirry  B. Roger*, 
county executive director, Hal' 
County ASCS.

Believing that Secretary Har­
din’s remarks on the cotton indus­
try will be o f interest to local 
cotton grower* and other* aaaoci- 
ated with the induatry, the ABC’S 
director provided the following ex- 
cerpta from Hardin'* speech;

"W hile cotton may not bulk as 
large in total U. S. agricultural 
production as in some countrie*, 
cotton is just as important to 
farm livelihood and to regional 
economies in the United States as 
it is in other sections o f the 
world.

“ Cotton ia an important crop in 
12 o f our 50 Htates. In four o f 
them it provides one-fourth or 
more o f total receipts from the 
marketing o f farm crops.

“ In the central part o f the cot­
ton belt— where 60 per cent of 
the crop is produced— one-third 
o f the crop production work force 
is emi-loyed in cotton.

“ The estimated investment in 
the U. S. cotton industry— in 
land, machinery, equipment, sup­
plies— is in the neighborhood o f 
$20 billion.

“ So it is natural— and projier 
— that the United State* t* con­
cerned about the cotton farmer 
and hi* riiility to make a living—  
just aa every other cotton grow­
ing country represented on this 
comirittee.

"W e  are concerned that cotton 
ha* been in trouble and continues 
to he in trouble— worldwide a* 
well as in the U. S. We all know 
that cotton ia not sharing in the 
impreasive growth o f the textile 
maikct.

"The hard fact is that cotton’s 
share o f this expanding market 
has dropped from 65 per cent to 
less than 60 per cent in the recent 
past.

“ In simple terms, cotton— a 
fiber unmatched by any other, na­
tural or man-made—-has been 
out-researched, out-promoted, and 
outsold by man-made fiber*.

" I t  is unrealistic, 1 think, to 
expert that cotton can «ve r match 
the huge sums speiit by man- 
madea on research and promotion. 
But it is realistic to expect that 
by working together, with wise 
use o f the resource* snrailablo, 
•nd with a sharing o f  problems

and burden*, the cotton 
can reduce the widening g,p ^  
tween syntheUc* and cotton, o# 
which so many million» 
fo r a living.

"IV ice, o f course, is ,  „uci»l 
factor— not only in the nurk,t 
place, where it largely determin« 
sales, but in the cotton field 
where the farmer must m,.pt i.:' 
f l e n s e *  and feed his family wit* 
the return he geu from his 
mg operaUon.

“ This means that supplii-, mu,t 
be balanced to provide the oro 
ducer with a fair return for hii'l 
cotton at a price thnt will mov,
It on the markets of the wô d 
Thu is no easy challenge, a, ,n 
o f us here can testify.

"From the producer’s *Und. 
point, world cotton prices the la, 
year or two have not been attrac­
tive, although the recent upturn 
ha* improved the situation. How- 
ever, with competition from man­
made fibers, there is no future for 
cotton at a high price - either in 
the short run or the long nm 
Cotton pays a penally for high 
prices in shifu to man-mades- 
markets do not seem to come back 
no matter what the subsequent 
price.

"Th is tuggesU to me that (he 
future o f cotton, while it depend, 
on research and promotion, yes, 
defiends even more on the ability 
o f the producing countries todiift 
their thinking from gross produc­
tion to efficient low cost produc­
tion.

"The key question should be; 
How can we have a prosperou, 
domestic cotton economy at price, 
that are competitive the world 
over?

“ No matter how important cot­
ton may be to a national econ­
omy, the ba.sic planners must 
think first not of how to grow 
more cotton, but rather how to 
grow and market cotton more e(- 
Hciently and sell it in competition 
with other fibers.

"You will be discussing thew 
problems this week, and next The 
United States is pleased to parti­
cipate once again, because we in­
tend to continue to produce cot­
ton, and to continue to work 
within the cotton family as a reli­
able producer for world markets.”

On Tractor

A rear-view mirror on the farm 
tractor can save lives on the high 
way and help the operator do 
more and h<>tter work in the field.

Many motorists, points out 
('our.ty Apent \V. B. Ilooser, have 
found themselves in a difficul 
spot because a tractor driver did- 
not know what was happening be­
hind him. The addition o f a roar 
view mirror can change this situa­
tion, orabling the trurtor driver 
to know at all times c f  approach- 
mjr traffic from the rear.

The County agent believe* every 
farm tractor should be equipped 
with a rear view mirror, not only 
for safety purposes, but also as an 
aid to field work. And, he adds, 
if the traetar and/or equipment 
must be moved on highways that 
one o f the slow moving emblems 
be installed.

A rear view mirror aids in view­
ing the operation of a trailing 
machine or equipment in the field. 
It makes the work easier and per­
mits the dr ver to face forward 
at all times. This makes for a 
better job and gi cater safety.

“ It is rather difficult to do a 
good job o f tractor driving while 
looking backwards. The addition 
o f a roar view mirror can correct 
this situation and it could save a 
life— maybe yours," Hooser said.
