The breakdown of the sor- 
»hum’s plant material by its own 
enzymes results in prussic acid 
poisonin» for the animals which 
eat the plant material. I>r. John 
C. Rea»or, toxicolo»ist for the 
Texas Veterinary Medical IMa»- 
nostic I>aboratury, sayt. The ac­
tual a»rnt causin» death is hydro- 
»en rianide, the same chemical 
used in state »as chemliers for 
executions, he adds,

"There are two times durin» 
which iioisunin» occurs,”  Dr. Ken- 
Kt>r explained. "A fter frost, where 
there is damu»e to the plants, hi»h 
levels o f hydro»en rynni(<e arc 
Very common in the pl-int.s.

"The second case is when plants 
perk up and be»in fa-̂ t »rowth 
after a very droulhy period dur- 
ii i»  which the plants have been 
burned up.”

The hydro»en cyanide is very 
volatile and therefore stays in thi 
plants for only a very short time, 
hut while it is present, animals^ 
must l>e kept o ff the pasture, h 
said.

“ Usually, i f  a severe outbreak 
occurs, cows exhibitin» symptom.- 
when the veterinarian is called, 
'̂ '11 dead before he can ar- 

'r ive ,’ ’ Dr. Rea»or said, " l ie  will 
probably be able to save only 
those which are still breathin» 
after he arrives.”

Hay that is improperly cured 
can also present prussic acid poi­
sonin» problems for a short time, 
Dr. Bea»or noted addin» that the 
blood o f poisoned animalb will 
be cherry red.

Dr. Rea»or also ur»ed farmers 
to be on the lookout for nitrate 
poisonin» that m.xy occur durin» 
the late fall on winter pastures 
when there is a lot o f cloudy wf". 
ther.

“ The plants, instead of »rowioK 
and chun»ir>» nitrates into protein, 
just accumulate the nitrates,”  Dr. 
Uea»or said. “ Animals must al o 
he taken o ff these pastures until 
the plants h-ive had a chance to 
»row  .and convert the nitrates to 
protein.

Dr. Kea»or noted that the blood 
o f animals that have died from ni 
trate poisonin» will be chocolate 
brown, just th* opoaite from tho.-.

j dichlorobenzene (PD B ) crystals 
in a band around the trunk o f 
the tree.

-All leaf material and »rasa 
should be cleaned out and the soil 
loosened in an area o f one foot 
from the tree trunk. The PDB 
rry.stals are then placed in a nar- 

)  row circular band or shallow 
j trench about two inches from the 
I trunk o f the tree. This band is 
j then covered with soil, free of 
' leaf or »raas trash, and the soil ii 
mounded around the trunk so as 
to form a cone-shaped pile about 
six inches hi»h. Avoid pushin» any 
o f the F’DB crystals a»ainst the 
tree since crystals in contact 
with the tree will cause injury.

The mound of soil should be 
raked away from the tree in the 
early sprin». Failure to do thi* 
may result in injury to the tree 

The amount o f P1»B crystals to 
l>e applied will vary with the a»e 
o f the tree. For two and three 
year old trees, use one-half ounce 
o f crystals; for four and five year 
old trees, use three-quarters oz. 
o f crystals and for mature trees, 
use one ounce o f crystals
