Texas lawmakers, unable to stand the pressure of demands 
for more state services on the one hand and the resistance of 
taxpayers on the other, have surrendered their courage in 
favor of an easier way out.

It takes courage to be fiscally responsible. It means saying 
‘ ‘no" to a lot of groups of people. It si easier to figure out 
some way to say “ yes’ ,

The leaders of state government have endorsed a $185 
million bond proposition for eight institutions of higher learn-1 
ing. This money will pay for two new medical schools, one at j 
Houston and one at Lubbock. University of Texas campuses, 
at San .Antonio and Odessa, UT dental school in S;in .Antonio 
and UT nursing schools in San Antonio and El Paso.

This $185 million bond proposal is going to cost Texas 
taxpayers twice that by the time the bonds are paid off, be­
cause interest boosts the total to $370 million.

And the lawmakers propose that these bonds will be retired 
by tuition only from students in tlie University of 1 exas system 
and Texas Tech. VI hy the students in these universities should 
pay for new schools benefiting all of T exas remains a big 
mystery. Certainly it is unfair.

If Texas needs these universities, the logical course to pur-, 
sue is to dig down and pay for them with tax money spread 
over all the state and not just a small group of college stu­
dents and their parents.

Texas lawmakers are hunting for new money these days. , 
They want to borrow what they can and let future legislatures 
figure out how to pay off the debt. Thus far they have bor-| 
rowed from the Teacher Retirement Fund to pay welfare 
claimanats and have their sights on the $1.4 billion in the state 
highway fund, diverting this to other uses rather than to build ; 
and maintain highways. j

future than it is to screw down the tax press on Texas tax-j 
payers right now. I
