Cslllem sn Warned Poisoning
Livestock produt i-rs in Hall 

County are cautioned to keep a 
close watch on all rattle grazing 
on small grain pastures as nitrate 
poisoning many occur. The pro­
blem is especially [irevalent dur­
ing fieriods of cool, cloudy weat­
her as heve been rommon recen­
tly, says County Agricultural A- 
gent W. B. Hooser.

Higher nitrate conditions are 
more common in Hants during 
such weather conditions. At the 
same time, grazing animals tend 
to lose more energy during cooler 
weather and are therefore more 
susceptible to nitrate poisoning.

Hooser explains that producers 
can take cerUtin steps to mini­
mize the risk of nitrate poison­
ing in the livestock;

1. Feed a high energy ration 
before placing cattle on small 
grain pastures. This will provide 
the animals with energy as well 
as inhibit a rapid intake of plant 
material over a short period of 
time. A mixture of grain and mo­
lasses should provide the needed 
energy.

2. Observe closely all cattle on 
small grain pastures. A veterina­
rian should he calk*d at the first 
sign.s of illness. Karly treatment 
is necessary to keep affected ani­
males from dying. Other animals 
in the herd should be moved from

the pasture and fed supplemen­
tary rations until the su^>ected 
forage can be teifted.

3. Forage samples may he sent 
to the Texas Veterinay Medical 
Diagnostic I.4iboratory at Texas 
A4.M University to he tested for 
Nitrate content. This service can 
help producers decide when pas­
tures can be safely grazed.

Leaf Rust On Wheat
I.«eaf rust is infecting some of 

the fall out crop in Hall County, 
reports Hall County Agricultural 
Agent, W. B. Hooser.

The rust is visible as red or 
orange cirular pustules occurr­
ing mainly on the leaves of the 
plant. The pustules contain spores 
that can be spread by the wnnd 
to other areas to intensify the 
disease development.

According to Hoo.ser, leaf rust 
develops when windborn sfKirts 
invade an urea where conditions 
are favorable for the develop­
ment of the disease. Warm moist 
wt other (7'J to HO degrees F. and 
a relative humidity of 96 to 100 
per cent) favors rapid devclope- 
ment of the disease.

Where leaf rust is prevalent in 
oats, the best practice is to graze 
the <rop closely to remove in­
fected forage, advt.<es Hooser. The 
regrowrth should not become in­
fected during periods of cool 
weather.

Certain fungicides are effi-ctive 
in controlling the disease hut 
most of these are not cleared for 
use. Furthermore, the cost in­
volved in frequent applications 
would be prohibitive.
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Hooser encourages producers 

to select varieties next year that 
have some resistance to the dise­
ase. Most commercial varieties 
have resistance to certain strains 
o f the fungus hut none are re­
sistant to all. Variety selection 
based upon consistent superior 
iKTfornmnce in a given area is 
the best approach to combating 
the disease, adds Hooser.

Despite the recession, the aver­
age local family is approaching 
the end o f the year with a record 
amount o f cash and other savings 
tucked sway.

The net result is that there 1» 
a treasure trove o f additional 
buying power waiting in the 
wings.

The bulk of it is being held 
back by consumers to await mor«’
