 ̂ Sanders led over the state by 
a 62 percent margin over Yar­
borough, in a aecond primary race 
which be almost did not get into, 
as the veteran Yarbortiuih almost 
received 50 per cent in the first 
primary.

Bri.scoe’s margin of vickory was 
1,099,993 votes to 8»7,665 for 
Mrs. F'arenthold.

Hall County voters, in the Lt. 
Governor’s race, favored Wayne 
Connally 952 to 510, but state­
wide, Bill Hobby won the nomina- 
tam 1,091,105 to 848,192.

In the Comptroller’s race. Cal­
vert led Hall County and over the 
state. Calvert received 918 votes 
to Wilson’s 473 in this county, 
and 976,490 to 753,291 over the 
state.

Precinct Fi(ure(
In the District Attorney’s race 

John Deaver carried all the Hall 
County voting precinct boxes: 
Memphis 1 and 13 563 to 364;
F]gtelline 97 tx> 72; Turkey 96 to 
89; I-akeview 72 to 52: and Ab­
sentee 49 to 37.

The largest total vote figure 
was in the district attorney’s race 
in Hall Couny as 1490 votes were 
tabulated in this race, as com ­
pared with 1479 in the Governor’s 
race.

Over the state, the 1972 second 
primary of the Democratic Party 
attracted iwore voters than any 
Hither second primary ever held in 
this state, reports indicate.

II one thing was clear in the 1972 primary elections, vo­
ters in this state in the majority went for candidates with suc­
cessful business reputations more t-o than those with political 
careers.

The election of Dolph Briscoe as Democratic nominee for 
Governor, who almost carried Hall County by a four to one 
margin, and the nomination of Bill Hobby, publisher of the 
Houston Post, as Lieutenant Governor, are examples of this 
preference for businessmen candidates.

For Dolph Briscoe, the Uvalde rancher and banker, the 
big step to Democratic Party nomination for Governor came 
after he had unsuccessfully run for the office in past years.

He took his place as a reformer while serving in the leg­
islature in the ‘50s. He intr9duced the resolution demanding 
an investigation of the V' êtejans Land Board. As a result, a 
major scandal was unearthed, one state official went to pri­
son. Although Dolph Briscoe was unsuccessful in past races, 
he was able to build his successful organization for the 1972 
race. Briscoe led the Hall County* balloting in the first pri­
mary by an impiessive margin. hat Other Editors Say

Barefoot Sanders is a former State legislator, U. S. Dist­
rict Attorney for North Texas, assistant attorney general and 
legislative advisor to LBJ, end got his campaign rolling to­
ward the end of the period before the first primary. Several 
of the state's largest newspapers came out for Barefoot San­
ders and bluntly stated that he is well qualified to step up 
the U. S. Senate. These newspapers also pointed out that 
Ralph Varbozough would be 74 years old at the end of the 
term if he was elected.

Citizens Of Hall 
Spend $296,000 
For Cigarettes

NKW YORK Compared with 
people in other sections o f the 
country, how much are Hall Coun­
ty residents smoking these days?

To what extent, if any, has the 
ban on cigarette oonimercials by 
broiidcas stations, in effect since 
January, 1971, altered their con­
sumption during the past year?

According to the various sur­
veys and reports, the big decrease 
that was expected never materi­
alized. People went on smoking 
just al>out as before.

Nationally, as a matter o f fact, 
no Isee than 5.55 billion cigarettes 
were snisiked in the past year. 
This was an increase o f nearly 
three per cent over 1970, accord­
ing to the Department o f Agri­
culture.

These findings are echoed by 
the Tobacco Tax Council, an in­
dustry group. Its figures show 
that consumption rose four parks 
per capita in the year.

The conclusion reached is that

the number o f yioung people who 
liave taken up smoking more than 
offsets the number o f older i>eo- 
ple who have quit.
?Cigarette sales in Hall County 
amounted to approximately 632- 
0UÜ packs last year, according to 
a breakdown o f regional totals 
iei»orted by industry sources.

In terms o f the local popula­
tion over age 18, this was equal 
to 167 packs per person.

In the United States as a whole, 
by way o f comparison, the aver­
age was 2U2 packs and, in the 
West South Central States, 172.

Those are the figures for cig- 
uretes sold through legitimate 
channels, involving the payment 
of Federal and state taxes.

Not included, however, is the 
considerable quantity o f cigaret­
tes that are being botlegged to 
evade payment o f the taxes which 
have now reached an average o f 
19 cents per pack, nationally.

Smoking has become a more 
exiiensive habit, as a result. It 
cost residents o f Hall County an 
estimated $296,000 in the past 
year, or approximately $78 per 
smoker.

The recent increase in cigarette 
ounsumption is attributed in part 
to the alisence o f  the anti-smok- 
ing commercials that warned o f  
the health dangers invilved. They 
dropped o f f  sharply when the ban 
on the broadcasting o f smoking 
advertisements went into effect.

While vegetation helps sustain 
life, some common plants, treea 
and shrubs are |H>tential killers, 
»ays the Texas State Department 
o f Health.

We eat herbs and the fruits, 
leaves and roots of many plants 
in our daily diet, but some plants 
we deliberately cultivate are 
deadly.

To the average person, the 
term “ poisonous plant”  usually 
brings to mind visions o f poisoii 
ivy, or some similar plant that 
poisons or irritates upon con­
tact. But most poisonous plants 
are harmful only when they are 
eaten.

In fact more than 700 species 
o f plants in the ’ 'nited States 
are known to have caused death 
or illness. Every year about 12,-
000 children in this country chew 
or swallow potentially poisonous 
plants. A stiidv conducted several 
yeai.s ap:o revealed that 10 per 
cent o f all child poisonings were 
cau.sed fixim eating toxic plant? 
— yet -iver half o f the parents 
were unaware o f the dange"s of 
the plants. Eighty-five per cent 
o f all poisoning cases involving 
poisonous plants involve young
1 hildren.

It is difficult to believe that 
one leaf o f the graceful piinset- 
tia could kill a child, or that tea 
made from mistletoe berries ha.-- 
killed adults. Who would exi>ect 
that the beautiful oleander bush 
— grown indoors and outdoors al' 
over the country-—contains a 
deadly heart stimulant, similar to 
the drug digitalis? So powerful 
IS this poison that a single leal 
o f an oleander can kill a child. 
And many people have died mere­
ly from eating steaks speared on 
oleander twigs and roasted ovei 
a fire.

It's easy to be deceived by the 
plants, for one part may be edi­
ble while another is poisonous 
All parts o f the buttercup, pho- 
dodendrum, and laurel are harm­
ful. In other plants, only certain 
parts are toxic. \ classic example 
is the rhubarb which has a per­
fectly edible stalk, but the leaf 
contains a deadly poison.

In the strict sense o f the word, 
poison ivy and its cousins are not 
ready poisonous. They contain no 
poisonous substances and are 
termed “ allergens”  because, like 
goldenrod, they affect only pier- 
tons who are allergic to them. But 
.'Ver 50 pier cent o f those who 
handle these plants will develop 
mild to severe dermatitis, or skin 
irritation.

A free leaflet on common po­
isonous plants is available from 
the State Health Department up>- 
on written request.

The “ pioisonous'* plants do con­
tain toxic agents which cau cause 
direct harm when in contact with 
the skin or absorbed by the body. 
Poisonous saps and juices o f the 
plants cause severe irritation on
