As lar as the here and now ot it is concerned, cotton farmers 

viewed President Nixon’s first act on the commodity front since 
the election with just about the same reaction aa they did the 
continumK snowfall which has kept them from harvesting one 
of the beat cotton crops in two decades; the same reaction as 
a jilted suitor, or the victim of some G reek tradegy.

Farm ers are more accustomed to accepting the antica of 
Mother Nature, providing a bountiful crop, then making it a l­
most impossible to harvest, or breaking drouths with floods. 
But to farmers who have just supported the President and his 
administration, following the U S D A ’s advice to raise more 
cotton issued only nine months before, then see a complete 
about face, it la understandable why farmers feel jilted.

Farmers are now being informed that next year, things will 
not be good, l l ie i r  acreage allotments will be cut. their govern­
ment checks will be sliced, and LiSDA will not raise the price 
support on cotton, even though the world market price on the 
average for the last two years has climbed to 24  cents per 
pound. T h e  support pnce will remain at 19.5 cents per pound.

Farm ers had hoped that the long battle of increased pro­
duction costs and static on declining prices for cotton was 
just about over, as last year's cotton prices were up for the 
first time in many years, the demand for cotton was exceeding 
the supply. But Mother Nature helped farmers grow a bumper 
cotton crop this year; so .Nixon'a Administration followed the 
logical course of selecting a program which will benefit the 
cotton trade at the expense of cotton producers, using the old 
story of over production vs. demand as justification for this 
course pf action.

The most disappointing aspect of the announcement to co t­
ton producers was why the 197 3 cotton loan would not be 
raised from the 1972 level of 19.5 cents per pound.

"It IS  beyond our understanding that the Secretary of Agri­
culture would leave the U. S. cotton loan seven cents a pound 
or more below the average market price," said Ray Jo e  Riley 
of Hart, president of the Lubbock-based Plains Cotton G row ­
ers. Inc.

n>e average market price for middling-inch cotton for the 
|N7i) and 1971 marketing years was determined by U SD  A to 
be about 2h 5 eei#« Current law provides tllat the U. S. loan 
shall be set at 9U per cent of that average, except that the S e c ­
retary may adjust the figure downward if he deems it necssary 
to keep U S. Cotton prices competitive.

It was under this latter authority that Secretary Elari Butz 
announced the 197 3 loan at 19.5 cents, less than 74 per cent 
of the world market price average

The m ajor worry is what effect all this will have on cotton’a 
future in the world market plate and in meeting competition 
with man-made fibers.

Register With 
Selective Service

AUSTIN— Colonel Melvin N.
Giants, the State Director of 
Selective Service for Texaa, has 
again reminded young men of 
their obligation to register with 
Selective Service within 30 days 
of their ISth birthday.

Giants stressed that the re- 
«lUirement to register will con­
tinue in full e ffec t whether the 
all-voluntary military force Ik»- 
conic« a reality or not. Kver> 
native born and »-i ddent-nlien 
young man are required to pre­
sent himself for registration from 
30 dayi. before to '10 days after 
his Isth  birthday. If for any rea­
son, a young man has failed to re­
gister he should do ao immediately 
to escape the penalty of Kede 
ral law.

Failure to regl.^ter may result 
in a fine imprisonment, or both, 
under provisions of the Military 
Selective Service .Act.
