Vote Tues. On Constitutional Amendments

Poll* will be open in all fdur of Hall County’» communities. 
Memphis, Elatelline, Turkey and Lakeview, and voters can cast 
their ballots on nine proposed constitutional smendmenta 
Tuesday. Nov. 6.

Some are asking, "why should we vote if we are going to 
have a new constitution in Texas?”  as we see it. the day haan t 
arrived when Texas is guaranteed to have a new constitution. 
This re-wriling of the old state constitution may take years and 
years and this state must go on revising and changing the old 
one until it happens.

Several of the amendments on the ballot are really important 
and deserve a fair shake at the polls come Tuesday. One of 
these is Amendment No. 9. This is an amendment which would 
amend the Texas Constiution to authorize the legislature to 
exempt certain water supply coiporation* and cooperative* 
from property tax on certain facilities. Rural Texans need a 
good supply of water. The development of rural Texas is of 
benefit to the entire state. Water ia necessary to the develop­
ment of rural Texas and is being furnished by non-profit Rural 
Ml'ater Corporation* which need as much help as they can get. 
Other similar water system* are not taxed and rural water cor­
porations need the same advantage to keep I exas going.

Proposition No. 8 on the November 6 ballot relate* to the 
ad valorem tax rate a city may levy to pay principal and in­
terest on It* bonded indebtedness. Proposition 8 deals with 
the method of setting limits on municipal indebtedness, rather 
than with the limits themselves. Substituting a statutory limi­
tation in lieu of the present constitutional limitations on munici­
pal debt will save city taxpayers millions of dollars in future 
municipal bond interest cost*. This amendment is complex in 
nature, but generally, it would give the Legislature authority 
to fix the debt limit tor Texas cities as i* already the case with 
respect to school districts. The Legislature ha* fixed the debt 
limit for school districts at 10 per cent of the assessed valua­
tion of taxable property, and Proposition No. 8 say* that un­
less the Legislature prescribe* a different limit, then the debt 
limit for cities shall be the same a* for school districts. School 
bonds have a far better interest rate than do municipal bonds 
under present regulations. In times like these, when interest 
rates even under ideal condition* are intolerably high, the pro­
visions of this amendment are sorely needed.

No. 7 on the ballot deals with Veterans' Land Fund. The 
American L«X*on \ar T n a s  is strongly in favof of this ^mend- I 
ment ty coiMinue n> aid veterans, to purchase lA d throdMS the | 
Veteran's Land Program The total $400 million of bonds and i 
obligations, which the Texas Constitution now authorizes has! 
already been isaued The proposed amendment makes such an I 
authorization in the amount of an additional $100  million of I 
bonds and obligation* which may be sold '  i

No. 6 would grant the district court the general jurisdiction | 
of a probate court in addition to the «diction otherwise] 
conferred on it by law m probate proceedings. Thi« would ! 
streamline the (udicial process by adjusting probate jurisdic- j 
tion to either the district court or the County court, or both ' 
courts, by local general law, to serve the needs of this area. i

Amendment iNo. 5 has to do with counties and cities bor- i 
dermg on the Ĉ ulf of Vlexico and has little bearing on this 
part of the state.

Amendment No 4 require* notice and approval or disap­
proval by cities and counties of the creation of conservation 
and reclamation dialricts. Since this area already has these 
districts established, it has little bearing here.

Amendment No. 3 would extend the $3 ,000  ad valorem 
tax exemption to the homestead of unmarried adult*.

Amendment No 2 would include within the scope of home­
stead protection the real property of a single adult which meets 
the other requirements of homestead property, and to provide 
that a family homstead may not be abandoned without con­
sent of both spouaes.

Amendment No. I is the big one. which would provide for 
annual regular seaaions of the legislature, and to provide an 
annual salary of $15 .000 and a per diem allowance of $ I 8 for 
member* of the legislature If Texas is to have good represent­
atives and senator*, the salary of these men must be adequate 
to finance their need*, otherwise they will be more prone to 
receive financial help from special interest groups. W e are 
recommending the passage of this amendment, both the an­
nual sessions and the salary raises

What Other Editors Say
Nuclear Powvr

Over tha next 30 vears the 
United States is expected to con­
sume more energy than it ha* 
since the Mayflower landed. Put 
another way, by the year 2000, 
our consumption o f energy srill 
have tripled over what it it today.

This is the long-term "energy,”  
as opposed to the current one in­
volving shortages o f ga-oline and 
heating oil.

Where is all this energy going 
to come from? The mathematic* 
o f the situation are simple, ac­
cording to many industry ob­
servers.

