No Easy Answer

Lveryone in this area is well acquainted with the plight of 
the cattleman, and especially the cuttle feeder who has seen 
proBte turn into deficits under the crunch of lower fat cattle 
prices and higher feed costs.

But despite ail of the outcries about the situation, nobody 
seems to know what to do about it, at least not in a way that 
would be satisfactory to all.

Arbitrarily raising the price of fat cattle does not set well 
with consumers who know that these are likely to b« passed on, 
even though lower fat cattle prices don't seem to be reflected 
at the retail meat counter. |

Arbitrarily lowenng the cost of feed grain would generate 
quite an outcry from farmers who must now  ̂depend upon con* 
tinued high prices for grain in order to meet the increased costs 
of fertilizer, machinery, labor and everything else that goes in*. 
to its production. |

There might be a subsidy to the cattle induNtry, but the 
American taxpayer is not likely to have any of this because: 
such payments would come from tax money extracted from in* \ 
dividuals and corporations. >

The Texas and Southwestern Cattle Kaisers .Association met I 
last week in Fort Worth and passed a resolution disapproval 
of "intranperate protest acts such as the proposed wasteful 
destruction of hundreds of cattle ' in Stepf\envillc.

The resolution stated that in lieu of protest acts such as the 
aborted destruction of these cattle, other action should be 
taken.

These included prohibition of unrestricted meat imports, al* 
location of more funds for beef promotion, increased research 
efforts for the industry, fiscal responsibility at all levels of 
government and continued efforts to fight inflation so that the 
average consumer will have more disposable income.

These may get the job done. An official of the Texas Cattle 
Feeders told the local CowBelle organization much the same 
last month at a luncheon in Perryton. He called for more ef* 
fortdirected toward increasing beef consumption.

Home gardener* can also u*e 
farm-tested practices. Contouring 
rows and using U-rraces in a home 
garden shortens the slope ami re­
duces erosion. The contoured 
rows capture the soil particle 
that the raindrops knock loose
from the surface. Rotations __
moving plants around in th< 
garden —  can se-ne a.s a conser 
vation praelice and will also re 
ducc disease. And then are edible 
plants such as turnip greens that 
can be used as a protective win­
ter cover crop.

“ For the farmer, reduction of 
erosion starts with wise land use 
pla.nning,”  Gregory saiu. "A  con- 
scrvntion plan utilizing up-to date 
conservation methods is the farm 
i r ’s l^st l>«at for fell productioi 
and incone over the long term 
with the smallest loss of his basic 
roil reaource.’ ’

idea. Tlw flower* made from 
twine are brightly colored in 
dye lolutioot. They are surp^  
ingly easy to make, inexpensive 
and look like the expensive, 
imported ones you may find in 
stores.

SupplUt: Cream or light 
brown sisal or baling twine, 
liquid or powder Rit dye, fine 
and medium wire, green floral 
tape. Kissor*. wire cutter, old 
newspaper or paper towels

Gtiural Direciioms: Cut twine 
in about g inch lengths for each 
flower and unravel. Cut shoner 
lengths, about 4 to S inches, for 
each flower center; unravel. A 
wide tooth comb can be used to 
help unravel: discard tangled fi­
bers. Tie lengths loosely into 
bundles Using a small piece of 
twine. For each chosen color, 
prepare dye solutions by mix­
ing 1 tablespo«'n liquid dye or 
1 teaspoon powder dvc in one 
quart hot tap water. Submerge 
bundles in dye vduiiom for 
about 10 minutes or until color 
is as desired Dye flower cen­
ter bundles in contrasting col­

ors. Rinse in cool water and 
drain on paper towels.

Hhen dry, loop medium wire 
around center of a bundle of 4 
to 5 inch fiber lengths (cut 
wire twice the length desired 
for flower stem) and twist wire 
ends together. Fold twine ends 
together and secure by wrap­
ping around fine wire just 
above the loop. Trim twine 
flower center edges to desired 
length. Repeat for temaming 
flower centers.

Place longer lengths of dyed 
twine in a contrasting color 
evenly around a flower center 
and tic securely with fine wire. 
Trim edges; twnd and shape 
with fingers. Repeat for all 
flowers. To finish flowers, wrap 
with floral tape, beginning yust 
slightly above where wire is 
tied around the fibers and con­
tinuing until emirc stem is cov­
ered.

If it had to be paid otf all at 
once and If everyone in the 
country had to chip in an appro­
priate ahare to liquidate it, liall 
County’s contribution, baaed upon 
local population and income, 
would amount to $11,418,000.

Since there ia no plan to pay 
o ff the debt, o f course, it pre­
sents no immediate problem. What 
ia o f concern, however, is the 
huge amount of interest that 
must l>e paid on it annually.

The $30 billion that will be 
required during this fiscal year 
is second only to the cost of 
national defense, the budget 
shows.

Residents o f Hall County will 
be paying approximately $692,000 
toward these interest charges, in 
line with their normal share o f the 
cvemll tax load. Per local family, 
the average is $330.

The Federal debt has reached 
the point of being larger than the 
combined governmental debts of 
the rest o f the world, atcording 
to Congressman H. R. Gross of 
Iowa. It has risen more in the last 
five yeero alone than in the pre­
vious sixteen.

Responsibility for the growth, 
is attributed to deficit spending, 
year after year. The national 
government has grown so big that 
it takes $9,500 every second to 
keep it going.
