straight year.

The Rattlers defeated Claren­
don last year in Bi.District, but 
were then eliminated oy Hart in 
Regional competition.

One fan possibly summed up 
the Stinnett team by saying the 
Rattlers in 1974 are as tough as 
they were in 1973, except they 
don’t have Dennis Cobb, possibly 
the state’s best Class A quarter, 
baik last year.

Stinnett is rankl'd ninth in the 
state in Harris Polls, with a 
power rating o f 117.

respectively.

Stinnett is noted for a stubborn 
team defense, centered around 
Center Linebacker Ross Dodson, 
195 pounder.

One comparison o f how good 
a job LB Dodson does on defense 
was, "what Kenneth King was 
for Clarendon’s offense, Ross 
Dodson is for Stinnett’s defense.”

The Rattlers on offense have 
been ground oriented most o f the 
season, but they often pass for 
TDs, averaging 5.5 passes per 
game with two completions of 
these.

The Rattlers have eight players 
who start both ways, as they play 
13 to 14 players in crucial games. 
Memphis, o-n the other hand, plays 
17 to 18 players in starting rolls.

Sizewise, and speedwise, the 
teams are about equal, but stin. 
nett has an edge in play-off game 
experience.

Many feel the matchup between 
Stinnett and Memphis is a draw. 
Harris gives Memphis a 6 poiont 
edge while it is expected that the 
Amarllo Daily News will give the 
favorite nod to Stinnett.
