OPERATION DEAD LAMB

The dead lamb or kid you

‘£find in your pasture may welil

hold the answer to the eagle

depredation controversy that

is now going on, according to
Bill Schneemann, president of
the Texas Sheep and Goat Rais-
ers' Association. We recognize
that the lack of information as

to the actual depredating habits

of the golden eagle is certainly
hurting the sheep and goat
producers at this time. The
only way this information can

be obtained is for an authority
to have the opportunity to

post mortem these baby animals
and actually determine what
caused their death.

The TS&GRA is proposing
that all sheep and goat pro-
ducers in the State of Texas who
have suspected golden eagle
kills to put these small animals
in a plastic -bag and put them
in the deep freeze. Regional
centers will be designated
where these frozen specimens
can be taken. Collection will
be made from these centers, and
the lambs and kids will all be
taken to San Angelo Research
and Extension Center where the
lambs will be posted by Dr. Bart
O'Gara of the University of
Montana - Dr. O'Gara is one of
the few recognized authorities
on golden eagles who has the
ability to determine as to how
the lamb or kid was killed and

if it was killed by golden eagle.

Until we have such information,
it will be impossible to develop
a very comprehensive program
to correct eagle depredation.

To point out the serious-
ness of the problem; I guote
from an editorial in the AUSTIN
AMERICAN-STATESMAN on Tuesday,
Dec. 13, 1977, "Ranchers contend
that golden eagles prey on lambs

and kid goats. But their efforts
to get the Federal game author-
ities to believe them have been
unsuccessful." This very
vividly points out that we
should and will develop infor-

mation which will show that the

golden eagle is a pwredator on
our livelihood -and a program
should be developed to correct
the problem.

Q: My husband and I have
children from previous mar-
riages and we've made no
wills. Would they be entitled
to any benefits from our re-
tirement programs and in-
surance policies, which
name each other as benefici-
aries? And, how would our
other assets, such as com-
mon stock, be divided if my
husband dies first?

A: Benefits from a retire-
ment program and proceeds
from insurance policies
would pass, upon the death
of the owner, to the benefici-
aries designated in each
case. Those beneficiaries
alone would be entitled to
the benefits and proceeds.
Other property belonging to
a married person who died
without leaving a will would
pass to the deceased
spouse’s children, with two
possible exceptions: the sur-
viving spouse would receive
one-third of any separate
@ personal property, and any
separate real property
would be subject to a life es-
tate one-third ownership
and homestead rights to
which the surviving spouse
is entitled.

Q: I made a down pay-
ment on a mobile home sev-
eral months before I re-
married. My husband and I
have been making payments
on the mobile home from our
joint checking account. We
want to make sure his child-
ren from a previous mar-
riage have no claims to the
mobile home if one of us
dies. How could we do this?

A: Texas law does not in-
clude step-children as natu-
ral heirs, although they may
be included in the will. A
step-mother’s property pur-
chased before marriage is
not community property and
therefore is not subject to
claims by a husband’s child~
B ren or other heirs. However,

§ payments made from com-
munity property to finance a
step-mother’s non-communi-
ty property are open to re-
imbursement claims made
by her husband’s heirs.

Q: My husband’s salary is
$19,000. He pays child sup-
port totaling $3,120 for two
dependents. Can he carry
one dependent as a tax ex-
emption, leaving me to claim
the other child?

A: When divorced parents
have reached agreement
concerning the claiming of
exemptions for the children
and the exemptions are law-
ful and not duplicated, the
arrangement generally will
be accepted by the IRS. The
internal revenue service
code provides that an indi-
vidual who furnishes over
one-half of a dependent's
support is entitled to claim

the exemption credit for

that dependent on his or her
tax return. Special rules are
provided for exemptions for
children of divorced parents,
and these rules vary accord-

ing to the amount of support .

furnished by each parent
and the wording of the di-
vorce decree.

Q: I got a divorce in May
and remarried. My ex-hus-
band sends the child support
payments only when he
wants to. My new husband
supports my children and I
feel he should be their father
instead of my ex-husband. Is
there a way he could adopt
them? And, if I die, would
my ex-husband gain custody
of them?

A: A child cannot be a-
dopted by a step-father un-
less the natural father con-
sents or loses his parental
rights by order of a court.
Persistent non-payment of
child support is one ground
for seeking termination of
parental rights. A natural
father who retains parental
rights cannot be denied
possession and control of his
children if his former wife
dies, unless a court finds
that he is an unfit parent and
that the children’s best in-
terests would be served by
having them become wards
of the state.

Q: My sisters and I jointly
own several savings bonds,
and I would like to make
sure they retain the bonds if
I should die. My husband
and I have wills making each
other the beneficiaries.
Would these bonds get tied
up in my estate, or could my
sisters -cash them, if I die
before my husband?

A: U. S. Savings Bonds

are subject to regulation by
the federal government. Ac-
cording to federal regula-
tions, joint ownership mak-
ing the bonds payable to one
person or another person
would result in ownership
passing to the other owner,
or owners, if one owner dies.
In this case, it would not be
necessary for them to be re-
ported as assets of the es-
tate of the deceased person,
but they should be reported
for purposes of federal and
state death taxes.
