Ms. Linda Flory and Mr. Danny 
Hardy of the Texas Historical 
Commission were guests of honor 
at an informal coffee given by 
the Fort Clark Historical Society 
October 4, in the Members Lounge 
of Los Moras Inn.

new Susan B. Anthony dollar coin. 
There is considerable opposition 
to such tactics in the House 
of Representatives.

Some members are concerned 
that the Mint has produced 500 
million of the new coins, with 
little regard for public opposi 
tion to using them. We are ad­
vised that many store clerks re­
ject them, fearing that errors 
in making change will cause em­
ployers to charge them for mis­
takes if Anthony dollars are 
passed out as quarters.

In answering objections to 
the size of the new coin, the 
Mint reports it islarger than 
our quarter.coin by the same 
ratio as the quarter to a nickel. 
The Anthony dollar has an 11- 
sided inner border within the 
outer circle of thecoin. Mrs. 
Stella B.Hackel, Director of the 
Mint, says the recognition dif­
ficulty is about the same as 
telling a $1 bill from a $10 or 
$ 2 0 .

CLAIM LARGE SAVINGS

The new coin costs about 
five cents to produce, and is 
suppose to stay in circulation 
for 15 years in good condition. 
The paper bill costs two cents 
to produce, lasts only 18 months 
in circulation, and then must be 
withdrawn from distribution, 
destroyed and replaced by a new 
bill. Mint Officials say they 
could save up to $50 million a 
year byuse of the coin.

Critics contend that the pro­
duction savings will be eroded j 
by the cost of transporting the 
coins between the mint nnH 
They say that if the American 
people accept the Anthony coins 
to the point that the paper dol­
lar can be eliminated, there will 
be time to change the currency. 
Some 97 members ofthe House are 
proposing legislature to keep 
the dollar bill in our currency 
system. As usual, if you have 
an opinion on this matter, I 
would welcome your views.

SOVIETS IN CUBA

During my time in the Dis­
trict this last week, I watched 
with interest to see how many 
people were deeply concerned a- 
bout the presence of Soviet 
military forces in Cuba. I found 
that what reaction developed 
was quite practical— the people 
who asked questions generally 
believed that a few thousand 
Russians were no serious threat 
to our Nation, and they believed 
President Carter was doing the 
right thing in increasing our 
surveillance over what the Rus­
sians might try to do with those 
forces, and stepping up our mili­
tary visibility in the area by 
increasing the frequency of our 
maneuvers there.

The Russians have had a 
military continguent in Cuba 
since 1962. I see their presence 
as an annoyance but not a threat. 
If the Russians want them to stay 
and the Cubans want them there 
our only alternative would be 
action to force them out. I 
found no one in the District who
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believed we should go to war 
over this issue. HOwever, the 
consensus was that we should 
make it clear that we will not 
stand for Soviet expansionism in 
the Caribbean.

FEDERAL ACTIONS CONTINUE

As the HOuse resumes its 
schedule, I anticipate prompt 
action on a continuing approp- 
ration resolution for those de­
partments withappropriations not 
yet approved for the new fiscal 
year which began October 1. I 
am assured that we have until 
|October 15 to take the final ac­
tions that will avoid serious 
disruptions and delayed pay-days 
for the military services, veter­
ans, GI bill beneficiaries and 
|some other Federal employees.
I think those actions will be 
taken in time.

Authentic touches 
at historic fort

FT. DAVIS—This West 
Texas frontier fort, used in 
America’s westward expan­
sion, gives the visitor a 
feeling of the “ real thing.”

The Park Service guides 
wear uniforms that are ex­
act replicas of those worn 
by the 19th century fort sol­
diers, including the woolen 
long johns. Doug Mc- 
Christian, the historian who 
researched the site, doesn’t 
believe anyone can inter­
pret the lifestyle of that day 
unless he has the true feel­
ing, right down to the itchy 
underwear.

As you walk from build­
ing to building, you catch 
the tantalizing scent of bak­
ing bread wafting through 
the air. Follow your nose to 
the barracks kitchen and 
you find cooks taking loaves 
from ovens heated by wood 
as they were when the post

was active.
The fort, mountains and 

(he Texas County surround­
ing were named for Jeffer­
son Davis, the Confederate 
president who served as 
U.S, secretary of war prior 
to the Civil War.

Films which depict 
various aspects of frontier 
life, including the near ex­
tinction of the buffalo, are 
shown regularly in the bar­
racks theater. The same 
building houses a museum 
with dioramas explaining 
the fort’s significance. Visit­
ing hours are 8 a.m. to 8 
p.m. in the summer and 
8:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. in the 
winter.

In the pleasant communi­
ty of Ft. Davis you will find 
the newly-remodeled Lim- 
pia Hotel, with another fine 
dining experience awaiting 
you. And it’s only a short 
drive on to Alpine, with a 
selection of excellent motels 
and places to eat.

Most visitors to Fort Da­
vis also take time to see the 
McDonald Observatory of 
the University of Texas. It 
is world famed for its tele­
scopes and the work of in­
ternationally-known astron­
omers who utilize their pow­
ers to pierce the heavens. 
The skies are so clear 
around this area, that sky 
watching could be just 
about the finest in the 
world.