The United States consumes 4') 
per tent o f the world’s energy 
sources, yet has only 22 per rent 
o f the w)rld's gas and 7 per cent 
of it’s Oil reservra.

At the same time. p<iint out 
Jehn P. Fannritis, executive vice 
presiiirnt o f Struthers Well* 
Corp., which designs and manu­
facturers heat exchangers and ot­
her ri|uipment for both fossil fue 
and nuclear installations, the 
United States has nearly 40 per 
cent o f the world's natural 
uranium resource*.

The combination o f insuf­
ficient oil and gas supplies and 
plentiful reserves o f uranium, he 
»aid, "is a most compelling rea­
son for tha United States to go 
predominately to nuclear power.”

Today, the 29 nuclear plants 
in operation in the United States

tupply ieas than two per cent 
o f our total electricity. The A-
tomic Energy Commivion (AEC) 
estimates that the number of 
plants could approach the 1000 
mark by the end o f the century 
and account for 46 to 60 per 
cent o f all our generated power.

It ia also conceivable that half 
o f these plants could be "fast 
breeder”  nuclear reactors.

The fast breeder nuclear reac­
tor b  a unique source o f  energy. 
In the process o f  generating 
power to produce electricity. It 
achieves a breeding gain —  that 
is, it mnkes more fuel than it 
vses.

What that mean* is that the 
amount o f fisrionahle material 
within the reactors could be 
«•ouhled in five to eight years, 
.'«ince demand for electricity

Yet according to a re­
port by University o f California 
experit, the public health risks 
from nuclear power plants are 
•nialler than from oil-fired plants.

Based on an eight-month, 
nvsiuatioii o f oil-fired a n d  
nuclear plants in urban settings 
Irst year, the report concluded 
that the risk from either type of 
plants is roughly comparable to 
the hazards to which the public 
is exposed by uncontrollable 
natural events, such as being 
»truck by lightning or being hit- 
ten by a venomous animal.

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Conservation District Directors 
Meet In Childress On October 17
The October meeting of the 

Directors o f the Hsil-Childress 
Soil snd Water Conservation Dis­
trict wss held in Childress on 
October 17 at the Agriculture 
Building. Chairman Mack Rich­
ards announced that George 
Foard o f Community Center had 
been re-elected as the District 
Director for Zone 5. This tone 
covers the southeast portion of 
Childress County.

The Directors discussed a pro­
posed change in the work areas 
for the Childress and Memphis 
field offices of the Soil Conserva­
tion Service. In the past, the 
Childress Field Office o f the STS 
has serviced all o f Childress 
County except the northwest por­
tion and has in addition, servic­
ed the south east portion of Hall 
County and the portion o f Cot­
tle County north o f the Pease 
Kiver.

The Memphis Field Office of 
the SCS has serviced all o f Hall 
County except the southeast poe­
tic n as well as the northwest 
corner o f Childress County.

This plan has, over the years, 
resulted in less driving for both 
the farmers and ranchers involv­
ed with soil conservation work 
and the SCS technicians giving 
them a.‘ sisUnce. Improved roads 
made this less important now.

Richards stated that effective 
Oct 2S, 1973 the work areas of 
the Childreas and Memphis Field 
Offices will be changed to the 
county line o f each county. Th«s 
means that the Childress Field 
Office o f the SCS will in the 
future furnish technical assis­
tance to Hall-Childreas Conrerva- 
tion District cooperators in Chil­
dress County. The Memphis Field 
Office o f the SCS will provide 
this assistance for those in Hall 
('cunty Farmers and Ranchers o f 
Cottle County that have received 
ass'stance from the Childress 
S<’ S office in the past will be 
served by the Paducah SCS Field 
('ffiee.

According to Richards, it is 
felt by some that this plan of 
county by county service will per­
mit more effective work to be 
done with future agriculture pro­
grams coming up.

Farm Bureau 
Has Positions 
On 2 Amendments

Farm Bureau has definite posi 
tionf on two of the nine proposed 
amendmenU to be voted on in the 
Nov. «  general election, according 
to Melvin Srygley of Memphis 
preaident o f  the Hall County 
Farm Bureau.

These are propoaitions No. l 
and No. 9, the county leader anid.

Amendment No. 1 provides for 
annual regular aessions of the 
Legialature and provide.^ for an 
annual salary o f $15,000 and a 
per diem allowance o f $|h for 
members o f  the liegislature.

Farm Bureau policy is againzt 
regular eesaiona, Srygley said. He 
added that the orgaidzatiun has 
no policy regarding legislator»’ 
salaries.

.Amendment No. 9 authorizes 
the I/egislature to exempt certain 
water supply corporations and 
cooperatives from the property 
tax on certain facilities.

Farm Bureau favors this s- 
mendment, the County Farm 
Bureau president said.

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Hall County Has Over 2,500 Miles Of 
Damaged Terraces From Heavy Rains

The Memphis Kidd Office of 
the Soil Conservution Service 
estiniates that over 2,600 miles of 
terraces in Hall County aie so 
(erverely dumatfed that restora­
tion will cost more than the 
uriKinal cost o f construction.

David Seitz o f the SCS stated 
that rains of up to six and eiirht 
inche» in a few hours on June I, 
1072 started the erosion problem 
by hreakinic terraces and other 
conservation measures. Seits al­
so stated that the June rain which 
washed out bndires, roads, streets, 
flooded homes, crops, destroyed

terraces, ard other conservation 
nteasuret- only started the pro­
blem. Since it was too late in the 
farminK season to do needed re­
pairs most Hall County farmers 
replanted their cropa and left the 
breaks in the terraces.

The broken terraces have since 
concentrated runoff from other 
rains in June, July and Auaust as 
well as September to mairnify the 
problems.

Douplas Cunninirham, Area 
Conservationist o f the SCS from 
I'ampa has stated that he will do 
what can to i:et additional funds

for the Great Plains Conserva- 
t’on Proprani in Hall County. The 
.oi^at 1‘lains Con.crvi.lio;i I’ro 
icrani (G IV P) is a federal pro 
Krani to cost share up to <*0 per 
cent o f the coat of constructing 
terraces, up to 80 per rent of the 
cost o f establishing permanent 
grasses, and 50 per cent o f the 
cost share o f fences, wells, and 
other measures to help distribute 
graxing o f livestock

Hall County Has 
14 Governmental 
Units In Use
NEvy YORK,( Oct. 27— How 

large is the governmental estab­
lishment in Hall County, com­
pared with that in other com­
munities across the country?

How many separate govern­
mental bodies have been set up to 
administer the affairs o f the local 
population?

According to a special survey 
conducted by the Census Bureau, 
there are more such agencies in 
operation locally than in most ot­
her areas.

f'he facts and figures are 
wought out in a 475-page report, 
jv'st released by the Department 
of Commerce, entitled “ Govern­
mental Organization." It is the 
firrt study of the kind since 1967.

Such data is compiled every 
five years to determine what it 
takes, in number and makeup o f 
governmental units, to provide 
residents of each community with 
school services, water supply,

ol'ce nnd fire protection, sanita­

tion, health and welfare needs 
and the many other required 
services.

In Hall County, it is shown, 
these functions are carried on 
through 14 governmental bodies, 
10 of which have property-taxing 
power. Ill 1967 there were 13.

A breakdown o f the total re­
veals that there are 4 municipal 
governments in the county, no 
township governments, 4 indepen­
dent school districts, the county 
government itself and 6 special 
districts.

In terms o f the population 
served, the number of these pub­
lic agencies is greater than in 
most localities, the survey shows, 
locally, there is one such agency 
for every 429 residents.

This compares with one for 
every 2,676 in the rest of the 
United States and with one for 
8,090 in the State of Texas.

Nationally, there were 78,269 
local governmental units in the 
country at the beginning of last 
year, a decrease o f 3,030 since 
1967.

The change came principally 
in te number o f independent 
school districts, which dropped 
from 21,782 to 16,782 in the 
period. The reductior was due.

for t ie  most part, to reorgania- 
tion and consolidation o f  dutricta.

On the other hand, the number 
o f special districts —  with func­
tions relating to bridges, toll 
roads, soil conservation, public 
housing and the like —  has been 
on the rise. They now total 23,- 
886, as against 21,264 in 1967.

Harvest time is growing near 

and it is time to think about re­
storing our land back to its peak 
production, according to Royce 
Krisbie of the Soil Conservation 
Service.

Severe damage ocoured to ter­
races and other conservation 
measres in Hall County during 
heavy rains in June and July. Ai

it was too late to repair these 
damages at that time, moat land 
uaera only smoothed out the 
breaks enough to get their equip­
ment in the fields and get crops 
planted.

Very few terraced fields es­
caped some type of damage. 
Some terraces need to be repair­
ed and some may need replacing. 
Anyone having any questions a- 
bout their land should stop by the 
Soil Conservation Office for as­
sistance.

The main objective o f the Soil 
Conservation Service is to “ Pro­
tect our «oils and other natural 
resources,”  quoted Frisbie.
